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In accordance with Chapter 28, Sec. 1, of Gen. Laws, the 

Superintendent of County Farm shall make up his report to May 

Ist annually, and also Sec. 2 of said chapter requires that the 
Superintendent’s report shall contain, in addition, a list of the 

paupers actually supported at the farm, and the number of weeks 

each was so supported, and also a statement of the average cost 

per week for each pauper, with an explanation of the basis upon 

which said calculations were made. 

The whole number of persons supported and partially sup- 

ported during the year ending with April 30, 1885, was (168) 

one hundred and sixty-eight. ) 

As will be seen by the tables elsewhere the average attend- 

ance at the farm for the year was 137 plus. The number of 

weeks board furnished. these persons was 6891 3-7. 

The number of weeks board is ascertained by taking the 

number of days between the day of arrival and the date of de- 

parture of each individual, and dividing that number by seven, it 

gives the number of weeks that each person has remained. 

Many of them are here the entire year (365 days) giving 
each of such inmates 52 1-7 weeks support. 

The total cost of supporting paupers on the farm for the year 

ending Apr. 30, 1885 is $7,507.51. This sum divided by the 

whole number of weeks board furnished, viz: 6891 3-7 it gives 

$1.08 9-10 as the price per week, which includes every necessary 

of life consistent with the welfare of the inmates. 

We have now 132 inmates at the farm which includes all 

ages and possible condition. 

Divine services have been held at the Alms House every 

other Sunday for the past year by Rev. J. H. Brown of the M. 

KE. church at North Haverhill. Reference is made to his report. 

The capacity of the institution is 200 and with an experience 4 

of 12 years in charge of this alms house have no hesitancy in 

saying that for the best interests of the tax payers of the county 

as well as the unfortunate people who require aid, that as many 

be supported at the farm as possible. 

School has been kept here at the farm 24 1-2 weeks the past’ 

year and is in session at the present time, with an average attend- 

’ a 
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ance of 20 scholars. This school has been in charge of Miss 

Nellie M. Carbee who has been very successful in the discharge 

of her duties. Many of. the children have made marked improve- 

ment in their studies and deportment. In closing this my 12th — 

annual report I wish to thank the people of the County for their 

eourtesy and the good will and kindness that has been manifested 

by all with whom I have been associated in the performance of 

my duties at this institution.

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PHYSICIAN'S REPORT. 

GENTLEMEN :—Once again I have the honor to submit to the 
citizens of the county, through you, my annual statement concern- 

ing the sanitary condition of this almshouse for the financial year 

just closing. ' / “1 

Less acute disease, requiring my attention, has developed it- 

self during the year, than during any previous year of my connec- 

tion with this department. 

‘While other counties appear by their records to be burdened 

annually by a large amount of sickness and the increase of expen- 

ses incident thereto, this county has enjoyed an exceptional im- 

munity. I attribute the fact to the almost perfect sanitary ar- 

rangements of its buildings and the scrupulous cleanliness so thor- 

oughly enforced in all its departments. 

The recommendations embraced in my former report, relative 

to the very unsanitary condition of the department especially ap- 

propriated for the suitable confinement and care of the insane, 

have been adopted by your board of commissioners. 

The buildings having been properly remodeled will now com- 

pare favorably with any of its class. This long needed improve- 

ment now having been perfected, places the institution in a sanitary 

relation equaled by few and exceded by none other within my 

knowledge. With future efficient management epidemic disease 

can here find little nucleus for development, and if unfortunately 

introduced from without can be most readily and successfully con- 

trolled. 

The number of chronic and utterly incurable cases to be 

found here will vary little from year to year. A limited amount 

of the very worst type of disease that the physician is ever called 

upon to treat may here be found, and I regard it as unfortunate 

that the state, at present, makes no provision for the isolation and 

treatment of the disease alluded to. It is the curse of our chari- 

table institutions. 

Situated as these buildings are, upon a sandy bluff overlook- 
ing the river and commanding a range of scenery unsurpassed in 

this valley, abundantly lighted, warmed and ventilated, the citi- . saber, 2 
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zens of this county may well congratulate themselves that at a very 

moderate expense they have been able to provide for the destitute 

poor the comforts df a home of comparative plenty, and in the se- 

vere winters of this latitude, which are so generally fatal to this 

class, one of almost perpetual summer.

Less than the usual number of deaths have occurred during . 

‘the year. A majority of the deaths have been among the aged — 

and have not been caused by acute disease. In many instances 

inmates who have died soon after entering the institution were 

nearly exhausted in vitality when they arrived. 

