SCHOOL REPORT. 

To the Citizens of the Town of Webster : 

It would be very gratifying to record that each school taught 
in the nine districts of our town during the past year has in every 

respect ranked No.1. But truth will not allow this. While 

each has exhibited some points of excellence, only a few have 
combined ali these excellences. Ten teachers have been em- 

ployed, three of whom were beginners in the work. It is not 

expected that an inexperienced workman will accomplish what 
he will after years of practice; nor is it just to censure the 
young teacher on the testimony of others, especially that of the 

children who often color largely to suit their passing mood. 

Every parent should visit the school-room, and form his judg- 
ment by his own observation. Ifonce or twice be not suffi- 

cient, repeat the visit until satisfied who is in fault,—the teacher 
or the tattler. Ifthe former, say but little about it, but learn 

wisdom for the future. Ifthe latter, silence at once all pesti- 
lential rumors by words of commendation of the teacher, by 

removing obstacles in the way of discipline, and by continuing 
the term to its utmost limit. 

Is it policy to hire cheap teachers for the small children? We 

answer emphatically, No. The most skilful instructor is needed | 
to guide aright the opening powers of the mind, to make the 
path of learning attractive, and to teach the child to acquire 
knowledge independently. Lay the foundation broad and deep, 
and the superstructure will be more likely to be symmetrical. 

Retain, if possible, a good teacher, regardless of the cost. What 

are a few dollars compared with the proper development of 

mind power, which in a few years is to control the interests of 
our commonwealth ? 
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From the list of 241 visits, we notice 71 parents’ names, which 

are recorded nearly every term. The names of others we have 
never seen, some of whom do not know what text-books are 

studied by their children. Of course they cannot be cognizant 

of progress made. This ought not so to be. Parents, you 
should visit the school-room, not merely to discover if good dis- 

cipline is maintained, but to notice what advancement is made. 
Some, perhaps, present the plea that your knowledge of text- 

books is so rusty you are not competent judges. This is a seri- 

ous evil,—a widening gulf between you and your child,—which 

will soon be impossible to bridge. You are unconsciously los- 

ing influence over him that will be more apparent as the years 

go by. The remedy is this: With each mental stride of your 

boy or girl, take a step yourself in advance. You say that you 

have no time. Take time, and neglect something else, if neces- 

sary. By thus doing, your own knowledge will be refreshed and 

‘augmented: you will become interested,—therefore will inter-. 

est and benefit your children, and will acquire an influence over 
them that will exist when they are no longer girls and boys, 

amply compensating for all your effort and painstaking. 

We would heartily endorse the remarks of our state superin- 

tendent as regards classification. In nearly every school are too 
many classes, especially in written arithmetic. Hence, often 

but five minutes are allowed to hear a lesson which requires a 

half hour at least for the explanation of problems and principles. 
Three recitations in this branch ought to consume all the time 

that can beneficially be given in an ungraded school. Yet we 

would by no means hinder the ambitious pupil, who can progress 

independently, with an occasional hint from the teacher. 

District.No. 1. Sweati’s Mills. 

Summer term, Miss J. Stella Holmes, teacher. Length of 

school, 8 1-5 weeks; wages per month, including board, $16; 
whole number of scholars, 6 97-100; average attendance, 

6 94-100. 
Fall term, same teacher. Length of school, 9 weeks; wages 

per month, including board, $16; whole number of pupils, 8; 

average attendance, 8. 
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One of the most thorough scholars in town placed her name 

on the teacher’s roll for the first time, resolved to do her best 

for the group of young, wide-awake children who waited her 

coming. And if her patience was sometimes taxed by restless 
hands and feet, she had the satisfaction of knowing that the 
minds of her pupils were correspondingly active, and that good 

progress was made. During the summer term one boy spelled 

2,700 words; missed none. One girl, during the fall term, 

spelled 7,200 words; missed none. No marks for tardiness or 

dismissal, and but one for absence in the second term. A. 

District No. 2. Pleasant Street. 

