REPORT OF THE TOWN MANAGER 

Profile of a Growing Town 

The year 1973 can best be described as one of the busiest years 
from the Town government point of view, in the history of Water- 
ville Valley. 

Even though the number of people in our community is small, 
the amcunt of town business generated by the multitude of pro- 
jects approved by the people represented a workload one would ex- 
pect to find in a much larger town. 

I feel that this town can look back at 1973 with pride and ac- 
complishment. It was a progressive year for Town government. 
Zening ordinances and building codes were enacted to protect the 
esthetic and environmental qualities of the Valley and to ensure 
quality safe construction. 

Our advanced waste water treatment system is well under way 
and our enlarged water system is now complete and in operation. 

Roads were built and improved, a cemetery planned and con- 
structed, additional police and fire protecticn provided. Extensive 
planning and research went into the formulation of new regulations 
to govern the operation of the Municipal Services Department. 

Through it all, the need for operaticnal flexibility became quite 
apparent. One challenge that the Selectmen and I faced in 1973 
was that of decision making. Unlike a Town where the municipal 
departments had been in operation for many years, our departments 
are new. Many questions requiring decisions were being asked for 
the first time and our replies precedent setting in nature. 

In spite of a few cost overruns, changed plans, deadlines, noise, 
smoke, dust and general activity, we either completed our projects, 
or are on schedule - and the Town ended its fiscal year with a sur- 
plus! 

I would like to thank the Board of Selectmen, John, Tom, and 
Buck for their suppcrt and cooperation during this past year. 
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MUNICIPAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT 

1973 REPORT 

Water Department: 

As is true with other areas of the Town government, new re- 
cords were set by the Water Department in terms of water con- 
sumption. 

A full time water department superintendent was employed by 
the Town with his time being occupied by water department main- 
tenance and new construction inspection. 

Both the new well and the reservoir are in operation, providing 
the Town with additional water supply and storage. 

1973 also saw the overworked #1 well and pump failing on 
several occasions, due primarily to electrical malfunctions, a factor 
that increased maintenance costs considerably. 

Sewer Department: 

This Department, which was created by vote of the people at 
the 1973 Town Meeting is getting into high gear with the construc- 
tion of the treatment plant. 

One treatment plant operator has been hired and he is in the 
process of working with the Town engineers in the actual construc- 
tion and planning for the start-up of the new plant during the sum- 
mer months of 1974. 

Trash Report 

1973 was the first year that Lakes Region Disposal Company 
of Laconia, New Hampshire, collected the solid waste in the Town. 

The Town is faced with an increased volume of solid waste to be 
disposed of and increasing costs involved in the disposal process. 

An example of this is the cost of propane gas used to fire the 
incinerator. In February 1973, gas cost the Town 22.9 cents per 
gallon. The price in February 1974 rose to a high of 39.96 cents 
per gallon. 

Planning is currently underway, both on a local level and a 
regional basis to try to find an answer to the problem by finding a 
new land fill area. This is a complicated project because of the 
scarcity of land and the stringent regulations imposed on such a 
project. 

It can be said with a fair degree of accuracy that the disposal 
of solid waste is one of the more serious problems that the Town 
currently faces.

Financial Report and Summary of the Year 1973 

This year was a germinal one for expansion of library services 
to the community. Continuing services included cooperation. with 
the elementary school with which we share a facility and communi- 
cations with the Bookmobile. This four wheeled treasure brought 
a total of 1,427 books to the Valley, and through it we were able to 
supply curriculum related materials for the school children, and 
provide newer novels, cook bocks and large print books for our 
adults. The annual Labor Day auction was again a financial success 
due to the generosity of many. 

New facets and features of the Osceola Library were many. 
We bought our own stationery with the cowl emblem designed by 
Hans Rey. We have mounted and protected fourteen exquisite 
water-colors of mushrooms, paintings that were found in a library 
cabinet and date back to the nineteenth century. We believe they 
will be decorative and educational when we have wall space. Scott 
Nelson donated framed pictures of the site of the original settlement 
and old wig-wags to add to our historic collection. We are planning, 
once we have a librarian, to put all historic letters, diaries and docu- 
ments in an intelligible order. 

Summer was our most popular time and, staffed by volunteers, 
we provided a resource for nature-sleuths and fiction-hounds.

In keeping with the growth of the Town, the Police Department 
grew as well, with its work load increasing considerably. The three 
year case load totals are as follows:

A second full time police officer was added to the police force 
at the expense of the Town, with a third police officer being paid 
for by Windsor at Waterville, primarily for security around the con- 
dominium construction site. 

Training continued to play an important role in the operation 
of the Police Department in an attempt to provide the very best 
police protection possible for the people of this community.

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REPORT of the FOREST FIRE WARDEN and DISTRICT CHIEF 

The New Hampshire Forest Fire Service is represented in every 
town, city or unorganized place in our state by the forest fire warden. 
Anyone wishing to kindle an outside fire when the ground is not 
covered with snow must first obtain the written permission of the 
fire warden. Except for cooking fires, no fire can be kindled be- 
tween 9:00 A. M. and 5:00 P. M. unless it is a commercial or indus- 
trial burn or it is raining. ‘The fire warden is assisted in his work 
by the District Forest Fire Chief who works for the Department of 
Resources and Economic Development Forest Fire Service. 

