Superintendent’s Report 

Now that there is a lull in material gains in the form 

of buildings it might be well for us to take “time out,” 

catch our breath for a second, and review what we be- 

lieve are the basic aims of education in Supervisory Un- 

ion No. 4, what has been done, and what might be done. 

We should preface this by saying that there is wide dis- 

agreement in the basic educational philosophies of those 

engaged in education. and real differences in operating 

methods. Rather than be alarmed about this we should 

consider it a very wholesome occurrence for when people 

cease to disagree intelligently democracy disappears. 

The preservation of democracy and all it signifies is a 

primary aim of our education. We must watch attempts 

under the guise of democracy to foment unreasonable 

differences of opinion in order that subversive elements 

may assume command once these differences have so 

weakened our morals that internal conquest becomes 

easy. There are many ways of doing this. 

We spend most of our efforts in this school union 
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teaching fundamentals in the tool subjects in elementary 

grades with much emphasis on reading skills. In spite 

of contrary opinion we go on record as saying that we 

are doing a good job as a whole, and we have many 

excellent results. Every year some nationally stand- 

ardized achievement tests are given, the Metropolitan 

last year. In only one subject taking the nine towns 

together did we have an average score below national 

standards. That was 5th grade spelling with .2 of a 

year below, largely due to one very poor grade in a small 

school. Our average in reading was .2 to a full grade 
above with some individual grades being two to three 

grades above. To cite more would serve little purpose 

but to summarize let vs say we know where we stand 

and others guess about it. Furthermore we take con- 

scious steps to improve the weak spots. 

Teaching fundamenta's and tool subjects is, how: 

ever, only one aim of education whose real object is to 

teach the individual to live a better life in the world of 

today and tomorrow. It is when we get into this prob- 

lem that we get into serious differences. How should 
we.teach democratic living? Let the pupils run the 

school? Some might say “Yes, to a large degree.” I 

happen to say “No.” This illustrates the point I believe. 

Hitting at this type of thing from another angle we may 

raise the question: “How much individual help does the 

child receive in school?” We all believe this to be im- 

portant today. Can we do it with a first grade of 40 
babies? Should we teach pupils to work and play to- 

gether? Most people would say yes but might not agree 

that square dancing is a good method. “Should a child 
be given aid to like good music and art?” Yes, would 

be given most of the time. How well can this:be done 

without teachers skilled in teaching appreciation of fine 

things, in part by actual participation? “Should religion 
be taught in schools?” will start a mental massacre a- 

mong otherwise intelligent people. Certain it is that 
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much Christian living can be, and is being taught, by 
teachers everyday without teaching any creed. This 

could go on forever but let’s end this by asking ourselves 

how well are we doing in teaching each individual child. 

all he can absorb in all things he may need as a good 

citizen living an enriched life in a world where a boy 

may be required to swap deer hunting in the hills of 

New Hampshire for a different quarry in hills on the 

other side of the world. Is the education of the rural 

school of 50 years ago and the high school curriculum 

of that time, “More Latin and less Greek,” good enough 

or is the type of education of previous generations to be 

held responsible for the problems facing the children 

of today? 

Only two of my nine towns have the services of a 

music supervisor, none has an art instructor, only one 

has expert handwriting supervision, none has a kinder- 

garten, none has a physical education instructor, and 

none has a specialist in remedial reading. There is no 

thought of complaint in the above statement but rather 

proof of the fact that we are offering barely the most 

minimum education possible. I believe the pupils, your 

children, could profit by some of these which will be 

found in really modern schools where the cost of educa- 

tion is not borne completely—practically speaking—by 

the property tax. 

Any school administrator must be an idealist to 

keep really alive but he must be practical too. Education 

costs money taking the bigger part of the tax assessment 

in most cases in spite of our low salaries to teachers. A 

school executive must be practical in the situation he 

faces. An enriched course of study is apt to mean more 

money, and so do flush toilets, and school lunch pro- 

grams. I happen to believe that state aid must be given 

in quantities sufficient so that the property tax assess- 

ment may be lowered while improving educational op- 

portunities for our children. If and when this is done it 
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must be done in such a manner that we can know in ad- 

vance how much each district will receive. It takes 

more courage than we have to ask for expensive items 

knowing the communities as we do. We could make 

plans programmed over a period of years if we were sure 

of state aid of sufficient amounts. No one is hurt by the 

present amounts of aid cut to 48% due to lack of state 
funds except the children of the state, and I’m particu- 

larly interested in those of my nine towns. As long as 

legislative funds for state aid are voted after school bud- 

gets are passed I can not recommend to local boards ac- 

tion to improve our educational system if it involves ons 

penny of state aid. We’'l use what we get to reduce the 

property tax assessment. 

The School District of Orange qualified this year 
for $981.50 of State Aid and received $473.29: due to fail- 

ure of the legislature to provide funds sufficient to cover 

the full formula. As reported in last year’s report Or- 

ange is a border line district, will receive aid in some 

years and not in others depending on its relation of in- 

creased school pupils to that of the rest of the state. In 

making a budget it is impossible and impractical to es- 

timate receiving any aid for the ensuing year. -What- 
ever amount not anticipated that we receive can help re- 

duce the tax rate the following year by appearing as a 

balance provided it is not used for some unforeseen em- 

ergency. It would be highly desirable to have state aid 

sufficient to cover the present (or future) formula, and 

to have some system whereby amounts could be deter- 

mined for at least one of the two years between legisla- 

tive sessions. Such will come about only when the grass 
roots’ voters so demand.
