. To see if the town will vote to raise such sums of money as the 

State suggests to build Class V roads. State to pay $38.33 and 

the Town $5.75 and make appropriation for the same. 

. To see if the town will vote to raise $1,400.00 for street lights, 

and make appropriation for the same. 

. To raise $9,435.00 for School purposes and make appropriation 

for the same. 

. To see if the town will vote to raise $300.00 for the care of the 

cemetery and resetting memorial tablets, and make appropria- 

tion for the same. 

. To see if the town will vote to raise $200.00 for the support of 

Town Library and make appropriation for the same. 

. To see if the town will vote to raise $250.00 for police patrol, to 

protect against theft, for the ensuing year, and make appro- 

priation for the same.

To see if the town will vote to raise a sum of money not to 

exceed $900.00 for removal of garbage twice a month during 

the winter and three times a week during the summer, and 
make appropriation for the same. 

To see ii the town will vote to raise and appropriate a sum of 

money not to exceed $200.00 for the operation and maintenance 
of its Civil Defense Program. 

To vote that the town of Randolph raise a sum of money not 

to exceed $200.00, for a small program of regional advertising, 

provided that a similar sum or larger is raised by all places in 

Randolph which cater to the tourist trade. Such money to be 

expended in newspaper advertising promoting Randolph as a 

summer resort area. Such money to be expended under the 

direction of a committee, appointed by the Selectmen, working 

under the supervision of the Selectmen. 

To vote to engage, by the town of Randolph, a lifeguard for 

The Ravine House swimming pool, at a sum not to exceed 

$300.00 and appropriate money for the same. For services to 

be rendered during the period of late June until Labor Day, 

this provided that arrangements can be made with The Mt. 

Crescent House and The Ravine House for free board and 
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room for this employee, such to be provided by the two hotels. 

A committee for this purpose to be appointed by the Select- 

men under the supervision of the selectmen. 

To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate $150.00 for 

the maintenance of town reservations. 

To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate $538.50 

for increasing town officers salaries as follows: Ist Selectman 

$150.00, 2nd and 3rd Selectman $100.00 each, Treasurer $50.00, 

Town Clerk $50.00, Supervisors of the Check List $10.00 each, 

Auditors $5.00 each, Moderator $10.00 per meeting, Librarian 
$18.50. 

To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate $350.00 to 

purchase and install a power burner in the Town Hall furnace. 

To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate $677.93 

to cover expenses for remodeling and equipping a room for 

Selectmen’s Office in the Town Hall. 

. To see if the town will vote to allow 2% discount on taxes paid 

before August 1 and 1% on taxes paid before October 1, 1952. 

. To see if the town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to use 

unexpended appropriations at their discretion. 

. To see if the town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to 

issue necessary temporary notes in anticipation of 1952 taxes. 

To transact any other business that may legally come before 

this meeting.

Report of Selectmen 

To the Citizens of Randolph: 

With great reluctance and at his own request we have had to 

accept the resignation of John H. Boothman from the Board of 

Selectmen. John, at the age of 83, has served faithfully in this 

office for forty-two consecutive years. His valuable experience 

and council are still an asset to the present board. We extend 

good wishesiand a vote of thanks for a job well done. 

Concerning the Pictures in This Year’s Reports 

The cover of this year’s Town Reports shows activity at our 

Town Hall. Built in 1899 by John H. Boothman, this building has 

served adequately these many years. Considering building costs 

of today it was with interest that we looked back in the records 

of 51 years ago and found that the total cost to the town for the 

finished building was $779.00. The building lot was purchased from 

Laban M. Watson for $25.00. The hall has frequently been used 

for social gatherings as well as for town business meetings. 

The picture of the inside gathering is of the 1951 Christmas 

party. The tree is attended by young and old alike with entertain- 

ment and program furnished by the Randolphers 4 H Club. This 

club is very active in Randolph and much credit is due the young 

folks and their leaders who make the annual Christmas party such 

a success. For several years past, a committee of Miss Katherine 

Wood and Mrs. Norah Lowe have raised money and with this have 

purchased a gift, as well as candy, popcorn, apples and oranges for 

each child in town. 

Hunting, fishing, mountain climbing and swimming seem to be 

the main sports of our immediate area and are enjoyed by both 

residents and visitors. Because Randolph has much to offer the 

out-doorsman we have included these photographs of our locale. 

Last Year’s Warrant 

There were three articles in last year’s warrant which were a 

little bit aside from the regular run of town business. Al!I three 

were voted upon favorably and we wish to report that the provi- 

sions of these articles have been carried out. 
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The new folder was finished and ready for use for the summer 

season. We feel that the town has an attractive and comprehensive 

folder which should do a good selling job. Distribution was accom- 

plished through newspaper advertising, local businesses and the 

State Planning and Development Commission. Credit is due the 

committee appointed for this purpose. A good supply of folders is 

on hand. Anyone wishing copies for distribution please contact 

the selectmen. 

