To the Inhabilan+s of the Town of Hudson in the

County of Hillsborough in said State, qualified to vote

in Town affairs:

You are hereby notified to meet at the Dr. H. O. Smith School

Auditorium in said Hudson on Tuesday the 13th day of March next

to elect Town Officers for the ensuing year by ballot for which pur-

pose the polls will open at 10:00 A. M. and close at 8:00 P. M., and
to act upon the following subjects at 7 o'clock in the evening:

To raise such sums of money as may be necessary to defray

Town charges for the ensuing year and make appropriations of the

same.

2. To see if the Town will vote to accept numerous bequests

as Trust Funds, the income to be used for the perpetual care of the

various cemetery lots.

3. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to

pledge the credit of the Town in anticipation of taxes.

4. To see if the Town will vote to oblige the Town Moderator
to use Robert's Rules of Order Manual at all regular and special

meetings of the Town and to carry on all parliamentary procedure

in accordance with the same, upon petition of T. C. Damery and
others.

5. To see if the Town will vote to hire the State Tax Com-
mission assessor to assess all new property built since the 1949 assess-

ment and raise $350.00 for same.

6. To see if the Town will vote to purchase a new dump truck

for the Highway Department of the five-ton type and size. Said

truck to be equipped with dump body and front-end plow attach-

ment and raise a sum not to exceed $7700.00.

7. To see if the Town will grant full time regular employees
of the Town Highway Department a pay increase of $.10 per hour.
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8. To see if the Town will vote to provide all regular full time

Town Highway Department employees with group insurance cover-

ing sick benefits and hospitalization. The cost of this plan to be

borne jointly by the Town and regular full time Town Highway
Department employees. The employee to pay the family coverage

part of the policy and/or the Town to appropriate the sum of

$400.00 towards this plan to be divided equally among all employees,

with employees paying for extra coverage through the payroll deduc-

tion system.

9. To see if the Town will vote to install the Town Manager
form of government in Hudson as provided for in Chapter 37 of the

Revised Statutes of the State of New Hampshire and to raise and
appropriate $5000.00 for the payment oi such Town Manager, upon
petition of Eugene W. Leslie and others.

10. If the Town votes to install the Town Manager form of

Government in Hudson, as provided for in another article of the

warrant, to see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to

appoint the Town Manager to be collector of taxes as provided for

in Paragraph 16, Chapter 37, Revised Statutes of the State of New
Hampshire, upon petition of Harold E. Small and others.

11. If the foregoing Article 10 passes in the affirmative, to see

if the Town will vote to rescind Article 7 of Town Meeting of

March 3, 1943 and vote $1500.00 for additional clerical assistance

to the Town Manager.

12. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the

sum of $250.00 to improve with gravel 420 feet of Blackstone Street,

upon petition of Peter Noel and others.

13. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate a

sum of $200.00 to repair and pave Nottingham Street, upon the peti-

tion of Richard L. Wyatt and others.

14. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the

sum of $200.00 to improve and tar Stanley Avenue, upon petition of

Martin Petersen and others.

15. To see if the Town will vote a $.06 a mile travel allowance
for all travel authorized by the Board of Selectmen, said amount not
to exceed $400.00 for Highway Department; $36.00 for Fire Depart-
ment; $18.00 for Police Department and $46.00 for all other depart-

ments.
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16. To see if the Town will authorize the Selectmen to secure

plans and estimates for a sewage disposal and collection system for

the Lowell Road, Riverside and Brookside areas and raise and ap-

propriate $300.00 for same.

17. To see if the Town will raise and appropriate $700.00 for

the installation of pipe, three man holes and service pipes to shoulder

of road on Third Street from School Street to Oakwood Street.

18. To see if the Town will vote to require the Board of

Selectmen to issue the following statement in all future annual Town
Reports

:

"We, the undersigned Board of Selectmen, do hereby state,

under the penalty of perjury, that all commitments, con-

tracted for by the Town, have been paid as of the end of

the year for which the financial report is issued, and that

there are no bills outstanding against the Town as of the

end of the year for which the financial report is issued,

except with qualifications as noted by the Board of Select-

men."

Also that a similar statement under penalty of perjury, be

obtained from all persons handling Town Funds, this statement to

be kept on file in the Selectmen's Office, upon petition of Felix

Bosley and others.

