Naturally, we TC people
won’t + cannot go until everyone else is out.
So we will depart on 27 Oct per present
plans. Itis an orderly withdrawal with
all going according to schedule. No hysterics and
no mad “bug out” which characterized the
8 Oct 53 departure “panic”.

on 14 Oct won’t be placed in the APO until
