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REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS 

I herewith submit my third annual report as superinten- 

dent of your schools. 

Marlow is now satisfactorily safeguarding the health of 

its children. The chemical toilets, voted at the school meeting 

of last year, are now installed and are proving a complete 

success. The danger of illness and contagion is lessened by 

means of this modern equipment. The Grammar school room 

has been thoroughly cleaned and painted. The lighter color of 

the finish makes the room a pleasanter one in which to work. 

The school nurse is again on duty this year. The cordiality with 

which she has been received by the parents of the children 

proves that her work is commended by those who are in a 

position to know most about the results of her work. 

Frequent changes of teachers destroy the continuity and 

regular progress of any school. The fact that both teachers are 

now with us for the second year, is a source of gratification 

to all interested in the work of the children. Few, indeed, have - 

been the difficulties arising this year. 

With the exception of tardinesses, which have been too 

frequent the past year, your schools have made great progress 

in presenting a full quota of work to the pupils. Comparing 

the statistical reports of the past two years shows that little 

time has been lost. During the year 1925-1926 the school year 

consisted of 346 half days. This means practically one and 

one-half weeks lost. In 1926-1927 the full 360 half days paid for 

were utilized. This, of itself, means better results. The fact that 

the children really used these extra days, even more fully than 

before, is shown by the increase in attendance from 88.5% to 

92.78. In view of the fact that your total enrollment increased 

from 69 to 81, this record speaks well for the children and 
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their parents. 

Tardiness remains the only unsatisfactory element. The 

habit of being late is a dangerous one. When once established 

it practically destroys the chances of success for the boy or 

girl. Let us, for the protection of our own children, see that 

they are on time at school. 

The fundamental subjects of education, Reading and 

Arithmetic are being emphasized. Other subjects are fine and 

are necessary to a certain extent but the boy or girl who can 

not effectively read the newspaper and magazine, who is not 

acquainted with the good books and their characters; the boy 

or girl who is not able to protect himself in the dealings of 

the business.world, is not educated. Our purpose is to train 

thoroughly in these two subjects. 

Once again I wish to express my appreciation of the co- 

operation and helpfulness of your efficient school board.

REPORT OF SCHOOL BOARD 

In submitting our report we again remind ourselves and 

interested citizens of the district that this reports only what 

took place before July 1, 1927. Therefore the important im- 

provement, the installing of two chemical toilets, concerning 

which we are all interested, waits to be reported next year. 

Some of our expenses, we doubt not, seem extravagent to 

you. This may be true of the school nurse. The absence of a 

resident physician, the distance to any, and the rush of business 

of those within our reach caused us to try the nurse, which 

has some marked advantages over the physician. And you will 

notice by examination of the financial report that the state 
made us a special appropriation which nearly met the addi- 

tional cost. 

Some of the painting and redecorating of walls which 

were planned and provided for this year are still incomplete. 

The janitor service, which had been furnished, being un- 

satisfactory to all concerned, was replaced by capable hands 

and, like most improvements, cost more. 

The upper grades rooms was unfortunate in its first teach- 

er, who remained only a few weeks, when the services of Mrs. 

Maude F.. Wheeler were secured and proved very satisfactory. 

We were pleased to be able to continue her work for the pres- 

ent year. Miss Lillian M. Field has been both agreeable and 

efficient in the lower grades room, and we were equally fortu- 

nate in retaining her for a second year. 

Again we urge parents to visit the schools, see what is the 

aim of the work, and thus be able to co-operate with the teach- 

ers. Perhaps the parents might also aid in reducing the num- 

ber of tardinesses. 
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The work of the superintendent is most important—link- 

ing our district interests with those of the state, suggesting 

to the school board needed improvements and up to date 

supplies, and giving to teachers helpful suggestions as to 

teaching and discipline.
