The meeting voted to extend the Town Sewer System as set 
forth in Article 10 of the Warrant. 

The Selectmen were authorized to:

2. Lease an area behind Fournier’s Service Station for a park- 
ing lot. 

8. Purchaséland atG@arryebeach, and 

4. Negotiate with the Horn’s relative to creating a municipal 
airport. 

The article on parking meters was defeated. 

The Zoning Board was instructed to re-examine the present 
Zoning Ordinance with a view toward its clarification and revision. 

The recommendations of the Budget Committee were approved 
and adopted, and the sum of $318,753.23 to be raised by taxes was 
raised and appropriated.

STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE 

To the inhabitants of the Town of Wolfeboro qualified to 
vote in Town Affairs: 

You are hereby notified to meet at Brewster Memorial Hall 
in said Town on the second Tuesday of March next, from ten A. 
M. until 8 P. M. for the casting of ballots, and at seven P. M. 
to act on the following articles: 

ARTICLE 1. To choose a Town Clerk, two Auditors, Treas- 
urer, Collector of Taxes, and Town Constable for the ensuing 
vear, one Selectman for three years, one Trustee of Trust Funds 
for three years, one Library Trustee for three years, one Water 
& Sewer Commissioner for three years, three members of the 
Budget Committee for three years, and two Parks & Playgrounds 
Commissioners, one for three years and one for one year. 

ARTICLE 2. To choose all other Town Officers and Agents. 

ARTICLE 3. To seeif the Town will authorize the Selectmen 
to sell any property taken by tax title or otherwise. 

ARTICLE 4. To see if the Town will vote to instruct the 
Selectmen to authorize the Tax Collector to allow a discount on 
real estate taxes if paid before December Ist, at a rate of discount 
not to exceed the rate at which the Town can borrow money on 
short term notes. 

ARTICLE 5. To see if the Town will authorize the Selectmen 
to hire a sum of money necessary to pay expenses in anticipation 
of taxes. 

ARTICLE 6. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the 
Tax Collector to appoint a Deputy under the provisions of Section 
42, Chapter 80 of the Revised Laws of 1942 as amended by 
Chapter 7 of the laws of 1945. 

ARTICLE 7. To see if the Town will approve and adopt the 
recommendation of the Budget Committee and raise and appro- 
priate the various sums contained in the report and listed in 
the Budget. 

ARTICLE 8. To determine if the Town will vote to appro- 
priate $36,200.00 which, together with federal and state funds, 
will be used to purchase land and establish and construct a 
Municipal Airport at the present site of the Lakes Region Airport 
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on Wolfeboro Neck, to include a runway area measuring 2500 
feet by 300 feet, an adjoining motor vehicle parking area and 
building site measuring 800 by 300 feet, clear zone air easements 
measuring 1000 feet by 300 feet on each end of the runway, and 
land for an access road. 

This proposal will qualify the Town to obtain funds in the 
amount of $59,900.00 from the Federal Government and $238,700.00 
from the New Hampshire State Government to complete the 
project. The aforementioned $36,200.00 to be raised by the 
Town is to be raised by bond issue. As can be seen from the 
foregoing, the total cost of this project will be approximately 
$119,800.00. It is probable that this total cost will be reduced by 
10% to 20% thereof because of contemplated changes in con- 
struction plans arrived at since the figure of $119,800.00 was 
determined. 

The proposed Municipal Airport would be a Class 1 strip. 

ARTICLE 9. To see if the Town will authorize the Town 
Treasurer to pay the Town of Wolfeboro $3000.00 from the 
“Cate Park Fund” as reimbursement for the purchase price of 
Cate Park. The balance to be turned over to the Trustees of 
Trust Funds of this Town of Wolfeboro, the income to be used to 
assist in maintaining said Park. 

ARTICLE 10. To see if the Town will raise and appropriate 
the sum of Six-hundred (600.00) Dollars for the purpose of 
improving and maintaining Clark Park. 

ARTICLE 11. To see if the Town will vote to raise the 
yearly salary of the Call Firemen from $60.00 per year to $75.00 
per year and to appropriate the sum of $555.00 in addition to 
the present appropriation for this purpose. 

ARTICLE 12. To see if the Town will vote to raise and 
appropriate the funds necessary to purchase and publish the 
manuscript Alta Bailey Meader has prepared which revises the 
History of the Town of Wolfeboro, written by Benjamin F. Parker 
and published by the Town in 1901. 

