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REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS 

To the Wilmot School Board and Citizens of Wilmot: 

You as school board members are to be commended 

for the interest you are taking in the all-important sub- 

ject of education. You have given much. of your time and 

thought to the cooperative school study which has been 

going on in your area. I know that you are doing this at 

s_meé sacrifice to yourseives. May I congratulate you for 

your earnest efforts in this important study. 

Your schools are continuing to be of the same high 

quality as in previous years. This is due chiefly to your 

personal care in seeing that your good teachers are re- 

tained, and that adequate teaching devices and sufficient 

supplies are always available for use. 

Your school buildings are in good condition and are 

being carefully maintained. In this respect you are wise, 

since it costs less to keep up school houses than to let 

them fall into disrepair with a much greater expense 

coming at some later time. You may want to give further 

thought to the matter of putting running water into the 

Center School. Perhaps something will come up relative 

to this question at your annual school meeting. 

You are having a noticeable increase in the number 

of children enrolling at the Flat School. More little ones 

are entering than are being graduated from the eighth 

grade. The number of new scholars is not alarmingly on 

the increase, but it is larger than it has been for some 

years. Your present teachers, however, are well prepared 

to handle these increased enrollments very efficiently and 

to provide for these children’s individual needs. 
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I would invite all parents and friends of the commu- 

nity to take time out to visit your schools. You would 

enjoy the experience, I am sure. Mothers especially 

should know the teachers better. Children love to have 

their mothers come. All of us like meeting those folk who 

work for the interest and improvement of our children. 

Better understandings follow such friendly talks — all of 

which go to make for better human relations. 

I wish to express to all the people of the town my 

sincere thanks for your support of school activities and 

for your cooperation given to the school board, teachers, 

and to myself.
