Your own 

report as you see the situation in your town has more force and value in your 

own town. Be free to use ours or change or add to it to suit your local needs.

For the Year 1967 

What would our town be if we had no District Nursing Association? 

Many of our older citizens would not be able to benefit from their Medicare 
Insurance after a siege in the hospital or a long illness at home; there would 

be no follow-up to check on progress of a child or adult who had been hos- 

pitalized; there would be no clinics to administer serum for whooping cough, 

diphtheria or tetanus; there would be no one to see young new mothers; there 

would be no visit with old or young who are housebound; no one to report 

to the Board of Health that help was needed. 

This listing should also include the help of the clubs and organizations in 

our town who have given so generously to aid in lifting the burden of need 

whether money, medicine, food or toys to help a small one to be happier. 

Some have driven patients to the doctor, to the hospital or to out-of-town 

clinics. Others have helped at the clinics here in town. And many of you 

members and other townspeople have found time to aid the Association in 

numerous other ways. 

We have written, with the help of our Policy Committee, new policies 

and our Advisory Committee has approved and aided in this project. Also, 

we have met the requirements for certification with Medicare and have finished 

the evaluation of our work for the past two years. We see progress in the 

cooperation with the Medicare people; with the State supervision; with the 

Board of Health and the Selectmen in our town and most of all, we find that 

many in our town are interested in our work and more than willing to work 

to improve the service rendered. 

Without this cooperation of the nurse, our townspeople and the State 
and Federal workers, we could not have such a fine organization. It is my 

sincerest wish that this fine effort will continue for many years to come as it 

has in the past and that we will go onward to a better community because 

we have a Winchester District Nursing Association.

REPORT OF THE HINSDALE - WINCHESTER 
CO-OPERATIVE SCHOOL PLANNING BOARD 

Formation. At the 1967 annual School District Meetings in Hinsdale and 

Winchester, the voters in each district elected three members to form a local 

Co-operative School Planning Committee. After preliminary considerations of 

local school problems in the individual towns, the two committees met jointly 

and formed a Co-operative School Planning Board. This Board has met 

semi-monthly and has selected sub-committees on curriculum, buildings and 

enrollment, vocational education, and publicity. In addition to members 

from the school’s administrative staffs, other citizens of the two towns have 

been included on these sub-committees. 

Procedure. The Co-operative Planning Board is proceeding approximately 

along the following outline of main problems: 

1. What courses of study should the schools offer for students in these 

towns? 

2. What buildings do we need to offer this program for the present en- 

rollment? for the projected enrollment? 

3. How should the required building space be arranged and equipped? 

What portion of our requirements can be met in existing buildings? by 

alterations? by re-arrangement? by additions? or by new structures? 

4. What is the most economical! solution to the space requirements? 

5. What are the estimated costs for the above capital improvements and 

for operating the proposed program? 

6. What is the most equitable formula for sharing these costs between the 

two towns? 

Limit of Authority. The answers which the present Co-operative School 

Planning Board may develop for these problems above will not necessarily be 

the final direction for action, but are intended only to guide the voters in 

considering the final solution, to the urgent needs of the schools in both towns, 

as outlined below. If the voters should decide to form a co-operative school 

district, then this new district and its newly elected School Board would make 

the final decisions on the answers to the problems facing our schools. 

Needs of Pupils. Meanwhile your Co-operative Planning Board is trying to 

develop answers which would most quickly and reasonably meet the imme- 

diate urgent requirements in both towns. These requirements include, but 

are not limited to: 
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1. More elementary classroom space, immediately! 

2. Elementary program of instruction meeting the guidelines of the New 

Hampshire State Department of Education. 

3. A complete secondary education program in all areas of instruction; 

especially in expanded vocational course offerings, but also in addi- 

tional academic program improvements. 

Our Goal. This Board seeks implementation of these aims by the method 

best adapted to a full utilization of available state and federal aid, and in the 

manner calculated to offer the best program to be had in return for the local 

tax money expended, both on capital improvements and operating costs. 

