was elected. Miss. Gertrude Gilman was transferred to 
the primary room replacing Miss Knapton. We were very 

fortunate in view of the scarcity of trained teachers to secure 

teachers with adequate training and successful experience. 

Buildings and Grounds. During the summer months 

the buildings were cleaned and repaired. The buildings 

considering their age, are in a good state of repairs. It 

would certainly be a great improvement if the buildings. 

- were equipped with screens. In June and in the early fall’ 

months, the flies are very troublesome and annoying. 

Before another September it would be wise to consider 

the advisability of closing the Glencliff School and trans- 

porting the Glencliff pupils tothe Village. The Village 

School is not overcrowded, and from the educational point 

of view there would be considerable advantage to the pupils. 

There would be some saving of expense and one _ teacher 

would be released to help solve the teacher shortage. 

We are fortunate indeed to have for another year the 

services of Mrs. Robb as Supervisor of Music. The advant- 
ages of this work now are apparent to all. 

For the fine support I have received from the Schoal 

Board and for the loyalty and cooperation accorded me 

by the teachers and pupi's and citizens of Warren, I am 

indeed grateful.
