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REPORT OF THE SCHOOL BOARD 

To the citizens of Plainfield :— 

We herewith present you the annual report of the manage- 

ment of the town schools. 

During the past year your school board has maintained 

nine different schools. Each school, with the exception of the 

one on Methodist Hill, has had three terms of work. The 

School Board think it wise with the situation as it is in this 

town to keep open these nine schools. With the schools as 

small as most of them are, the teachers certainly have an 

unrivalled opportunity to help the individual student. 

We have been fortunate in securing the services of an excel- 

lent corps of teachers. Our town girls are making most satis- 

factory teachers and we desire to retain their services. Each 

of our “out of town” teachers is experienced, and their work 

also has been excellent. We believe it will be impossible to 

maintain our standard of teachers for the coming yéar at as 

small a salary as was paid them during the past year. 

Experience and success speedily demand increased remunera- 

tion. Some of our best teachers leave the service of the town 

because we are not able to compete with the neighboring 

towns in the matter of wages. It seems unfortunate that we 

are obliged to lose our town girls after we have given them 

sufficient practice and experience in teaching to assure recog- 

nition of their ability. 

Until the present year the situation as to the school on 

Methodist Hill was very unsatisfactory. Early in the spring 

your Board met that of Enfield, and made the following agree- 

ments:— Plainfield shall maintain twenty-three weeks of 

school, shall keep the schoolhouse in repair, and furnish books

to all the pupils; Enfield shall pay her per cent of the expense 

for teachers’ wages and for wood. 

The number of visits by parents and friends is larger than 

in some years past. This indicates a gratifying interest in the 

welfare of our schools. 

We are indebted to Mr. Porter and to Mr. Woodward of 

the Brook division for donating their services in beautifying 

the school yard; to the people at East Plainfield for raising 

money for curtains and windows; to the teacher, students, 

and friends of the Brook School for the flag and pole which 

they so kindly procured and presented to the town. 

The Whitaker School is the only school in town where 

every pupil’s name is on the roll of honor for the entire year. 

Following will be found the section of law relating to 

school attendance, the roll of honor, table of statistics, and 

the treasurer’s report.

CHAPTER 93, SECTION 14 

Every person having the custody and control of a child 

between the ages of eight and fourteen years, residing in a 

school district in which a public school is annually taught, 

shall cause such child to attend the public school all the time 

such school is in session, unless the child shall be excused by 

the school board of the district because his physical or mental 

condition is such as to prevent his attendance at school for 

the period required, or because he was instructed in the Eng- 

lish language in a private school approved by the school 

board for a number of weeks equal to that in which the public 

school was in session in the common English branches, or, 

having acquired those branches, in other more advanced 

studies. Any person who does not comply with the require- 

ments of this section shall be fined ten dollars for the first 

offense and twenty dollars for every subsequent offense, for 

the use of the district.
