In accordance with the Public Statutes of the 

State of New Hampshire, the Commissioners of Strafford 

County, herewith present the annual reports of the 

County Commissioners, Clerk of Superior Court, Sheriff, 

Solicitor, Superintendent of the County Farm and House 

of Correction, Farm Physician, Farm Chaplain and Audi- 

tors for the year ending December 31, 1934. 

On November 23, 1933, a special meeting of the 

County Convention was held at the Court House, author- 

izing the County Commissioners to spend a sum _ not 

exceeding $10,000.00 for the necessary repairs at the 

County Farm. 

This authorization not being used by the Commis- 

sioners. They are making all the following repairs on 

their original appropriation. 

During the past year the Commissioners have 

made many needed repairs at the County Farm, replacing 

the old sewerage at the Farm with a new system. 

A new plastic cement floor has been laid in the 

inmates’ kitchen. About 10,000 feet of hard wood floor- 

ing in the wings of the institution. 

The Commissioners took into consideration the 

great fire hazard that existed in the men’s dormitory by 

having only one staircase and made a second staircase 

which is greatly appreciated. 

The interior of the County Farm has been en- 

tirely repainted and refinished. Our County Alms House 
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is in excellent condition, thanks to our competent Super- 

intendent Edgar J. Ham and Matron Sarah Ham who 

are ever ready to help the unfortunates in their time of 

need. In the two years that Mr. and Mrs. Ham have 

had charge of the County Farm, they have succeeded 

in reducing the cost per capita from 7.04 per inmate to 

5.60, which proves distinctly that they are qualified for 

the position. 

The much needed repairs have been made on the 

Court House. 

A new ceiling has been installed in the lower cor- 

ridor and the walls have been painted throughout, the 

metal roof repaired and repainted. The exterior of the 

building repointed and painted at a cost of $3,000.00. 

We are pleased to inform the tax payers of Straf- 

ford County that we had a cash balance in the bank 

of $13,806.29 and outstanding taxes due the County of 

$19,223.40, making a total of $33,029.69 which is a finan- 

cial showing that we feel proud of. 

We wish at this time to express our thanks and 

appreciation to State and County officials, and all others 

who have helped us in looking after the poor and needy 

of this County. 

We extend to the taxpayers of our County, a most 

cordial invitation to visit our Institution at Dover, New 
Hampshire.
