A pupil 

whose average is‘less than 70 will-seriously endanger his. chances of 

promotion. Promotions will be publicly announced at the annual 

eraduating exercises. 

Honors—The honors of valedictory and salutatory shall be 

assigned upon the basis for scholarship of the last year’s course in 

the high school department.

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REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS, 

For the Year ending March 1, 1909. 

To the School Board of Troy: 

I have the honor to submit herewith my third report as super- 

intendent of schools. 

The past year has been one of real progress. The teachers 

have been earnest and faithful and the morale of the pupils has 

been excellent. Of course there have been difficulties to overcome 

but altogether the results accomplished have been most satisfactory. 

A new system of reading has been introduced into the first 

grade. Under this system the children have learned to read much 

more readily than formerly and they have made astonishingly rapid 

‘progress. I consider this change exceedingly vital to the welfare 

of the children. Reading is the most important subject taught in 

the common schools; for without the ability to read understanding- 

ly no child can make much advancement in his studies in the upper 

erades; and the better the beginning in the first grade the more 

he will be able to accomplish all through his school course. 

In the art of handwriting our children are making considerable 

progress. We have discarded copy books and are now using copy 

slips, with the result that the children are writing more naturally 

and are acquiring a freedom of movement never possible with copy 

books. In the fifth and sixth grades the muscular movement is 

being developed and as a consequence the handwriting of the child- 

ren in these grades is becoming much improved. 

In arithmetic the third and fourth grades are farther advanced 

than were the third and and fourth grades of a year ago. New 

text books in this subject have been a great help. A change of 

texts in grammar has meant the doing of more definite work in the 

_ sixth grade. The topical development of history in the ninth grade 

has been excellent, The results just mentioned are only a few of 

[Lo 
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the good features of the work done throughout the grades. ‘This 

coming year I hope to see marked improvement in the matter of 

training the child to use the English language fluently and cor- 

rectly. 

Only two changes have taken place in the teaching force. Mr. 

Noble, a graduate of Bates college, has been in charge of the high 

school. Mr. Noble speedily won his way into the hearts of his 

pupils and his manly influence has had a marked effect upon the 

lives of the children under him. Miss Callum, a graduate of the 

Fitchburg normal school, has directed the work in drawing and 

under her skillful guidance the expressional ability of the pupils 

has been highly developed. I call attention to her report submitted 

herewith and the outline of her work that she has prepared ; also to 

the report of Miss Maynard. Miss Maynard has not been with us 

as much as usual, but her influence has remained with the teachers 

and the work in music has been well done. 

As superintendent I have endeavored to do something for hy- 

gienic betterment of the pupils. As far as I have had time I have 

examined the scholars for sight and hearing. These tests have been 

very simple and I believe have accomplished some good. I have 

found the eyesight of the pupils to be excellent, a condition which 

I attribute largely to the fact that the school building ii Troy is 

unusually well lighted. I have detected several cases of defective 

hearing and have seen to it that pupils whose hearing is hot quite 

average have been given every possible advantage in the matter of 

seating. For example, I have found several children who can hear 

with one ear much better than with the other. Such children have 

been seated so that the stronger ear is toward the teacher. 

I have undertaken this work not for the purpose of directing 

parents as to what they should do, nor with the object of supplant- 

ing in any sense the function of the regular physician, but merely 

for the purpose of making such observations as will enable me to 

give intelligent advice in regard to the physical and intellectual 

welfare of the pupil. By the end of the school year I hope to have 

a record of the sight and hearing of every scholar in Troy. 
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This past year the high school has enrolled several tuition 

pupils from the towns of Fitzwilham and Swanzey. These pupils - 

are the occasion of little, if any, additional expense to the district 

and are a source of considerable revenue. 

