REPORT OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS 

To the Citizens of Merrimack County: 

In accordance with the Public Laws of the State of New 

Hampshire, the Commissioners of Merrimack County here- 

with present the annual report of the Commissioners, 

Treasurer, Solicitor, Sheriff, Clerk of the Court, Auditors, 

Superintendent of County Farm and House of Correction, 

Farm Physician, and Chaplain for the year ending Decem- 

ber, 31, 1938. 

CouNtTy FARM 

During the year 1938 more people were cared for at 

the farm than for many years past. 

The new hospital has been filled to near capacity prac- 

tically all the time and has been a great help in providing 

proper care for those in need of hospitalization and the care 

of trained and experienced nurses. 

All the buildings connected with the institution are in 

good condition due to the fact that all. necessary repairs 

are made as needed. 

For the satisfactory condition of affairs at the farm, we 

feel indebted to Superintendent and Mrs. J. M. Lorden 

and their faithful officers for their continued efficient 

services. 

For the many details relating to the administration of the 

institution, we would refer you to the report of the Super- 

intendent on other pages. 

WELFARE AND RELIEF 

At the last session of the Legislature changes were en- 

acted in the law which materially affected not only the ad- 

ministration, but the cost of relief to the counties of the 

State: i | 
Effective July 1, 1938 the Settlement Law was so changed 

that the counties now have to assume the full cost for di- 
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rect relief cases, which under the old law they received some 

reimbursement from the State. 

Another change in the law also affected the settlement 

of town and city cases. 

On July first the administration of Old Age Assistance 

came under the administration of the State. 

The county or town, whichever is liable under the new 

Settlement Law pays 25%, the State 25%, and the Federal 

Government 50% of the grant. 
Aid to the Blind, now administered by the State is paid 

by the Federa! Govrnment and the State. 

As the new law has been in effect only six months, it 

seems too early to determine whether or not it is an im- 

provement over the law which it superceded. 

Again we would say “whatever unit of government may 

administer relief, it is the tax payer who has to pay in 

the final analysis.”

We also wish to 

include—our physician, Dr. A. A. Beaton; our pastors, 

Rev. Asa M. Parker and Rev. Father Brophy; The Wo- 

men’s Christian Temperance Union of Franklin, both for 

their spiritual aid and for their material contributions to the 

Christmas Tree; the other organizations who from time to 

time have aided us; and our faithful staff of officers and 

nurses who have worked with us so diligently during the 

past year. 

Our Christmas tree and entertainment was again con- 

ducted by the Concord Federated Business Women’s Club, 

personally supervised by their President, Miss Bessie Gray, 

assisted by Mrs. Dorothy Putney and Miss Emily Sprague, 

Matron of the Christian Science Home. A wonderful en- 

tertainment was given by this organization, assisted by some 

of the very best vocal and instrumental talent in the State. 

Over a thousand gifts were distributed by our popular 

Santa Claus, Mr. Harold Cheney and our County Commis- 

sioners, aided by several of the entertainers. A parody 

composed by our former County Solicitor, Mr. Herbert W. 

Rainie, and sung by the Temple Male Quartette made a de- 

cided hit and all present voted it to be one of the best 

Christmas parties ever held at the Farm.

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REPORT OF THE PHYSICIAN 

To the Commissioners of Merrimack County: 

The Medical department has been kept busy during the 

year. All beds in the hospital were occupied most of the 

time. 

Pneumonia and influenza were the predominating acute 

diseases. There were four deaths from pneumonia. Three 

of the cases were well advanced and in very poor condition 

when admitted. The remaining deaths were caused by con- 

ditions usually found in people well advanced in years. 

I wish to express my appreciation for the excellent co-op- 

eration I received in caring for the sick, from the Commis- 

sioners, Superintendent, Matron and their able staff of 

nurses.
