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MUNICIPAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT 

1. Water Department 

A new record for water usage was established in 1972. 13 million 
gallons were pumped as compared to 9.4 million gallons in 1971. 

The water exploration project proved fruitful when a new water 
source was found on property owned by Ralph Bean, near the Mad 
River. 

A new well has been dug, and work is under way to complete the 
construction of a well house and related pumping equipment. As 
soon as the season permits, construction will begin on an enlarged 
storage facility. F 

During Christmas week, the inevitable happened when both ex- 
isting water pumps failed, leaving the Town with no water. Through 
the efforts of the Fire Department, a temporary supply was restored 
with the Fire Department Pumpers pumping over 300,000 gallons 
of water. 

The projection for 1973 is one of increased demands for water 
and with that in mind, the Water Department is preparing itself 
to meet these needs. 

2. Trash 

As was true with the Water Department, the demands placed on 
the trash department to provide the community with solid waste 
disposal increased also. Again the separation of burnables from 
non-burnables continued to be a problem with public cooperation 
being less than satisfactory. This resulted in higher collection costs 
which of course were passed on to the consumer. 

At the end of the year, bids were let for the disposal of solid 
waste for the year 1973. The contract was awarded to the Lakes 
Region Disposal Company of Laconia, N. H. 

A word of thanks should be offered to Mr. Todd Baldwin and the 
Tecumseh Service Company for their efforts in providing the Town 
with collection service during the early years of the Municipal Ser- 
vices Department.

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POLICE - FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT 

1972 

Police Department: 

The Police Department experienced an increase in the work load 
of 291 items as compared to 1971. The comparison is as follows: 

1971 — 1,170 1972 — 1,461 

There were 25 motor vehicle accidents investigated, including 1 
fatal accident, 210 criminal investigations conducted with 56 cases 
being solved. There were 88 persons appearing in District Court 
to answer a variety of charges and 52 others receiving warnings 
for traffic offenses. 

A new event occurred when the Police Department fielded its 
first pistol team, which competed in the state-wide Police Pistol 
Championships. 

The Police Department communication system was again im- 
proved by the awarding of $1,600 to the Town by the State Crime 
Commission to help purchase hand held two-way radios. 

This will help provide better protection to both the citizens and 
individual police officers as well. 

Fire Department: 

In 1972, the Fire Department answered a total of 14 alarms. 
Of these, 5 were mutual aid calls to help the Campton Fire Depart- 
ment. This represents an increase of 2 calls over 1971. 

The men continued to train on a regular basis, and a stepped-up 
fire prevention program was instituted with all of the Condominium 
buildings being inspected for the first time. 

The effectiveness of the Fire Department was strengthened and 
a greater degree of protection afforded the people in the Town when 
the Department joined the Lakes Region Fire Mutual Aid System 
as a participating member. Because of this action, fire insurance 
rates were again reduced with the Town being reclassified. 

It can be said that through the efforts of the members of the 
Department and the cooperation of the people, our Department is 
able to be counted with the best of Fire Departments.

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REPORT of the FOREST FIRE WARDEN and DISTRICT CHIEF 

In New Hampshire, forest fire control is a cooperative State-town 

program. The Town Forest Fire Warden, appointed by the Direc- 

tor, Division of Resources Development upon recommendation of the 

Selectmen and the State’s District Forest Fire Chief is responsible 

for fire suppression and other related duties. The State shares equal- 

ly with the town in the cost of most forest fires, except illegal and 

careless fires, which are charged to the responsible party. The State 

further provides fire detection services, prevention programs, fire 

training for town wardens and crews, and back up equipment for 

fire suppression. 

By authority of the State, the Town Forest Fire Warden con- 

trols all outside burning in his town except backyard cooking fires. 

Any person wishing to kindle a fire when the ground is not covered 

with snow must obtain a fire permit, free of cost, from the Town 
Forest Fire Warden. No permits will be issued for fires between 9:00 

A. M. and 5:00 P. M. unless it is raining, except for commercial 

purposes. 

Please be careful when using fire, remember it can be an extreme- 

ly useful tool when under control but once allowed to run wild it 

can become a disastrous and devastating force. Only you can pre- 

vent forest fires.

