To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of 
two hundred sixty thousand dollars ($260,000.00) for the following 
purposes: 

To purchase from Mrs. Shirley Holt a tract of land that lies between 
Hadley Highway and N.H. Route 45. 

To construct on said land a municipal building to be used by the Fire 

Department and Police Department and as a municipal office building. Or 

as an alternative, remodel the present Fire Station to house the municipal 

offices instead of having them housed in the above mentioned municipal 
building. 

The money, if appropriated, shall be raised in the following manner. 

All money in the capital reserve fund established under Article 15 of the 

1983 Town Meeting shall be withdrawn and expended at the discretion of 
the Board of Selectmen. The balance of the money appropriated under this 

Article shall be raised through the issuance of long term notes or bonds 
with the terms of said notes or bonds not exceeding twenty years.

SELECTMEN’S REPORT 
Communications 

We are still with “Base 500”, part of the Draper Energy Company. Two 
other groups tried to get an alternative package put together, but couldn't 
quite do it. Mr. Draper is upgrading his whole operation which means that 
Temple and other towns should be getting improved service. 

Highways & Bridges 
The Board feels that Tim Fiske is doing a good job as Road Agent. He is to 

be congratulated for the fine work that he did on Hadley Highway, 
replacing the bridge and re-surfacing the road. 

As Tim’s report indicates, the much needed gravelling program will be 

expensive, but it is very much needed. 7 

Finances 
Because we had a healthy surplus last year the 1984 tax rate was much 

lower than anticipated. Also, we received the un-spent state balance of TRA 

funds, but this will not happen this year. 
The State Appraisal Division Director has informed us that our 

revaluation program will very probably start late this year or early next year. 

The article in the 1985 warrant is similar to an article in the 1984 warrant, 

but takes the whole process one step further and makes funds available. 
If the new building is authorized the finance charges will double the cost 

of the project. At the present time we anticipate a bond issue at an annual 
rate of 9% or 10%. This will have an impact of about $1.50 on the tax rate 
based on the net valuation of the Town. 

Article #3 
As we discuss Article “3 let us strive to identify the most pressing needs 

of the Town. No one wants to be the Clerk and/or Collector because the 
increasing volume of business puts a lot of foot traffic through their home, 
disrupting family routine. The same problems arise when the Police Chief 
has to work out of his home. 
We need a town office building. We also need, or will soon, more room 

than is available in the town hall. How and when (and where) do we 
overcome that problem? There are many other needs (such as new 
machinery) that we must attack some time soon. 

Police Cruiser 
This car appears to be a good car at a good price. The Selectmen were 

hesitant about buying the vehicle late last year because we felt that this 
was an abrupt change in town policy and that the issue should come before 

the annual meeting. 
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Fire Department 
It should be noted that the Fire Department would have been well within 

its budget had we not been forced into an out-of-court settlement of a 
contested bill from Moody and Son of Nashua. The legal costs were rising 
fast and our attorney advised that our chances were somewhat under 
50/50.

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ROAD AGENTS REPORT 
The changes made in funding and restrictions from our state aid grants 

have allowed us to now put money into repairing our existing roads, which 

are Slowly deteriorating, rather than having to use it to build new roads. 

With these changes in mind, we began our regraveling program by starting 
with the areas in the most need of repair and spreading as much gravel as 

our money allowed. We should be able to carry on with this program quite 

extensively in 1985. 

All gravel roads were ditched and graded often as weather permitted. 
Hadley Highway was ditched, shimmed, and sealed this year, and brush 

was cut in certain areas. 

Brush was also cut along Mansfield Rd., Boutwell Hill Rd., Holt’s Lane, 
and East Rd. Several large dead trees, in danger of falling, were taken down. 
Two-way radios were installed in the dump truck and grader. One is 

being installed in the loader and one may be installed in the pickup. 

We purchased a new used pick-up truck at a reasonable price from the 

state auction to replace the old one. 

The extensive repairs done on the loader this year have put it in very good 

operating condition. We should get many more years of service from it. 

Several old, caved-in culverts were replaced with new culverts. Many 

more were cleaned and opened up to allow the water to run freely. 

Hadley Highway Bridge was replaced with a large culvert, which 

increased the road width from 16 feet to 24 feet and the weight capacity to 

the highest legal limit. Although the culvert may not look as nice as the old 

bridge, the cost was within our budget. 
Due to an increase of 65% over last year for plowing driveways, it was 

impossible to keep within our winter budget. A rise in the rate for hiring 

trucks to plow accounted for 20% of this increase. The remainder is due to 
the many added driveways and the increasing demands of the 

townspeople. 
West Road from the center of town to the Sharon line will be shimmed 

and sealed in the summer of 1985. Please bear with the construction ifyou 

travel this road. 
We would like to thank Mrs. Maretti for her generous donation of 

firewood to the Town Hall. We now have a very good supply. 

I would also like to thank all the people who helped and supported me 

throughout the year.

REPORT OF THE TOWN FOREST FIRE WARDEN 
AND STATE FOREST RANGER 

Our first forest fire prevention law was enacted by our State Legislature 
90 years ago. This early law set in place a cooperative forest fire prevention 
and suppression effort between city and town governments and State 
government. It simply stated that no open fire could be kindled, when the 
ground is free of snow, without the written permission of the town/city 

Forest Fire Warden. This law also stated that anyone kindling a fire without 
written permission shall be liable for the damage caused and subject toa 

$1000 fine. 
During the past 90 years, this law has worked so well that it has 

remained unchanged. All open fires when the ground is not covered with 
snow must be authorized by the local Forest Fire Warden. Persons kindling 

a fire without a permit when one is required are liable for damages caused, 
fire suppression costs and subject to a $1000 fine. 

This cooperative fire prevention law has contributed significantly to our 
nationally recognized annual forest fire loss record.
