2. To raise such sums of money as may be neces- 
sary to defray town charges for the ensuing year and 
make appropriations of the same. 

3. To see if a discount of 3% will be allowed on 
taxes paid on or before the first of September or a 
later date to be set by the Selectmen and if the sum 
of twenty cents shall be added to each poll tax not 
paid on or before September 15th. 

4. To see if the Town will vote to accept the bud- 
get as posted. 

5. To see if the Town will vote to allow the Select- 
men to sell Property taken on tax titles. 

6. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the 
Selectmen to borrow money in anticipation of taxes. 

7. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appro- 
priate the sum of $300.00 for the Kancamagus Ski 
Area. 

8. To see if the Town will vote to raise and ap- 
propriate the sum of $800.00 for the Day Camp. 

9. To see if the Town will vote to raise and ap- 
propriate the sum of $827.00 for the White Mountain 
Community Services, Inc. 
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10. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the 
Town to borrow the sum of $20,500 to purchase a 
new Highway Truck and equipment. 

11. To see if the town will vote to raise and ap- 
propriate the sum of $2,000.00 for a police cruiser. 

12. To see what action the Town will vote to take 
in regards to a curfew. 

13. To see if the Town will vote to establish a 
Planning Board of five (or seven) members with 
duties as set forth in Sections 1-15, Chapter 36, N. 
H. Revised Statutes Annctated, 1955, to make a study 
of the Town’s development and report to the Town 
appropriate recommendations for the promotion and 
maintenance of the Town’s best development. The 
Board shall consist of one Selectman and four (or six) 
other citizens appointed by the Selectmen, as pro- 
vided in Chapter 36, N. H. Revised Statutes Anno- 
tated, 1955. 

14. To see if the Town will vote to become a mem- 
ber of the Pemi-Baker River Valley regional planning 
agency.