Those who are able to labor are required to do a reasonable 

amount of such work as they are adapted to, much to their own 

advantage in health and happiness. Many kind-hearted inmates 

make themselves useful in caring for the sick and helpless. The 

entire house is kept at a proper temperature at all times by means 

of steam. Excellent sewerage and ventilation render it convyen- 

ient for the infirm and feeble to remain in their apartments con- 

tinuously in cold weather. Their meals are carried to them 

when necessary. Good educational facilities are furnished the 

children. I have often entered the cooking and dining department 

unexpectedly to the managers thereof. In every instance the 

amount of food has been ample and its quality and variety invit-— 

ing. I believe that the inmates have as good and substantial 

table fare as a majority of the inhabitants of the county. Valu- 

able improvements have been made upon the insane department 

during the year. An additional department is still needed in 

which those who suffer from infectious diseases may be isolated 

from others. It is no disparagement to whoever may hereafter be 

employed as superintendent and matron of this institution to pre- 

dict that they will find it difficult to meet all of the varied and 

pressing requirements of the inmates, rightly discriminating how 

to treat each subject so admirably and at so low cost per capita as 
have Mr. and Mrs. George.

Both terms 

have been taught by Nellie M. Carbee, a teacher of experience, 

and the improvement the scholars have made is not- only com- 

mendable but evinces faithful and efficient instruction.

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TO THE CITIZENS OF GRAFTON COUNTY. 

In presenting this our annual report and a statement of the 

expenditures of the different departments which come under our 
supervision for the year ending Apr. 30, 1885, we desire to call 

your attention to the following facts. 

As will be noticed the number of paupers assisted off the 

farm for the year has increased 99, or a little more than 10 per 

cent. This is due to the change in the pauper law abolishing all 

town settlements gained prior to Jan. 1, 1870, the full force of 

which has been felt the past year, making the extra expense at the 

N. H. Insane Asylum, State Industrial School and in the different 

towns nearly $2,000. Outside of this extra expense incurred by 

the new law the pauper expenditures of the county have been 

steadily decreasing since 1878. 

The large increase iu amount of pay rolls in State vs. sundry 

persons is due to case of State vs. Jas. H. Baird. Bills approved 

by the State Attorney and County Solicitor were paid by us 

amounting to nearly ($1500) fifteen hundred dollars. 

At the suggestion of the State Board of Health and H. P. 

Watson, M. D., our physician at the alms house, we have made 

substantial improvements in the department for the insane, making 

it one of the best regulated and most convenient of its kind in the 

state. We can now give this class of paupers the care and com- 

forts that their unfortunate condition demands. 

The Superintendent in finding the cost of supporting paupers 

on the farm has given credit for permanent improvements to the 

amount of $800 which is the cost of remodeling the insane ward 

and does not include the repairs required about the institution 

each year resulting from natural wear, such as painting, papering, 

repairs upon the boiler and steam heating apparatus. The net 

cost per week of supporting paupers on the farm is $1.08 9-10 

per week, proving conclusively that the farm is a good investment 
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for the tax payers of the County. We estimate the cost of sup- 

porting the class of poor cared for here at $2.50 per week if sup- 

ported away from the farm or if the supplies had to be all pur- 

chased. The beef, pork and large quantity of the supplies used 

are furnished from the farm including a dairy consisting of 20 

cows, the milk and butter being all consumed by the inmates. 

We are pleased to say that the success at the farm is largely 

due to the able and efficient management of the superintendent 

and matron, Mr. and Mrs. George. They are particularly adapt- 

ed to the position and with an experience of 12 years at this Alms 

House are able to discharge their duties in such manner that the 

inmates receive all needed comforts and at a cost to the county 

comparatively small. 

The matron, Mrs. George, whose duties are arduous in an 

institution of this kind, has discharged them with fidelity and to 

the full satisfaction of the Commisioners, especially the interest 

she has taken in caring for the aged and infirm, nursing the sick 

ones, and her motherly kindness to the small children, the number 

at the farm being quite large the past year. 

We congratulgte the County in having Overseers of the Poor 

in the different towns, a large proportion of whom are men of ex- 

perience and first class business ability. We have had their 

hearty cooperation in making the pauper expense as reasonable as 

seemed to be consistent with the varied condition of the poor. 

The interest bearing indebtedness of the County is $40,700. 

Interest on same 7 months, $1,294.41. Outstanding bonds and 

coupons due Oct. 1, 1884, bearing no interest, amounting to 

$2,340 with $300 the salary of the County Treasurer for the year 

ending April 30, 1885, make the total liabilities of the County 

at 

$44,634 41, from which deduct the assets of the County amount- 

ing to $39,260.94 we find the indebtedness of the County April 

30, 1885, to be $5,373.47. In finding this result the assets of 

the County which are reckoned afe invoice of personal property 

on County Farm, April 30, 1885, Cash in the treasury and mon- 

ey due the County. The County Farm and buildings and all other 

real estate owned by the County is not reckoned as assets to bithe 

about the above result.

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The County debt April 30, 1879, was $108,989.67, making 

the reduction of the debt in the last 6 years $103,616.20, and the © 

county tax in the meantime has been reduced from $60,000 per 
year to $35,000 per year. 

By judicious management of the funds of the County the 

Treasurer has earned nearly $400 in interest which he has turned 

into the treasury and is reckoned as a part of the assets of the 

County. Reference is made to his report. 

In closing we extend to the citizens of the County a cordial 
invitation to visit the Alms House, believing it to be beneficial to 

all concerned if more of the tax payers would determine by per- 

sonal examination and inquiry as to its management.