Summer term, Mary R. Webster, teacher. Length of school, 

7 weeks; wages per month, including board, $18; whole num- 

ber of scholars, 22; average attendance, 20. 

Winter term, same teacher. Length of school, 9 weeks; 

wages per month, including board, $18; whole number of 

scholars, 23; average attendance, 21. 

The people of this district have the past year enjoyed one of 

the greatest blessings of the age, an excellent schoo],—one which 
we believe is justly entitled to the highest rank. The teacher 

has added new laurels to her former well earned reputation. 
Miss W. is quick to discover the working capacity of each 

mind, and her system of instruction is as well adapted to the 

dull scholar and beginner as to the most advanced. Each 

scholar seemed fully to understand the road he was on to gain 
the summit, and had no time to spare for fun or mischief. The 

fall term was continued nine weeks by subscription—a good 
investment. H. 

District No. 3. Corser Hill. 

Summer term, Miss Fannie E. Sawyer, teacher. Length of 

school in weeks, 9 3-5; wages of teacher a month, including 
board, $20; number of scholars, 6; average attendance, 5. 

Having taught several terms in town, the teacher’s qualifica- 
tions were known and appreciated. The scholars seemed atten- 

tive to their studies, and exhibited evidences of substantial prog- 
ress. 
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Winter term, Miss M. Alice Little, teacher. Length of school 

in weeks, 11; wages a month, including board, $20; number of 
scholars, 9; average attendance, 7 1-5. 

Previous acquaintance with her scholars enabled the teacher 

to adapt her instruction to their individual needs. The exam- 

ination exercises were pleasantly suggestive of an interesting 

and profitable term. s. 

District No. 4. Battle Street. 

Summer term, Miss Mary R. Webster, teacher. Length in 

weeks, 7; wages, including board, $18; number of scholars, 4; 

average attendance, 4. 

Fall term. Length in weeks, 6; wages, $18 ; number of schol- 

ars, 3; average attendance, 3. 

This school, though one of the smallest in numbers, was not 
backward in scholarship. Good: management prevailed during 

both terms. The scholars availed themselves of the favorable 

circumstances, and won that degree of success which is the sure 

reward of diligent application. s. 

District No. 5. Sanborn Hill. 

Miss Clara A. Flanders, teacher. Length of school in weeks, 

7.6; wages a month, $16; number of scholars, 13; average at- 

tendance, 11. | 
This district, which has an abundance of most of the good © 

things of this world, is a little short of school material—only 

two scholars. By a liberal patronage from the Putney district, 
the number was increased to thirteen, and the term lengthened 

to seven and six tenths weeks. At the closing examination 

most of the classes did well, and considering the length of the 

term we think the school made good progress. H. 

District No. 6. Little Hill. 

Summer term, Miss Hattie B. Little, teacher. Length of 
school, 9 weeks; wages per month, including board, $20; whole 
number of pupils, 5; average attendance, 5. 

Fall term, same teacher. Length of school, 13 weeks ; wages

District No.9. Putney. 

Summer term, Miss Emma P. Fitz, teacher. Length of 
school, 8 weeks; wages per month, including board, $18.50; 

whole number of scholars, 20; average attendance, 172. 

A teacher without experience was selected for this school, 

and the wisdom of the choice was apparent to all who entered 

the school-room. Miss Fitz understands what she teaches; she 

has patience, tact, is quiet and self-possessed, is magnetic,— 

hence controls. The pupiis said, “We will do our best.” The 
closing examination was attended by many of the parents and 

friends, and the unanimous verdict was, Success. 

Winter term, Herman L. Sawyer, teacher. Length of school, . 

10 2-5 weeks; wages per month, including board, $26; whole 

number of scholars, 25; average attendance, 19. 

Again a novice in the teacher’s chair. At our first visit to 

this school everything indicated a profitable term. At the 

closing examination the scholars acquitted themselves well. 

Mr. Sawyer is a young man of talent. His knowedge of text-