Fire prevention was, again this year, the most important part 
of the Forest Fire Warden’s job. Fire statistics show the need with 
72% of the fires caused by smoking, debris burning and children. 
Smokey the Bear is an important prevention tool but he still needs 
much help from the public. Parents should warn their children of 
the hazards of playing with matches. Children tend to forget that 
a lighted match held in their hand is a potential forest fire.

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CONSERVATION COMMISSION 

ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE YEAR 1973 

For a number of reasons — the resignation of one member, the 
illness of another, the extended absence from town of a third, and 
the pressure of other activities in general — the Conservation Com- 
mission had an inactive year in 19738. No specific accomplishments 
can be recorded, and no money was either received from the town or 
spent out of the Commission’s Treasury. However, after Paul 
Leavitt resigned as a result of the heavy demands of his other 
duties, the Selectmen appointed Mrs. Margaret Ensor in his place. 

The Commission held two meetings in late Summer and early 
Fall, appraising the status of local lands and discussing possible pro- 
jects for future involvement, including the encouragement of the 
maintenance of a “Green Belt” around the perimeter of the Valley 
floor and particularly along the River banks, interest in the Self- 
Guided Winter Nature Trail which has been completed by the Ski 
Touring-Ecclogical Center and used extensively this Winter, concern 
with the completion of the man-made pond by Snow’s Brook, pre- 
paration of a plan to mark the few historical sites around the Valley, 
and consideration of a “truck garden” project for Valley residents 
in 1974. Thomas Corcoran was present at one of the two meetings, 
and the Commission felt that the Waterville Company is making a 
successful effort to protect and enhance at least a portion of the land 
in the Valley, with the purpose of keeping it natural where possible 
and planning to set aside areas which will be recreational and/or 
educational for future use. The unique situation of this town, with 
its private land concentrated in 500 acres, largely owned by the 
Waterville Company, and all surrounded by 40,000 acres of National 
Forest, puts the Conservation Commission in a somewhat different 
and less challenging position from that of ‘Commissions in most 
other towns.

EXPLANATION OF SUPERINTENDENTS AND 

ASSISTANT SUPERINTENDENT’S SALARY FOR 1972-1973 

Chapter 189, Section 48 Revised Statutes Annotated of the 
State of New Hampshire, requires that the school district annual re- 
port show the total amount paid to the Superintendent of Schools 
as per the following quotation: “Reports. Each superintendent of 
a supervisory union shall annually prepare a_ report of the total 
salary paid to the superintendent, showing in detail the amount 
paid by the state and each local school district, and their share of 
same. Said report shall be filed with the school board of each school 
district involved and shall be included in the annual report of the re- 
spective school district as a separate entry. A like report and entry 
shall be made for each assistant superintendent, teacher consultant, 
and business administrators, if any is in service in the union.” 

One-half of the supervisory union expenses is prorated among 
the several schocl districts of the union on the basis of adjusted 
valuations. One-half is prorated on the basis of average daily 
membership in the school for the previous school year ending June 
30th. The salary of $16,500 which was received by the Superin- 
tendent of Schools of Supervisory Union #48 during 1972-1973 was 
made up as follows: $2,500 paid by the State of New Hampshire 
and $14,000 was prorated among the school districts comprising 
the Supervisory Union. Allowance for $400 travel within the Union 
was also prorated as stated above. 

The salary of the Assistant Superintendent during 1972-1973 
was made up as follows: $2,190 paid by the State of New Hamp- 
shire and $12,510 was prorated as stated above. Allowance for 
$1,500 travel within the Union was also prorated as stated above.

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REPORT OF THE PRINCIPAL 

The Waterville Valley School enrollment has been remarkably 
fluid this year, ranging from a high of 31 students in grades K-8 
in mid-October to a midyear total of 25. We have gained 7 new 
students and lost 7 old students during the past five months. Class- 
room group size has ranged from 7 to 11 students at various times, 
with an average of 9 students per multi-grade class. The small size 
of the groups has been dictated by limited space, but a very low stu- 
dent teacher ratio and extra individual attention have been advan- 
tageous side effects. 

Small classes and the stability offered by a lower faculty turn- 
over have helped in allowing teachers to concentrate on reading, 
math, and study skills. The emphasis has been on diagnosing each 
student’s strengths and weaknesses and in beginning to provide 
special help where needs exist. Teachers have started to develop 
skill checklists so that student progress may be charted from level 
to level. 

We have continued to use the resources of the Valley in visits 
to community members and by inviting resource people to visit the 
school. Our study of Guatemala and Latin America excited many 
of us and stimulated learning in nearly every academic area. Our 
program has been extended and enriched by part-time teaching in 
art, music, and gymnastics; we are also fortunate to participate in 
the School Ski Program sponsored by the Waterville Company. In 
addition, the students have profited from a variety of new teaching 
materials. Interest in reading has zoomed with the acquisition of 
nearly 1500 new paperback and hardback books. The use of the 
Elementary Science Study kits continues with good results. 

We continue to encounter serious difficulties with our makeshift 
building situations and are anxious to occupy our new quarters so 
that safety, inadequate plumbing, poor lighting, and scant storage 
facilities no longer preoccupy our attention. 

Special thanks should go to the teachers for their devotion and 
hard work, and to the parents who have offered their support and 
encouragement.