The new parking space at the Town Hall has been completed 

and is recognized by all as a much needed improvement. The street 

lights have been rearranged to give more adequate lighting. 

The road on Randolph Hill which was taken over last year has 

been improved and maintained. Because of this increased mileage 

$364.12 more than was appropriated has been spent. This year’s 

warrant asks for $500.00 for summer road purposes, instead of the 

usual $200.00. 

This Year’s Warrant 

Article 21 provides $150.00 for the maintenance of the three 

Town Reservations. As you may remember two of these have 

been acquired quite recently, The Carol Williams Horton Memo- 

rial and Coldbrook Falls Reservation, Peek Park is of an earlier 

date and should, we feel, have a cleaning up. The other two, in 

accordance with the provisions of the deeds, are to be left much 

as nature intended they should be. However it may be advisable 

from time to time to remove fallen trees. 

Article 22 provides for an increase in town officers’ salaries. 

The people who presented this article feel that Randolph’s town 

officers have been underpaid for the past decade. With the ever 

increasing cost of living and advances in wages, hours spent on 

town books and administration have hardly been compensated for. 

If these increases are accepted the situation, while being alleviated, 

will still leave town officers in a lower wage bracket than most. 

Increased demands by State and Federal Government in detail of 

reports and added taxes have increased the working hours of 

many town officers. 

Article 23 would provide for a more adequate heating system 

for the Town Hall. We think it safe to say that there is hardly 

a person attending town and social affairs who has not been either 

uncomfortably hot or cold at one time or another and perhaps 

has experienced both extremes within a few hours. The biggest 
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difficulty seems to be in controlling the wood fire in the furnace. 

It is felt that a power oil burner controlled by a thermostat would 

supply more uniform heat and greater safety for less fuel cost. 

Article 24 provides for building and equipping an office for the 

selectmen. Previously private office equipment and space have been 

available without charge. However within the past year it has 

become expedient for the town to provide these necessities. The 

$877.93 asked for includes material and labor in construction, a 

typewriter, adding machine, safe, heater and incidentals. 

New Buildings 

Last summer the home of Lanson Stiles was completely demo- 

lished by fire. The tragedy occurred while he and his family were 

absent resulting in a total loss. A new and larger house has been 

erected on the old site. Although not complete, the Stiles family 

moved in last fall and the work of finishing off inside has been 

going on ever since. The new house stands as evidence of the fine 

courage and spirit of the family and friends who helped. 

A new summer home is being constructed by Jason Gessner 

for Mr. C. W. Kieth of Providence, R. I. The location is in the 

valley between Mrs. Taylor’s and the Carlton Brook Inn. 

The same contractor is building a sizable addition to one of 

the cottages at the Carlton Brook. It is expected that both of 

these structures will be completed by spring. 

On Randolph Hill, The Mt. Crescent House has a valuable 

addition, The Randolph Hill Playhouse, builder J. H. Boothman, 

was completed in time for the summer season and proved a valu- 

able asset to recreational facilities of The Mt. Crescent House and 

Randolph’s summer colony. Regularly scheduled square dances 

and movies were held throughout the summer. 

Changes of Ownership | 

Bill Worrell has sold his house (the old Hunt place) to Dana 

Stanley. 

Joseph Berry, of Gorham, has purchased the home previously 

owned and occupied by Tom Sheridan. 

Improvements and Additions 

Quite a few owners of summer homes have been winterizing 

their cottages of late. It would seem quite likely that we may have 

an increase (at least on a vacation basis) in winter population. 
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Hershner Cross has accomplished considerable at “Crosslands.” 

A solid foundation, insulation, heating plant and artesian well be- 

ing the major items. 

The Molinar cottage has also been insulated and refinished 
inside. 

Dr. James B. Conant has had his cottage insulated and the 

foundation restored. 

Mr. and Mrs. Horne now occupy the former home of the 

Aughertons. The house has been renovated and plumbing installed. 

Much has been done to the Bill Cairns house to make it more 

suitable for winter occupancy. It is now occupied by Mr. and Mrs. 

Paul Doherty. 

New Residents 

Added to our list of voters and year round residents are: Mr. 

and Mrs. Harry Sweet, Mr. and Mrs. Dana Stanley, Mr. and Mrs.

Once again on behalf of the Town we wish to welcome these 

new year round and summer residents of Randolph.

The 

Town has received several Honorable Mentions and on one occa- 

sion took first place in towns of our class.