19. To see if the Town will vote to require advertised sealed

bids of $150.00 or more of materials, supplies and services, other

than direct labor employment, wherein Town Funds are expended,

except purchases of an emergency nature and necessary public utili-

ties. Bids to be publicly opened and read at a regularly scheduled

meeting of the Board of Selectmen and awards made to the lowest

responsible bidder who meets the specifications of the Board of

Selectmen. Emergency purchases up to $1000.00 may be made
without the aforesaid procedure provided life, health, and damage
to property are involved, upon petition of Lake Munday and others.

20. To see if the Town will discuss any item in the 1955

appropriation as passed by the Town and its relation to the 1956

appropriation and to discuss the present tax rate of $74.50 per thou-

sand dollars of valuation as well as the methods used in arriving at

assessment of new property and take any action thereon, upon peti-

tion of George Fairfield and others.

2 1 To see if the Town will vote to establish the elective office

of Road Agent as a salaried position not exceeding $4000.00 per

year, upon petition of T. C. Damery and others.
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22. To see if the Town will vote to make it mandatory that

no elected Town Official be appointed by the Selectmen to an ap-

pointed position and that no person shall hold more than one office

by appointment at any one time, upon petition of Raymond Acker-

man, Jr. and others.

23. To see if the Town will vote to establish a Board of Select-

men to consist of five members, instead of three members, that the

additional two members shall be elected by the voters by a poll vote

at the session of the annual Town Meeting, one member of such

additional Board member to serve for 3 years and the second new
member to such Board to serve for 2 years and that such new mem-
bers shall take office immediately upon the passage of this article or

to take any action relative thereto, upon petition of John H. Zelonis

and others.

24. To see if the Town will vote to elect all vacancies in the

Planning Board as terms of present members expire, in lieu of allow-

ing the Board of Selectmen to appoint the same as has been custom-

ary during the past, or take any other action relative thereto, upon
petition of John H. Zelonis and others.

25. To see if the Town will vote to elect new members of the

Board of Adjustment, as terms of present members hereafter expire,

in lieu of allowing the Board of Selectmen to appoint the same, as

has been customary in the past, or to take any other action relative

thereto, upon petition of John H. Zelonis and others.

26. To see if the Town will vote to continue the session of the

Annual Town Meeting to the Tuesday following the date of such
Annual Town Meeting, in the event that any business remains
unfinished, or if there is insufficient time in the regular session of

such meeting to discuss and pass on all articles, appearing on the

Town Warrant, or to take any action relative thereto, upon petition

of John H. Zelonis and others.

27. To see if the Town will vote to accept and adopt this

Article or By-law, whereby no legal resident, or voter of the Town of

Hudson shall hereinafter be qualified to serve as a member of the

Budget Committee, if such person is now receiving any wages, earn-

ings, or salary for services performed in the employ of the Town, or

has drawn or received any compensation whatsoever, during the past

twelve months preceding such election or appointment and that

adoption of this Article, will also disqualify any such person, or

persons, now serving as active members on the Budget Committee
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and that any vacancies so created by adoption of this article shall

be filled immediately, or as soon as possible by a poll vote of the

Annual Town Meeting, that terms or other conditions relative to

election shall remain the same, or to take any action relative thereto,

upon petition of John H. Zelonis and others.

28. To see if the Town will vote to accept and adopt this

Article or By-law, whereby it shall hereafter be required that the

Selectmen or any other Town Officer who may be otherwise legally

delegated the authority to make purchases or purchase contracts or

construction contracts, in the name of the Town, that first, specific

requirements shall be drawn up, secondly that specifications shall

also be drawn up, and third, that the Board of Selectmen, or other

authorized officer, shall advertise such specifications and require-

ments or sealed bids in at least one local newspaper, if the antici-

pated cost is expected to exceed $300.00, to advertise such specifica-

tions in one local and one out-of-town newspaper if anticipated cost

of such purchase is to exceed $500.00 and to advertise such specifi-

cations in at least one Boston Newspaper if such purchase cost is

expected to exceed $1000.00 or to take any other action relative to

establishing better purchasing policies for the Town, upon petition

of John H. Zelonis and others.

29. To see if the Town will vote on the following Article:

It is declared to be the policy of the Town to encourage all of its

citizens to participate in government both at local and state levels.

To this end no employee of this Town shall lose his job nor other-

wise be discriminated against by reason of his election and service

in any local or state legislative position, including membership in

the New Hampshire General Court, provided, nevertheless, nothing
in this Article shall be construed as attempting to permit a citizen of

this Town to hold two or more positions which are incompatible

under the State Constitution, upon petition of Hormidas Rodier
and others.

30. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate a

sum not exceeding $400.00 (less than 1/1 00th of one percent of the

Town's assessed valuation) to the Merrimack Valley Region Associ-

ation as the Town's proportionate share in publicizing and promot-
ing all interests in this Region, or act in relation thereto.
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31. To transact any other business that legally may come
before this meeting.

Smoking and debris burning caused more than 50 percent of

the forest fires occuring in the state of New Hampshire in 1955-235

fires out of a total of 463 originated from these two sources. Lighted
smoking material and matches thrown from moving vehicles along

the highway or dropped by fishermen, hunters, hikers, berry and
flower pickers accounted for 26 percent; debris burning in the

wrong place or the wrong time by those who failed to heed all

pleas for safety or refused to recognize the logical, sensible rules

and regulations set up under legislative authority governing the use

of fire in or near woodlands accounted for more than 24 percent.

This is inexcusable.

Everything possible is being done officially to remedy the sit-

uation. Since 1909 there has been a statute on our law books which
requires everyone to secure written permission from the local forest

fire warden before starting a fire in or near woodlands or where fire

can be communicated to woodlands, unless the ground is covered

with snow. A never ending program of educational work is being

carried on by your local warden and state officials to inform the

general public both of the value and necessity of securing the re-

quired permit for such burning. Much progress has been made, but

there are still many who fail or refuse to cooperate. The value of our
permit system was definitely proven in this district during the 1955

calendar year. Local wardens issued 1734 permits for debris burning

fires. That's a lot of permits. The records show only 8 permit fires

got out of control. This proves several things—while wardens were
liberal in the issuance of fire permits, accommodating every applicant

so far as possible, they were cautious, following closely directives

outlining overall policy governing the issuance of burning permits

and thoroughly instructing permit users. The latter, too, fully ap-

preciating their responsibility in using their permits, governed them-
selves accordingly. Result? Much burning done legally and safely.

But what of the smokers? Despite all the efforts of those of-

ficially charged with the responsibility of preventing fires, too many
were careless or thoughtless in disposing of smoking material and
matches. Why? It is difficult to say. Autos are now equipped with

ash trays. Why not use them. The crushing out of a cigar, cigarette

and the complete extinguishment of matches before being dis-

carded is an easy chore.
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If the costly habits of the careless and indifferent smoker and
debris burner could be overcome, more than half of our annual fires

would be eliminated. WILL YOU DO YOUR share to bring this

about?

REMEMBER
1. Get a written permit from your local warden before starting

your debris burning or camp fire. The law requires it.

2. Make certain they are dead out before leaving them.
3. Become a safe smoker by extinguishing smoking material and

matches before discarding them.

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1955 REPORT OF RECREATION COMMISSION
Under the direction of the Town Recreation Commission and two

paid playground instructors, recreational activities and supervision

were provided Monday through Saturday mornings, from June 27

through August 20.

There were some changes in activities this year because of the

extremely hot summer and the opening of the swimming pool. As
the majority of the children took advantage of the facilities at the

swimming pool when playground ballgames or craft classes were not

being held, the instructors alternated in spending the afternoons at

the swimming pool supervising the children. After the commission
had received several requests, it was decided that supervision was as

much needed there as on the playground. The schedule worked out

satisfactorily for all concerned.

The Little League was as popular this year as in previous years,

with practice being held in the forenoons at the playground under
the instruction of the boys' playground instructor. The team played

several games out of town, and at the playground with visiting teams.

A Pony League was started and it is hoped that next year this

team will be as active as the Little League has been during the past

years.

Highlights of the season were an all-day picnic at Silver Lake
State Park, a playground Field Day, Father and Son ballgame, and
the awarding of trophies at the end of the season.

The craft program was held at the Youth Center, three after-

noons each week for eight weeks under the supervision of two paid

instructors. A varied assortment of articles which the girls and boys

had made were exhibited at the end of the season. This program
seems to become more popular with the children each year.

Other youth groups have used the Youth Center for meetings

and recreation and it is hoped that more groups will avail them-
selves of the facilities that are provided for them there.

With the exception of salaries, most of our appropriation was
used for the purchase of material and the installation of a backstop,

which was much needed at the playground.

We again had the problem of trying to flood the playground for

skating, but we believe that this will be unsuccessful until some place

is hot-topped for a foundation, then it will be possible to provide a
good skating surface for both children and adults.

We are planning to prepare a site for a playground at Hudson
Center, during the coming year.

The members of the Commission wish to express their apprecia-

tion to the parents and interested citizens of the town for any assis-

tance which was rendered to the children and the commission.