ARTICLE 13. Whereas, in her will, Martha A. Goodwin 
left $35,202.37 to the Town of Wolfeboro, New Hampshire, and 
said legacy hereinafter to be referred to as the Goodwin Fund; and 

Whereas, the said $35,202.37 was delivered to the Selectmen 
of the Town of Wolfeboro on March 21, 1956; and 

Whereas, the disposition of the said $35,202.37 plus accomu- 
lated interest must be passed upon by this Town Meeting, 

The following articles are proposed: 

(a) To determine if the Town wishes to appropriate this 
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Fund to a Capital Reserve Fund of the Town which, as an ac- 
counting classification, would be considered cash surplus of the 
Town. 

b) To determine if the Town wishes to authorize the Select- 
men to expend $10,000.00 from the Goodwin Fund to construct 
a building to house the motor vehicles and equipment of the 
Highway Department (the expenditure of $10,000.00 for this 
purpose has already been approved by the Budget Committee and 
is in the current Budget. The approval of this article would 
only mean that if the budget is approved, the $10,000.00 would 
come from the aforementioned Goodwin Fund rather than bor- 
rowing said sum). 

c) To determine if the Town wishes to deliver the Goodwin 
Fund to the Trustee of Trust Funds and establish a special pur- 
pose for the (the balance of the Goodwin Fund if paragraph “b” 
above is approved, or entire Fund if “b’’ not approved) principal 
of this Goodwin Fund, or for the income of this Fund or for both 
principal and income. 

d) To determine if the Town wishes to keep the entire 
amount of or the balance of the Goodwin Fund, as the case may 
be in the Capital Reserve Fund to accumulate under the super- 
vision of the Selectmen, and both principal and income to be 
drawn down by the future action of the Town, operating through 
the Municipal Budget Law, for whatever purposes the Town 
may desire. 

ARTICLE 14. To see if the Town will vote to raise and 
appropriate the sum of $1,500.00 to administer the Trust of 
the Libby Museum. 

ARTICLE 15. To transact any other business that may 
legally come before this meeting.

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SELECTMEN’S PROGRESS REPORT 
TAXES: 

The inventory was taken on all taxable property, which resulted 
in an increased valuation of $158,067.00, with assets of $7,538,687.00, 
and this further reduced the tax rate in the Precinct from $3.90 to 
$3.76 per hundred, and Outside from $3.50 to $3.44 per hundred. 
This rate was obtained in spite of the fact that our budget was in- 
creased from $309,258.52 to $335,202.87, or an increase of $25,944.35. 

PURCHASING AND EXPENDITURE: 
Again through careful expenditure and competitive bidding, we 

were able to save the town some $3,700.00. 

HEALTH: 
We feel that progress was made on this important item. 

Our two dumps were properly maintained and backfilled. 

Certain private dumps were eliminated. 

A drainage situation was greatly improved. 

Our town beaches were properly policed, containers for refuse 
furnished, and the contents regularly disposed of. 

Also our beaches and waterfront areas were raked and freed of 
bottles, tin cans, etc. 

We had splendid cooperation from the truckers who haul gar- 
bage and rubbish, to aid us in this problem. 

Certain septic tanks which were causing trouble were imme- 
diately taken care of. 

Pollution of our lakes and streams was again studied, and cer- 
tain measures were put into effect to correct this condition. 

Certain steps were taken with relation to the housing of domes- 
tic animals, when necessary. 

We are indeed grateful that we had no epidemic of any kind in 
the past year. 

We strongly feel there is nothing more important than the 
health and welfare of our citizens, and we will continue to give these 
items top priority. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT: 
Again we feel that our police department did a good job. We 

did enforce our laws on both land and water, and again we are proud 
of the fact that we did not have one fatality, due to a motor vehicle 
or boating accident. Surely a remarkable record in this day of more 
speed and horsepower. 

Certain steps were taken to aid the thinking of some of our 
younger generation, so that they can grow up to fine citizens. 

Our police department handled our downtown traffic and park- 
ing problem, in the busy summer days, with a minimum of difficulty. 
In fact, not only did we not have one court case, resulting from the 
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enforcement of the law, but our department was written up and 
commended for its courtesy in the latest edition of the magazine 
“New England Journeys”. 

SEVERAL ITEMS: 
According to the Town Warrant and the wishes of the voters, 

the following items were taken care of: 

1. A new highway agent was appointed by the selectmen, and 
many steps have been taken to improve our services, at a 
reduced cost. 

2. The Libby Museum was turned over to the Selectmen as 
Trustees, and it was opened to the Public. A further report 
on this project appears elsewhere. 

3. A study was made of our airport facilities in relation to its 
improvement and, while $500.00 was appropriated for this 
study, only $190.00 was spent. 

4. A lease was entered into with the Socony Mobil Oil Com- 
pany, Inc., for a parking lot, at no expense to the town, ex- 
cept for fill. 
We are grateful to this fine company for the use of this land 
at no charge. 