Voting. The Co-operative Planning Board is attempting to keep all citizens 

informed of proceedings, by means of letters to parents, press releases, and 

public hearings and panel discussion groups. When we are ready to make a 

recommendation for voter consideration, hearings will be held on this proposal 

and then special school district meetings will be sought, to start the legal 

procedures on whatever plan we shall then propose. 

Challenge. To redch the wisest solution, in all its ramifications, will require 
a renewed willingness on the part of all the school administration and the 

local citizens to jointly promote increased community awareness of the ever- 

accelerating changes in our society; and to prepare for and welcome the 

inevitable changes ahead regardless of some necessary breaks with our past 
traditions and local pride. The future belongs not at all to US, but rather 

to our students. We owe them the best preparation for their years ahead.

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REPORT OF THE ELEMENTARY PRINCIPAL 

To the School Board, Superintendent, and Citizens of Winchester: 

I herewith submit my second annual report as principal of the Winchester 
Elementary Schools. 

In this report I shall try to briefly describe some of the more important 
aspects of our program that have undergone change or improvement during 

the past year. 

During the past year remedial reading has been made available to the 

third and fourth grades at the Center School. Previously the fifth and sixth 

grades were the only elementary rooms served by this program. This would 

seem to be a step in the right direction as I feel we are better able to help 

pupils when their reading difficulties are at an early stage and not prolonged 

until the fifth or sixth grades. I hope that the time is not far off when remedial 

reading assistance can be offered to the pupils of the Ashuelot School and 

first and second grades at the Center School. 

The Phonetic Keys to Reading program that was installed in the first 

grades last year has been extended into the second grade. It is planned on a 

yearly basis to extend this phonic program up to grade six. It is hoped that 
through a program of this type that emphasizes training in phonics we can 

strengthen our pupil’s ability to sound out and unlock the meanings of new 

words and thus lead them to a greater independence in reading. 

The special education class at the Ashuelot School has had its reading 

program greatly enhanced and improved with the purchase of a new reading 

series, ‘‘Mixie the Pixie.’”’ This series is a departure from the texts used in 

the grades and is a great deal more flexible and is more in tune to the needs of 

the pupils in this class. 

Under Title II of the National Elementary and Secondary Act the ele- 

mentary school received five hundred and sixty dollars worth of library books 

for our classroom libraries. This addition along with the many books we 

receive through the services of the Conant Library and Thayer Public Library 

provide our pupils with a constant supply of excellent supplementary reading 

material. 

In an effort to better inform parents of the activities of the elementary 

schools an Elementary School Newsletter has been initiated and will continue 

to be issued periodically throughout the school year. 

A Citizenship Honor Roll has been established for the fifth and sixth 

grades. This is an attempt to give recognition to those students who exhibit 

a high degree of scholastic effort, respect for regulations and good citizenship 

in school. After each marking period the parents of those children selected 
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for this honor are notified of this by letter. I feel recognition of this typeis 
important as the school should just as readily give praise to student who 

excells in the above mentioned areas as it would express disapproval of a poor 

performance. 

An effort was made to make use of outside resources to supplement and 

enrich our normal curriculum. Through arrangement with the Theater Re- 
sources for Youth project the elementary pupils were able to view a live stage 

performance of the play “The Dancing Donkey”’ performed at the town hall 

by professional actors. Both fifth and sixth grades have put on plays of their 

own. Two International Farm Youth Exchange students who spend time in 

Asia and Australia spoke to the fifth and sixth grades about their experiences 

living in these areas of the world. 

All grades were administered the California Testing Bureau’s achieve- 
ment test during the year. A testing program of this type allows us to measure 

the performance levels of our pupils and various grades in reading, language, 

and arithmetic against national norms. Also, we are able to locate areas of 

our curriculum that need strengthening or more emphasis. 

In trying to up grade the academic areas of our program we have tried not 

to neglect the physical heaith area so important in growing active youngsters. 