With the consent of the school board I have revised the pro- 

gram of studies so that hereafter a child may accomplish the work 

prior to the high school in eight years. I do not mean to say that 

every child will be able to do the work in eight years, but that every 

child will be given that opportunity. Some children ought to take 

nine years as in the past and the parents of such children be so ad- 

vised. ; | 

Beginning with another year we shall be sending larger classes 

into the high school. The question will then surely arise as to 

whether it is advisable to do an additional year of work in the high 

school. In my opinion it will be. It never will be desirable to send 

many of our children out of town to get their high school education. 

Our children will be better off in their own town with their own 

parents and in their own school. Railway stations and trains are not, 

suitable places for unescorted children. 

The district is threatened with the real danger of overcrowd- 

ing in the first four grades at the beginning of another school year. 

In my opinion the best solution of this difficulty will be to have each 

of the first four grades attend school one session instead of two as 

at present. The time required for the instruction of children in 

these grades is not so great as in the upper grades for the psycho- 

logical reason that it is not possible to hold the attention of the 

young child for so long a time before the point of fatigue is reached. 

Personally, I believe that single sessions of school for pupils in the 

first four grades mean an improvement in the health of httle child- 

ren, increased regularity of attendance, better teaching, closer at- 

tention on the part of the pupils, and more rapid progress in 

studies. This plan was tried at Plymouth last fall and met with the 

hearty approval of the parents. In another town where this change 

has been adopted a second grade has been able to accomplish in half 

a year what the previous second grade took a year to do. 
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In closing, I wish to thank school board, teachers, and com- 

munity for the hearty cooperation given me in my work. And again 

1 wish to congratulate the town upon the excellent character of its 

schools. One of the best known school superintendents in the state 

recently passed through Troy and as he looked out the car window 

toward the school building remarked, “Those are good schools; | 

have visited them.”

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REPORT OF SUPERVISOR OF DRAWING. 

This year much of the time in the primary grades will be spent 

in pictorial drawing, in order that the pupil may acquire facility 

in graphic expression. ‘The failure to develop the power of expres- 

sion through pictures, is of serious loss in mental training, the self 

confidence of the child soon disappears, because the power of criti- 

cism develops, and the power of expression remains in the infantile 

stage. If there is no record made of the mental image, errors are 

never corrected, and the habit of closer observation is lost. 

In the secondary grades, the pictorial drawing is continued, 

here the work is being as closely correlated with other subjects as 

possible ; for example the reading lessons, are dramitized and when 

the children have become thoroughly acquainted with the story, it is 

used as a drawing lesson; in this way geography, history, or any 

other subject can be made useful as a drawing lesson. 

In the intermediate and grammar grades, nature and model 

and object drawing is being taught. The aim here is to teach in 

as simple a way as possible, the principles of drawing, in order that 

the child may learn thoughtfully, sincerely, truthfully to put down 

with the pencil point, the actual facts of form. 

The principles of color are being taught in all grades, but it 

has been impossible to do much work in color, for it has been found 

necessary to begin the teaching of the spectrum in all grades. As 

a medium of instruction, drawing has a great educational and social 

value. It helps the child to think creatively and by its use the 

habit of mental imagery is formed. It aids the power of connected 

thinking, and the power of making connected and definite state- 

ments. It creates a deep interest in social surroundings. ‘The 

child soon sees how imperfect are his pictures of the things which 

happen daily in his life. He forms a habit of closer observation, 

-he becomes wide awake to what goes on about him, it brings the 
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home and school closer together, and the teacher can study the in- 

dividual pupil and his home life through his drawings. 

With proper material and sincere support of the committee, 

superintendent and townspeople, which I have had in the past, IL 

hope to accomplish in the future much good for all with whom I 

come in contact. . 

In closing I wish to thank the teachers for their hearty coopera- 

tion with. me in my work and the pupils. for their interest and un- 

tiring efforts in working out the lessons. I wish also’ to thank tlie 

parents for their interest, and our superintendent and school coin- 

mittee for their generous support and words of encouragement, for 

without this support no special teacher can succeed.