REPORT OF THE 

ASSISTANT SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS 

The primary issue of my report this year will focus on the need 
for a new school facility. It is true the school facility does not in 
itself determine the quality of education. However, it is also true 
the facility can greatly hamper the educational alternatives for the 
students. In our present school housing arrangement we are unable 
to adequately provide all the educational services we feel are neces- 
sary in a quality system. 

The problems with the present facility are as follows: 
(1) inadequate teaching and learning spaces, 
(2) inadequate common core facilities, 
(8) inadequate storage space, 
(4) inadequate rest room facilities. 

The State Department of Education has given the Waterville 
Valley School District a one-year reprieve by permitting the current 
housing arrangements to continue for the 1972-1973 school year. 
This permission was granted with the understanding other facilities 
would be found. 

It is evident to me that a new school is necessary for the students 
to receive the benefits of a quality education. 

The teachers, administration, and School Board have worked 
diligently to provide the Waterville Valley students with a sound 
education experience. It is now up to the voters to determine if 
they want a school in Waterville Valley.

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EXPLANATION OF SUPERINTENDENT’S AND 

ASSISTANT SUPERINTENDENT’S SALARY FOR 1971-1972 

Chapter 189, Section 48 Revised Statutes Annotated of the 
State of New Hampshire, requires that the school district annual re- 
port show the total amount paid to the Superintendent of Schools 
as per the following quotation: ‘Reports. Each superintendent of 
a supervisory union shall annually prepare a report of the total 
salary paid to the superintendent, showing in detail the amount 
paid by the state and each local school district, and their share of 
same. Said report shall be filed with the school board of each school 
district involved and shall be included in the annual report of the re- 
spective school district as a separate entry. A like report and en- 
try shall be made for each assistant superintendent, teacher con- 
sultant, and business administrators, if any is in service in the 
union.” 

One-half of the supervisory union expenses is prorated among 
the several school districts of the union on the basis of adjusted 
valuations. One half is prorated on the basis of average daily mem- 
bership in the school for the previous school year ending June 30th. 
The salary of $15,700 which was received by the Superintendent 
of Schools of Supervisory Union #48 during 1971-1972 was made 
up as follows: $2,500 paid by the State of New Hampshire and 
$13,200 was prorated among the school districts comprising the 
Supervisory Union. Allowance for $1,000 travel within the Union 
was also prorated as stated above. 

The salary of the Assistant Superintendent during 1971-1972 
was made up as follows: $2,700 paid by the State of New Hamp- 
shire and $10,500 was prorated as stated above. Allowance for 
$1,000 travel within the Union was also prorated as stated above.

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REPORT OF THE PRINCIPAL 

The school year 1972-1973 is proving to be of exciting growth 
and change for the Waterville Valley School. Based on a revised 
school philosophy we are constantly working toward an even more 
individualized program for our thirty-one students. From Sep- 
tember-December we operated as two groups, each with a permanent 
teacher, and had a roving teacher who worked with both groups. 
On January 3 we moved into a three room situation with the 
incorporation of the Youth Center for our 4-5 grade students. This 
is seen as a temporary solution to our crowded rooms and as a 
more efficient means of using our third teacher. 

We have been fortunate in acquiring two new teachers, Mr. 
John Creagh, graduate of Antioch at Putney, and Mr. Jay Margolis, 
graduate of the University of Pennsylvania. John is teaching grades 
6-8 in the Town Hall and Jay is teaching grades 4-5. The primary 
grades K-3 are with Sallie Leach in the Snow’s Mt. Guest House. 

Our curriculum has been augmented in several areas. The ESS 
Science program, one based on a discovery and multi-disciplined 
philosophy has been successfully incorporated this year. Our 
PE program has been greatly enhanced by the enthusiastic compe- 
tence of three volunteers and by the alpine and cross-country 
instruction offered in the Campton ski program. The varied art 
experiences continue to be very popular. Grades 5-8 have benefited 
from weekly cooking and sewing lessons. Each group has taken 
several field trips and has been fortunate to have as visitors several 
members of the community telling of their professions. 

We thank all those who have helped make this an exciting and 
productive year.