5. The much discussed Carry Beach was finally straightened 
out, where the town now has clear title to the beach itself, 

and adequate parking facilities. 
While the town authorized the selectmen to spend up to 
$25,000.00, this transaction was completed for $11,400.00. 

Your selectmen again attended the state-sponsored school on 
planning, development, highway, and taxation, and they also re- 
ceived valuable instruction from the State Tax Commission, by their 
coming to our town. 

We have many problems from day to day, from many people in 
all walks of life, and we should, as that is what we are selectmen for. 
We have endeavored to make just decisions on the basis of what is 
the right thing to do. 

We welcome constructive criticism and suggestions from our 
citizens, and stand ready to serve them at any and all times, to the 
best of our ability. 

May we thank all our associates in other branches of our town 
government, the tax collector, the town clerk, the precinct commis- 
sioners, the fire department, the school department, the electric light 
department, the water and sewer departments, and all others, for 
their cooperation and understanding, as well as the state officials 
which we contact. And last but not least, we thank our residents, 
both summer and winter, for their cooperation and support.

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BUDGET COMMITTER’S REPORT 

After a careful study of the Budget of the Town Depart- 
ments, it is inevitable that the tax rate will be higher this year 
than last, probably around $4.00 per thousand. 

The fact that the beginning of 1956 we had a balance of 
$10,000 and this year have a deficit of $8701.88, partly due to 
the unexpected high cost of highway maintenance, caused part 
of the increase. Payments on notes issued for financing the 
purchase of the Power Grader and ‘Carry Beach” are beginning 
this year. The sewer notes, $4000. of Principal to be paid by the 
town for the next three years after which the Water and Sewer 
Department will take care of this payment and reimburse the 
town, also add to the increased rate. 

Other items which are increased this year are mentioned 
elsewhere in this report. 

Three important articles should have particular attention 
by the voters this year. 

1. The generous bequest of Martha Goodwin of over $35,000. 
for the benefit of the Town of Wolfeboro requires careful con- 
sideration by the voters. This fund should be employed to the 
best advantage in order that the town may receive lasting benefits, 
its use should also serve as a fitting memorial to the Donor. 

2. The Budget committee recommends that the ‘‘Cate Park 
Fund” now amounting to $7514.89 be utilized to reimburse the 
town for the purchase of the Lake front Park. Although this 
park has been known as “Cate Park” no official action has been 
taken. Now seems a suitable time to have this Park accepted 
and proper steps taken to perpetuate this beauty spot as ‘‘Cate 
Park” and so identify it. 

3. The article relative to the development of the Airport 
at Wolfeboro Neck with the aid of Federal and State funds should 
be carefully considered. Many factors, such as purchase of 
land from present owners, maintenance, participation with State 
and Federal department, the future value to Wolfeboro all should 
be considered. Any alternatives should also be studied in order 
that any action will result in the greatest benefit to the town 
as a whole. 

After two Public Hearings and many meetings with town 
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officials the following Budgets are submitted to the voters for

TOWN ROADS 

The weather governs to a considerable extent the budget of the 
highway department. During 1956, the estimates proved to be in- 
adequate to meet conditions imposed by the storms. Accordingly, 
the Budget Committee (on December 12,1956), and. the? State ax 
Commission approved an additional appropriation of $8,500.00 to 
meet payroll and other deficits for maintenance. 

The Budget Committee recommends for the current year appro- 
priations as indicated for repair and construction of the following 
roads: Clark Road, $950.00; Estabrook Road, $600.00; Waumbeck 
Road, $600.00; Keewaydin Road, $300.00; repairing damage result- 
ing from sewer construction on Clark Road, $600.00; Green Street, 
$750.00. The total here recommended is $4,000.00. 

All discussion emphasized with complete agreement the desir- 
ability of deeper road foundations to provide better surfaces and to 
lessen recurring maintenance expense. 

The new road grader purchased by the town is highly effective 
and efficient both in summer repairs and construction, and in winter 
plowing. 
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SCHOOLS 

The standards for the teaching staff and facilities both at Car- 
penter School and Brewster Academy continue to be substantially 
above the State coverage. Citizens of our community can be justly 
proud of the educational opportunities that are available for their 
sons and daughters. 

Again, at a public hearing on the 1956-1957 school budget and 
at meetings of the town budget committee, all present definitely 
confirmed their desire to move in the direction of higher standards. 
They approved the recommendations of School Board. 

The salaries of teachers are being adjusted again on a merit 
basis in accordance with “Schedule B” adopted last year. The re- 
sulting increases raise the budget by $5,750.00. This schedule places 
Wolfeboro in a more favorable position in attracting teachers with 
the desired training experience and other essential qualifications. 