Merry-go-rounds and tether ball sets have been installed in the Center and 

Ashuelot School playgrounds. Through the Recreational Department’s co- 

operation we were able to continue to offer the fifth and sixth grades a limited 
program of physical education. These grades participated on a competitive 

basis against neighboring schools in flagg football and softball. It is planned 

in the spring to introduce tennis into the program. There is need for a com- 

plete program of physical education that would encompass all elementary 

grade levels. 

We have made good use of the educational consultant services made 
available to the school by the Monadnock Children’s Special Service Center 

in Keene. A total of fifteen referrals were made to this center for their evalu- 

ation and assistance during the school year. 

The elementary school’s open house during National Education Week 

was very well attended by parents, as was the Christmas program at the 

Community Center. 

In conclusion, I wish to thank the School Board, the Superintendents, 

the teachers, and citizens of Winchester for their co-operation and support 

during the past year.

Our school library is constantly improving by regular additional purchases 

of new books.

These two 

services, in addition to our own library, provide a variety of good reading 

and reference material.

Guidance 

During 1967, the dropout rate remained again under 2%, making the 
fourth year of such a desirable trend. Reflected in these low percentages has 

been the continued efforts of the administration, guidance department, 

teachers, and results of mass communication publicizing the undesirable plight 

of the dropout. 

Despite continuing emphasis on the values inherent in post-secondary 

education, percentages decreased somewhat in 1967 largely as a result of the 

composition and levels of interest of the graduating class. Next year holds 

promise of the largest number of post-secondaries in many years. 

Throughout the year, new textbooks used in the junior high guidance 
classes proved to be most helpful and informative, with the emphasis placed 

on self-evaluation, personality factors, and study habits. 

Although a considerable amount of guidance time during the first part of 

the year was spent on the organizational phases of the new remedial reading 

program, the effort and time expended has proved to be fruitful. 

The testing program for 1966-1967 included the following: 

Administration of the Eighth Grade Testing Program to 53 

students in October. 

Administration of the Sophomore Testing Program to 48 

students in November. 

Administration of the General Aptitude Test Battery through 

cooperation of New Hampshire Office of Employment Security. 

Administration of other tests such as Kuder Interest Inven- 

tory, Flannigan Aptitude Test, Weschler and Peabody Picture 

Intelligence Tests as required. 

Arrangements for College Board Tests for those seniors who 

needed them for college admissions. 
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The following tests were administered on a student paid basis during the 

school year. 

National Educational Development Test in March to 27 

students. 

National Merit Tests in February to 11 students. 

Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test in October to 20 students. 

The National Honor Society and Student Council once again sponsored 

the Thayer High School Community Scholarship drive which netted approxi- 

mately $250.00. This was used to help graduating seniors who selected post- 

secondary education. 

Industrial Arts 

This school year has seen more boys enrolled in Industrial Arts than in 

the past years. Student response to the program has been good. 

The Junior High School program was strengthened last year with the 

acquisition of a new Dremel Jig saw, miter box and saw, plus a few hand tools. 

This year a few additional hand tools were added. 

In the Freshman drafting class the addition of a new Technical Drawing 

book will make the study of drafting more meaningful to the students. 

A Powermatic 12’’ Planer was added to the Sophomore machine wood- 
working program this year. Last year a major unit in carpentery was intro- 

duced to the students and will be further developed during the second half 

of this school year. 

A few new hand tools and a spray gun have been added to the Junior 

metals class. 

In the Senior electricity — electronics course five new De Vry #20000 

Electricity Trainers and workbooks were added with one new EICO Industrial 

Vacuum Tube Volt Meter and Model 460 DC-—Wide Band Oscilloscope. This 

equipment will make it possible to offer a broader program in Electricity and 

Physics. 

Science 

The Intermediate Science Curriculum Study project is in its second year 

at Thayer High School. This year both the Seventh and Eighth grade classes 

were involved. The self-pacing materials being tested appear to be working 

out well. The fall of 1968 will find the program completely incorporated in 

the school system. At this time it will involve the Ninth grade also. Each 

class will be in the program for at least three years of trial and possibly more. 