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REPORT OF SUPERVISOR OF MUSIC. 

A statement in the “The School Music Monthly” has lately at- 

tracted the attention of your supervisor of music, which is, that a 

systematic effort has been made in some of the towns of Massachu- 

setts, to learn how large a percentage of children were able, upon 

entering school, to sing’some simple song. It was found that the 

percentage of musical children was much greater where the parents 

of the children examined had received instruction in music in.their 

own school lives. This is a significant fact, for it shows plainly the 

influence which school music has upon our children, an influence 

which does not cease when they take up the duties of life, but re- 

mains with them and with their children always. Had the study 

no other value it would still be worth the time and effort given it, 

for that which strengthens and makes attractive the home, has a 

value which cannot be easily estimated. 

The teaching of singing and the teaching of language lessons 

can be closely associated at more than one point. For example, 

well chosen songs will often be suitable for lessons in reading or 

recitation, also training in breathing and the accurate production 

of speech sounds will be as valuable aid to good speaking, as they 

are to good singing; a child’s voice in speaking should indeed be 

made as musical as his singing voice. ‘The flexibility of the voice 

gained through good singing always tends to improve the voice for 

speech or oral reading. The best public readers study with dili- 

gence their vocal exercises, to get the delicate shadings and .inflec- 

tions, also the smooth toned orators or lecturers, that their voices 

may carry well and hold out through the strenuous taxing of the 

vocal chords. A teacher who is gifted with economizing the time 

or making the most of the school period, knows how to correlate the 

music work with the other lessons, and we often hear a teacher pro- 

pose to utilize some of the period necessary for written work in 

‘music, and work it in with the so-called “busy work.” The teaching 

- 
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of history can be frequently illustrated through the teaching of sing- 

ing, since there is a wide choice of suitable songs illustrating na- 

tional feeling, at various stages in our own history of other nations. 

We plan our work to suit the average child, and our methods of 

instruction we try to make similar to those used in other subjects. 

Rote songs we select with a view towards the general education 

and development of the adult that is to be, and the range suitable to 

the child’s voice. The Rote songs, however, are seldom used only 

during the first two years of the child’s school life, combined with 

the exercises upon the chart, scales, and intervales. 

The pretty songs in the first book of the Educational Music 

Reader being well adapted to the progress of the third and fourth 

- grades. : 

From the fourth grade upwards, more or less time, according 

to the need, is given to the theoretical part of music, written tests 

being occasionally given in the upper grades. Chromatics and 

minors are constantly used here principally through dictation from 

the teacher so that all possible forms can be brought out. This is 

also excellent practice for training the ear. Every new problem is 

developed from the black-board. Special attention has been given 

this past year to the words, striving for a clear-cut enunciation. 

This is not always satisfactory but we hope to improve it. The 

children are also trained to take an erect and natural position of 

the body while singing, so that the chest shall not be contracted in 

any way. , 

There has been some excellent individual singing in the fifth 

and sixth grades. 

The voices are examined and classified as soon as the study of 

harmony begins. 

The high school scholars now seem able to work out their own 

problems with very little help from the regular teacher. 

This last fall your supervisor visited some of the public schools 

in Holland and Scotland in order to compare the methods of teach- 

ing there, with the methods in our own country. 

It is not an easy matter to visit the schools in Holland, as visi- 

tors are not generally allowed admittance, but as a special privilege 

i att atialaeen tii 
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to an American teacher, the admittance was gained. As we entered 

the different rooms every child immediately rose and made a low 

bow. In singing each child was so eager to be heard that there 

seemed to be more voice than music. The classes sang entirely in 

the German language. 

In Scotland the schools are conducted more as they are in 

America, and the method of teaching, about the same. We were 

not at all discouraged over the efforts of our own children, and 

felt that they compared favorably with the efforts of the little 

Scotch children. | 
This report would not be complete without acknowledging the 

splendid spirit and good help of the teachers of the town.