The recommended budget item for fuel is higher by $500.00 and 
for books and other instructional aids is higher by $800.00. 

The officials of Carpenter School and Brewster Academy, the 
School Board, and the Town Budget Committee have all studied in 
detail the estimated income and operational needs, and recommend 
a total net appropriation of $165,576.95. 

The Town Budget Committee desires to express its apprecia- 
tion of complete cooperation by all concerned at Carpenter School 
and Brewster Academy in supplying information pertaining to in- 
come, expenditures and the proposed budget. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT 

Since the Town and Precinct jointly support the Fire Depart- 
ment, the combined budgetary requests should be taken into ac- 
count to determine prior needs. 

Several items in the proposed (combined) budget are lower 
than in 1956. There are two major increases: 

(1) $555.00 (Town Budget) for raise of $15.00 for each of 35 
call firemen and two assistant chiefs. This item is being 
referred without specific recommendation, to the voters. 
See “Column D” of Town Budget. 

(2) $18,000.00 (Precinct Budget) for a new pumper truck to be 
paid by long-term notes and thus not affecting the tax rate 
until 1958. This item likewise is being referred to the 
voters “without recommendation”. The Budget Commit- 
tee’s reason for doing this is that they believed (with one 
dissenting vote favorable to immediate approval) that a 
committee of five might advantageously be appointed by 
the Moderator of the Precinct Meeting, to study further 
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whether or not a new truck should be purchased at this 
time, and if so, to report at an adjourned Precinct Meet- 
ing, the type and cost of the truck recommended. 

POLICE DEPARTMENT 

The present system of operation of the Police Department 
seems to provide excellent traffic and parking supervision during 
the vacation period. With the special officers for the summer 
months and for relief work throughout the year, Wolfeboro is re- 
celving exceptionally fine police protection. 

The new Ranch Wagon type cruiser is giving excellent service 
and is the ideal vehicle for police work. 

Although the standards of service are to be maintained as in the 
past, the budget is nearly the same as for last year. 

WHARVES 

We can be justly proud of our Town water front and wharves 
which add greatly to the beauty of the town as well as provide ex- 
cellent facilities for our summer guests who come to town by boat. 

The great increase in the number of boats using Mast Landing, 
has made it imperative that a new dock be built and major repairs 
made on the one now in use. 

We have a fine group of people around Lake Wentworth and 
good docking facilities will be greatly appreciated by them. A sum 
of $1,500.00 has been recommended for new construction and im- 
provement. 

TOWN DEBT 

The purchase of Carry Beach, the police cruiser and the power 
grader increased the town debt $27,940.00 in 1956 which will be re- 
flected in an increase of $3,244.00 in the payment on principal and 
$855.25 in interest for 1957. The principal payment on the new 
sewer extension amounting to $4,000.00 is included in the town 
budget, the interest being paid by the Water and Sewer Department. 
In 1960 it 1s expected that the Water and Sewer Department will 
assume the principal payments as well as the interest on these notes 
and also reimburse the town for the payments made. 

After 1960 if no further borrowing is made, the annual principal 
payments from tax funds will amount to $2,744.00 per year, the 
amount necessary to pay the notes issued for the purchase of the 
power grader and Carry Beach. 

As usual the Budget Committee thanks Mr. Noyes Moore, 
Clerk of the Board of Selectmen, the Selectmen and the Commis- 
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sioners of the town, for their fine cooperation in helping present a 
realistic Budget to the voters of the town.

TAX COLLECTOR’S REPORT 

Many persons are still confused as to the location of the Tax 
Collector’s office, which is on Union Street in the rear of the Brew- 

ster Memorial Hall. 

The Tax Collector was able to clear the books of all the 1955 
taxes, though the Head and Poll taxes came hard, requiring much 
travelling and personal effort. 

It cannot be emphasized too strongly that Poll and Head taxes 
are Demand Taxes, and are due when the bill is presented, and 
should a person, who is liable, not receive a bill, it is that person’s 
responsibility to ascertain why they did not. 

Persons signing an application for a driving license, registra- 
tion of a car, or fishing or hunting license, should read carefully the 
affidavit before signing. 

If there is any question as regards a tax bill the matter should 
be inquired into promptly, to avoid extra charges for delayed pay- 
ment after December 1st of the tax year. 

Persons involved in the transfer of property should notify the 
Board of Selectmen of such a transfer, with name and address of 
the new owners. In 1956 there were again more than 100 tax bills 
delayed in mailing because of lack of accurate addresses. 

The Tax Collector maintains office hours three days a week, 
from 9 A. M. to 1 P. M. at the Town Offices, and is available at 
home. Part time Tax Collectors are only required by statute to be 
at the Town Office one day a month. The Tax Collector of Wolfe- 
boro is classified as a part time officer, and is so compensated.