Ronald Pratt was the recipient of the Josiephine Mansfield Sprague 

Music Award.

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REPORT OF THE 
SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS 

Much effort has gone into the consideration of improvement of public 

school programs and facilities in our corner of the state. In Winchester we 

are being pressed to find solutions to space problems. Increased enrollments 

and expanded school programs dictated by State Elementary Guidelines and 

High School Minimum Standards make it imperative that the school district 

take action to provide for expanded elementary and secondary school facilities. 

Add to this the inadequacy of the Center School and the problem is indeed 

critical. 

Last March two communities, Hinsdale and Winchester, voted to have a 

cooperative school district planning committee make a comprehensive study 

of their school needs. The two committees joined together to form a Plan- 

ning Board for the purpose of studying jointly the problems faced in both 

districts. A detailed report of the work of this Board is included elsewhere in 

the Annual Report. In undertaking the study, the Planning Board considered 

the following factors: 

1. The wisdom of forming a cooperative school district for Hinsdale and 

Winchester. 

2. The present school buildings with regard to safety, sanitation, obso- 

lescence, and adaptability to present and future educational programs. 

8. Child population trends based upon an analysis of residential growth and 

school enrollments over a period of years. 

4. The future school building program including estimates of the cost of 

construction of essential facilities, the cost of operating buildings, and 

estimates of tax rates both for operating as separate districts or as a 

cooperative district. 

5. The implications that New Hampshire Elementary School Guidelines and 

New Hampshire Minimum Standards for High Schools have on the present 

and future curriculum in the schools. 

As a result of this intensive analysis of these and other problems, it is 

hoped that the report of the Planning Board will serve as a foundation for 

building the future educational program in our area under the most adequate 

and efficient organization possible. 

The State Board of Education, in response to a legislative order, has 

adopted the policy of reducing the number of supervisory unions, the means 

by which several local school districts share the services of the office of the 
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Superintendent of Schools. As a result of this policy, Supervisory Union #25 
was eliminated and the school districts of Hinsdale, Winchester, and Monad- 

nock now make up Supervisory Union #38. Although the wisdom of this 

policy may not yet be apparent to the districts (we have been in operation 

only since July 1, 1967), the staff members in the Superintendent’s office are 

combining their efforts to provide improved efficiency and service for each 
district. Machine bookkeeping, volume purchasing, better supervision of 

instruction, coordination of teacher recruitment practices, and more com- 

prehensive planning should benefit every district. 

School budgets continue to rise. Although the cost of living influences 

school budgets, the major cause for the increase is teachers’ salaries. Sixty-four 

per cent of the present budget goes for instructional salaries. Add to this 

such fixed items as social security, retirement, insurance, and debt service and 

very little is left for such things as operation, maintenance, transportation, 

and capital expenditures. However, we have very little choice in the matter 

of teacher salaries. In this time of teacher shortage our salaries must remain 

somewhat competitive with the salaries being paid in the area. Few would 

suggest that we gamble with the future of young people by hiring inadequate 

or unqualified teachers, or by seeing classrooms without teachers. 

State support for education has been so inadequate that this has placed 
an additional strain on districts with a limited tax base. New Hampshire, 

which stands at the bottom among the fifty states in the matter of state aid 

for schools, does not even begin to fund the laws which are in effect. It is a 

recognized fact that the State simply does not have the revenue to carry out 

the laws that we have. No one likes to talk about more taxes, but consider 

the alternative. As long as we favor the present state policy in our tax 

structure, we are at the same time casting our ballot in favor of fewer and 

poorer services and high property taxes. It is impossible to have the one 

without the other. 

Where do we go from here? First of all, our citizens must recognize the 

problems we face and the solution to them before we have cause to recognize 

our short-sightedness. However, it is not too late in Winchester. True, the 

number of alternatives available to us have diminished, but we can still solve 

our problems if we are motivated by a sincere desire to provide the essential 

educational services in the most efficient manner possible. Let us face up to 
our problems and solve them and not leave them to be solved by the next 

generation. 
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