REPORT OF HEALTH OFFICER 

February 7, 1957 

The health situation in Wolfeboro has been excellent. There 
have been no epidemics of contageous diseases of any severity. 
Preventive innoculations against diptheria, whooping cough, and 
tetanus have been accomplished in the offices of the doctors, 
supplemented by clinics held under the auspices of the Wolfe- 
boro Nursing Association. 

The school health examinations have been performed at 
both Carpenter School and Brewster Academy by Dr. Gregory. 
Urine and blood tests were included in the survey. A Dental 
Health survey and quarterly Orthopedic Clinics were also held 
under the guidance of the Nursing Association. 

All school children have been given two preventive vaccina- 
tions with Salk polio vaccine and many have received the third, 
and very necessary, injection at the office of their family physi- 
cian. It is strongly urged that everyone between the ages 
of 6 months and fifty years contact their doctors and be immun- 
ized before the polio season begins this summer. Remember 
that several of the victims of the 1955 epidemic are still under 
treatment constantly.

WORK COMPLETED 

Besides the regular maintenance of roads and oiling, we have 
put a minimum of 12 inches of gravel, and installed new culverts 
on Waumbeck Road and Clow Road. A minimum of 12 inches of 
gravel and one coat of T5 was put on Goodrich Road, and one coat 
of T5 on Clow Road. The shoulders were cut back, and all culverts 
were cleaned out on Pine Street, Friend’ Street, Pleasant Valley 
Road, and the New Durham Road, from Hamel’s store to Zaida 
Corson’s. The banks were cut back, new culverts installed, and the 
road was widened and shaped, from Pickard’s to the Wolfeboro- 
Tuftonboro line, in Wolfeboro Highlands. Also, extensive blowing 
of rocks and ledges was done in Wolfeboro Highlands, on the Wil- 
liam Clark and Trotting Track roads. All underground drainage 
was cleaned from Brickyard Hill to the Wolfeboro Laundry, and 
on Factory, School and Glendon Streets. The drainage from Var- 
ney’s Filling Station was dredged to the railroad tracks. A new 
bridge was built on Bay Street, and underground drainage and 
catch basins were installed on Crescent Lake Avenue. 
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FUTURE PLANS 

It is the opinion of the road agent that Estabrook, Keewaydin, 
and Clark Roads, from Frank Redding's’s to the end, should have a 
minimum of 12 inches of gravel, a coat of T5, and a sealing coat. 
Where the sewer was installed on Clark, Goodrich and East Clark 
Roads, there should be 3 inches of Place mix. Green Street should 
be resurfaced, and Waumbeck Road completed to Richard Palmer’s, 
with one coat of T5, and a sealing coat. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

As the town has one 1954 Chevrolet, and one 1954 Ford truck, 
the road agent believes we should buy one new truck this year; 
also that we should have a new Highway building.

SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT — SEWER DEPARTMENT 

In the Sewer Department much new work was accomplished 
during the past year. 

On the northeast side of South Main Street, beginning at Cres- 
cent Lake Avenue, 1,854 feet of 8-inch Akron sewer pipe was in- 

stalled, this line goes as far as Bailey’s Restaurant, including the 
24-unit Motel. We are in hopes of continuing this line as far as the 
Hotel General Wolfe during the coming year. 

On the southeast side of South Main Street, starting at Green 
Street, the sewer line was extended to Clark Road taking in all of 
Goodrich Road and so-called Meader Road and as far south as 
residence of William Herbert, a total of 3,150 feet of 8-inch Akron 
pipe. Weare planning to extend this line to the residence of Bernard 
Pineo this coming year. 

Starting at the Mill Street Pumping Station, a new sewer line 
was installed along Mill Street and to the residence of Peter 
Greenier on Bay Street and across the Back Bay to residence of 
Carl Young on Elm Street, Wolfeboro Falls, and continuing to the 
junction of Elm and Center Streets. 

The next new sewer line started at Wolfeboro Falls Post- 
Office along Center Street as far as High Street; these last two 
lines were approximately 7,000 feet in length and consisted of 8-inch 
transit pipe. 

During the past year, 49 new connections were made to the new 
sewer lines and some 40 more new connections will be made the 
coming year. 

As usual, visitors are always welcome to inspect our Pumping 
Stations and Treatment Plant. 

Once more I would like to thank the citizens of Wolfeboro for 
their fine cooperation as well as the Water and Sewer Department 
Commissioners and the Selectmen for their untiring efforts in mak- 
ing all this new work possible.

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WHITE PINE BLISTER RUST CONTROL 

November 14, 1956. 

Board of Selectmen, 

Wolfeboro, New Hampshire. 

Gentlemen: 

Last March, at its annual meeting, your town appropriated 
funds for continuing control of the White Pine Blister Rust in co- 
operation with the Forestry and Recreation Commission. Final re- 
turns to the Forestry Division indicated that 70 towns and cities did 
likewise. 

Conforming to our yearly custom there has been prepared, and 
is attached herewith, a statement briefly summarizing expenditures 
of town, state and federal funds. The town contribution is used to 
employ labor, whose duties are the destruction of wild Ribes—(cur- 
rant and gooseberry bushes)—whether by hand-pulling or with 
the aid of chemicals. State and federal monies are spent in mapping 
pine areas prior to control measures; in scouting to determine the 
location of Ribes; purchase of chemicals and spraying equipment 
and transportation. These expenditures appear under the heading 
of “Cooperative Aid’. In view of the fact that details of control 
work vary from town to town, it 1s not possible to report all in a brief 
statement. However, the District Leader in charge of the project in 
your town will be pleased to supply these details upon request, as 
well as to submit a map indicating those sections where this work 
was performed. His name and address appear below. 

Success in state-wide control of the Rust is evident today. 
Travel along highways or through woodlands do not disclose the 
large and frequent areas of infected pines as was the situation in 
the early days of this project. The destruction of millions of wild 
Ribes is definitely reducing, very materially, the spread of this 
disease. 

Since soil disturbances brought about by logging, fire or blow- 
downs may result in a regrowth of Ribes within or adjacent to the 
younger stands of pine, periodic examinations of these disturbed 
areas is necessary to maintain the control already established. The 
fact that in such inspections, over large acreages, but few Ribes are 
found, is a most encouraging condition from two angles. First, that 
protection to growing crops of white pine is assured, and secondly, 
that the cost of control is becoming less to towns as well as their 
cooperating agencies. 

Our goal, toward which we are working, is that time when the 
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entire state control area will be on a maintenance basis requiring 
only minimum funds to sustain this condition.

BATHING BEACH 

Brewster Beach was officially opened on July 4th. In spite of 
cold weather conditions, the 1956 season was an excellent one. The 
teaching program and safety conditions far excelled those of the 
previous years. This was largely due to the presence of a second, 
instructor-lifeguard, and to the improved physical conditions of the 
beach. The Wolfeboro Red Cross donated a complete marker sys- 
tem which enclosed the swimming area. This, together with a Tor- 
pedo buoy, ring buoy and the replacement of the small raft by a 
water slide, were added safety factors. Work is done every year on 
the Beach itself, to improve, widen and clean it. This year the sani- 
tary conditions were greatly improved, as the toilets were emptied 
daily, as were the trash containers. 

The teaching program reached a new high this season with 
140 children and several adults enrolled. The new class for adults 
was received with enthusiasm. Another innovation was a mid-sea- 
son graduation, which enabled those children who were here for the 
month of July to receive their awards. In addition, pupils who were 
advanced in comparison to their classmates, were able to complete 
their tests and move into the next group. The demand for lessons 
has steadily increased, and this will necessitate the scheduling of 
more classes, and the employment of a Junior Life Saver to free one 
instructor for two classes in the afternoon. Because of the increased 
program a second rowboat is a necessity. A gift of one in Septem- 
ber has taken care of that need. 

At the meet at Clow Beach, August 18th, the Brewster Beach 
group won the Samuel Avery trophy for the fifth consecutive time. 
The cup is on display at the Public Library. 

Miss Thelma Chamberlain and Mr. Vincent Perito, the two in- 
structor-lifeguards, are commended on the splendid work they did 
atethereaci: 

CATE PARK 

Cate Park looked lovely all season and the new lights were an 
important addition. The Park was enjoyed by both residents and 
summer guests and we were told many times how wise Wolfeboro 
was 1n making the waterfront beautiful, as many towns on the Lake 
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had failed to show that foresight. We ran over this appropriation 
because of the great need of having the Park lighted and having 
containers for the trash cans. 4 

~ We do appreciate and thank the Highway Department for their 
cooperation in keeping the trash cans ‘emptied and the Municipal 
Electric Light Department for the contribution of money and labor 
toward the installation of lights in the Park. 

SKATING RINK 
The skating rink was in constant use, but still presents prob- 

lems which the Commission is endeavoring to overcome. 

SKI SLOPE 
An early winter and abundant snow has renewed interest in the 

ski slope. A new tow rope has been ordered#:‘Because of lack of 
snow and interest in the slope for many years, the Commission has 
had money appropriated to keep only the brush cut. The hut has 
been badly damaged by vandals and through the interest of Mr. 
Paul W. Whalen, the Brewster ski team, and’ others, time and 
money has been spent repairing the tow and making the hut useable. 
Thus, once again the slope is being enjoyed by many, because of 
the renewed interest in skiing, locally.

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REPORT OF THE NURSING COMMITTEE OF THE 

PUBLIC HEALTH NURSING ASSOCIATION OF 

WOLFEBORO AND VICINITY, INCLUSIVE 

The children of Carpenter School, Tuftonboro School, and 
Brewster Academy benefit from a health program which is far 
above the national average for public schools. During the fall 
months Dr. Harold Gregory, the school physician, examines all of 
the children in grades 1, 3, 5, 7, 9, and 11. All children are weighed 
and measured, and are tested for vision and hearing. They are all 
taken by school bus to Huggins Hospital for hemoglobin tests. This 
visit also acquaints the children with the hospital, which should 
prove to be helpful in the event of future admissions. During the 
current winter, for the first time, a urinalysis test for diabetes was 
done for children of all school grades. 

An outstandingly successful dental clinic was held at Carpenter 
School with Doctors Broderick, Dunham, and Kipp working with 
Dr. Livingston of the State Health Department. Specific written 
recommendations are sent home to parents as a result of these 
examinations. 

In addition to the preceding services, children needing special 
care are referred to specialists, and are given financial help when 
necessary. 

In all, four Salk Vaccine clinics have been held in Wolfeboro 
and a total of 715 school children and 200 pre-schoolers of Wolfe- 
boro and Tuftonboro have received two injections each. To com- 
plete this Salk Vaccine program successfully children should be 
taken to their family physicians for a third injection. 

Four Orthopedic Clinics are held each year at Huggins Hospital 
and many school children have been referred for care and treatment 
as a result of the school examination. 

During February, March and April there will be three Well- 
Child Clinics. 

The Nursing Committee 1s grateful to the Red Cross, The 
Camp Fund and the druggists and merchants of Wolfeboro, for 
their donations of much needed equipment and supplies. 

In addition to her work for the school health program, Nurse 
Nancy Bean has made 419 home nursing calls. Home nursing con- 
tinues to be an important part of the Public Health program. Many 
volunteers have given generously of their time to help maintain and 
extend the vital service of the Public Health Nursing Association 
for the benefit of the children and adults in our community.

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REPORT ON THE PROPOSED WOLFEBORO 

MUNICIPAL AIRPORT 

As directed by the 1956 Town Meeting, we have had a survey 
of the Airport on Wolfeboro Neck, to determine the cost of building 
an airstrip that would qualify for State and Federal aid for purchase 
and construction. ; 

Application for such aid has been made. This was necessary to 
have funds allocated for this year in the State and Federal budget. 
This does not bind the town in any way. It simply allocates funds 
for this purpose, subject to the approval of the 1957 Town Meeting. 

Mr. L. K. Perley, civil engineer, of Laconia, made the survey. 
He consulted with Russell Hilliard, Director, N. H. Aeronautics 

Commission, a Mr. Tague, Civil Aeronautics Administration, Mer- 
win Horne, Lakes Region Flying Service, and others. 

To qualify for Federal aid, the airstrip must be 2500 feet x 300 
feet with clear approaches 1000 feet x 300 feet at each end. There 
must be a paved center strip 2500 feet x 100 feet; and adjacent area 
for parking cars and planes. There must be an access road. 

Mr. Perley presented his figures on this basis. Federal funds 
will pay 50% of purchase, land damage, and easements, if the town 
has a clear title, also 50% of construction costs. State funds will 
pay 25% of construction costs. Mr. Perley presented an outside 
figure of $119,800.00. This breaks down to—Federal aid, $59,900.00 ; 
State aid, $23,700.00; town share, $36,200.00. 

Mr. Tague said he thought the requirements could be modified 
in our case by making the paved strip 75 feet wide instead of 100 
feet; changing the crushed stone base to a gravel mixture; and 
using an “in place” asphalt mixture instead of “hot top” surface. 

These changes would require clearance from CAA in Washing- 
ton, so the above figures were allowed in the application to insure 
the allocation of ample funds. These changes, if approved, would 
result in substantial saving. 

CAA does not require snow removal, but does require main- 
tenance, this being largely an asphalt sealer coat once in five years. 
There is a State fund that takes care of mowing the grass.

REPORT OF THE LIBRARIAN 

To the Board of Trustees of the Wolfeboro-Brewster Memorial 
Library: 

Gentlemen: 

The report of the librarian for the year ending January 1, 1957, 
is herewith presented. 

Last year the library was completely redecorated. This year 
four new metal stacks were added, thus providing additional space 
for fiction and periodicals; shelves were built in for expansion of 
the children’s alcove and the adult non-fiction. 

The outstanding event of the summer was a “Meet the Author” 
tea at which time the Lake Wentworth Association presented to 
the library two copies of the history of Lake Wentworth written by 
Dr. Walter Bowman. The trustees and librarians served as 
hostesses. 

The summer reading program was. continued this year with a 
larger number of children participating than in previous years. The 
library presented book lists to parents who registered their children 
for the first grade at Carpenter School. 

Book Week was observed by displaying new adult books in 
Mr. Corkum’s store window and telling stories to the children in the 
lower grades. 

The State Library has continued to be of great service to the 
library by sending a librarian to assist in rearranging the books in 
the children’s alcove; by beginning the practice of sending periodi- 
cally adult books for display purposes, and lending by bookmobile 
and by mail an ever increasing number of books for the use of 
library patrons. 

In an effort to extend library service the Gray Birch Network, 
Station WWNH, and the “Granite State News” have been most 
cooperative in giving publicity to the work of the library. 

Again this year the number of gifts has been exceptionally 
large. For all of these gifts the librarian expresses thanks and 
appreciation. 

The circulation of books and magazines for the year was 30,441 
of these classes: adult fiction, 12,265; non-fiction, 6,442; children’s, 
11,734. Three hundred and thirty new cards were issued. The 
largest day’s circulation was 228, and the smallest 23. One hundred 
and sixty-six reference questions were answered, and one hundred 
and thirty-three books were borrowed from the State Library. 

Six hundred and forty-three books have been added. Of this 
number one hundred and fifty-eight were gifts.

LIBBY MUSEUM TRUSTEES’ REPORT 

By action of the Probate Court, the Libby Museum was placed 
under the direction and responsibility of the Selectmen of Wolfe- 
boro, on May 28, 1956. 

This action was approved by the voters of the town, at the 
Annual Town Meeting of March 13, 1956. 

As no money was available in any town funds for much needed 
repairs to the building and contents, funds were collected among the 
friends of the Museum, both summer and townspeople, to an amount 
sufficient to open the building, and make necessary repairs to build- 
ing and contents. 

The roof was made watertight and the ceiling put in a safe 
condition. The exhibits in the Wolfe Room were cleaned, and a 
beginning made on a proper cataloging system. 

The trustees were fortunate in obtaining the services of Prof. 
Robert F. W. Meader as curator, and we would like to commend 
him for his interest and services in not only getting the Museum 
open but for its successful operation. 

It was through him that the two Indian dug-out canoes, found 
last year in Rust Pond, were put on display. Other new exhibits 
include a map of early Indian trails in this area, relics from the 
Wentworth house, stoves of Norse origin, and collections of Indian 
artifacts. 

The Trustees would also like to thank Mr. L. R. Nelson of 
Winchester, N. H., who refurbished the collection of specimens, 
and who also loaned for the summer three mounted heads—two deer 

and one elk. 

In addition, he gave two splendid bird specimens, and refur- 
bished and recased the Museum’s rarest exhibit, a male passenger 
pigeon, a bird long extinct. All this was done at no charge to the 
Museum. 

Much was done with the physical maintenance of the property. 
The storage barn was cleaned, and valuable stored exhibits dis- 
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covered and installed. A steel cable was installed as a fence in front 
of the building, and electricity was connected. Of course, the inside 
of the building was thoroughly cleaned as to structure and cases. 

We would like to thank the Electric Light Department for con- 
necting the service and furnishing electricity at no charge to the 
Museum. 

Also we thank the Water Department for connecting the water 
and furnishing same at no expense to the Museum. 

The grounds around the building and the plot in front, near the 
lake, were prepared and maintained throughout the season, by W. 
Fred Tuttle & Son, at no expense, for which we were grateful. 

Brewster Academy placed on loan, a splendid full size replica 
of the Seated Hermes, a magnificent statue now at the Dresden Art 
Museum. 

The Museum was open to the public on June 20th and the 
attendance was most gratifying, considering this was the first year 
of the reopened institution. A total of 3700 people visited the 
Museum from 23 states, 1 territory, and 10 foreign countries. 

The attendance was boosted by advertising in the “N. H. Pro- 
file’, over two radio stations, publicity in three newspapers, and 
various touring services furnished by large oil companies. 

Some 1500 copies of the Chamber of Commerce booklet were 
distributed, and twenty histories of the town were sold. 

Many special groups were entertained, from Carpenter School, 
Allen A Resort, Wolfeboro Historical Society, five youth camps, 
as well as the Girl Scouts. 

The Museum was closed for the season September 23, 1956. We 
would like to thank those people who gave of their time freely, to 
keep the Museum open during September, after our curator left.

We have been promised many new specimens by gift and loan, 
and we hope to continue to improve the services in the coming year.
