IN MEMORIAM 

Henry Rayno passed away at Christmastime 1974. Henry was 
one of the Town’s most respected citizens. He served his Town 
in many capacities, namely; Overseer of the Poor; Chairman of 
the Planning Board; Chief of Police; first Fire Chief and Charter 
Member of the Wilmot Volunteer Fire Department. 

Fred LeVarn served the Town as a Ballot Clerk for many years 
and as a member and later Chairman of the Planning Board 
of Adjustment. 

William Tilton served the Town as a member of the Board 
of Cemetery Trustees and as Cemetery Sexton for many years. 

Mrs. Edith Campbell served the Town as Town Clerk- for 
many years and was a member of the Historical Committee. 
She was always ready to lend a helping hand in Town affairs. 

The following points of interest cover some of the work and 
events of 1974: 

1. Roads: 
The Duncan Fund and T.R.A. monies were spent on im- 
provement of Shindakin Road and oiling the North Wilmot 
Road. 

2. 1973 Flood Damage: 
Federal funds reimbursing the Town for work done after 
the July 1973 Flood were received after the December 31, 1974 
closing of Town books. These funds are now in the Town 
treasury. 

3. Ball field: 
The ball field has been regraded and along with some Town 
funds, gifts and a Bureau of Outdoor Recreation grant, the 
work has been paid for. The final Bureau of Outdoor Rec- 
reation payment was not received until after the closing of 
the 1974 books. 

4. Solid Waste Disposal: 
The special committee appointed by the Selectmen to work 
on the problem of solid’ waste disposal has spent many hours 
at their task and they will make a report to the Town meet- 
ing. 

5. Town buildings: 
The Town Hall was painted inside and out. The Library 
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at Wilmot Center was also painted outside. 

6. Site of former Town Hall: 
The site of the first Town Hall was dedicated and a suit- 
able marker placed at the site.

TOWN MEETING .- Attendance: 117 

1. To choose all necessary Town Officers for the year ensuing. 

ACTION: With a checklist of 334 voters, there were 181 ballots 

cast. Earle W. Chandler elected Selectman for three years; 
Paul A. Bidwell elected Trustee of Trust Funds for three years; 
Margaret D. Loomer elected Overseer of Public Welfare for one 

year, John E. McFadden elected Town Auditor for one year; 
Henry L. Patten elected Road Agent for one year; Florence 
Langley, Edith A. Locklin and Mary Jane Schoeler elected 
Cemetery Trustees for one year. 

2. To see if the Town is in favor of adopting Amendments to 
the existing Wilmot Planning Ordinance as proposed by the 
Planning Board. 

ACTION: Proposed that the “‘Town Health Officer’’ be sub- 
stituted for the ‘State Board of Health’’ in paragraph 2, Article 
iv, Section III, Page 4. 
Vote: Affirmative. 

Proposed that a paragraph be added to Article III of the 
Ordinance to be ‘“‘Article III Section XV’ and to read “‘If 
deemed to be in the public interest the Wilmot Planning Board 
shall have the authority to require larger lot sizes than those 
stipulated in Article III, Section X, Page 3’’. 
Vote: Affirmative. 

Proposed that the following be added to Article III Section X: 
‘Any lot with less area or frontage, which is recorded and taxed, 
as a lot of record before March 7, 1972, shall be deemed a 

conforming lot.’’ “‘A lot of record is a lot which is part of a 

subdivision recorded in the office of the Merrimack County 

Registry of Deeds, or a lot or parcel described by metes and 

bounds, the description of which has been recorded.’’ 

‘Vote: Affirmative. 

Proposed to add to Article II Section I, Line 3, Page 2, 

‘The village limits will be defined as a zone 500 feet in depth 
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on each side of the right of way between the points indicated 
on the following named roads: Wilmot:- Route 4A from eastern 
junction with Pedrick Road to a point opposite the old bridge 
over Kimpton Brook (approximately one half mile southeast of 
the junction of Route 4A and the North Wilmot Road). North 
Wilmot Road north to the junction with Richards Road. Bunker 
Hill Road south to the junction with Cross Hill Road and 
Elkins Road. Church Lane, Wilmot Flat. Route 11 from the 

eastern to the western junction with Village Road; Village Road 
Mountain View Road; Kearsarge Valley Road to the bridge 
over Cascade Brook. Campground Road to the junction with 
Pancake Street. 
Vote: Affirmative. 

3. To raise such sums of money as may be necessary to defray 
Town charges for the ensuing year and make appropriation of 

the same. 

ACTION: Each proposed expenditure was explained. Salary 
increases for town officials were as follows: Selectmen increased 

by $100; Tax Collector increased by $200; Treasurer and Town 
Clerk each increased by $100. It was voted to increase the 

Police Department budget to $1500. or $150. more than proposed 
to cover the cost of a uniform for the Chief. General Expenses 
of the Highway Department were increased from $6000. to $7500. 
Final voting on this Article was postponed until after Article 9 
was considered. 

4. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to 
borrow money in anticipation of taxes and to negotiate the exten- 
sion or renewal of the notes securing such loans when it is nec- 
essary. 

ACTION: Affirmative. 

5. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the 
sum of $713.75 (seven hundred thirteen dollars and seventy- 
five cents) for the Kearsarge Visiting Nurse Association. 

ACTION: Affirmative. 

6. (Requested) To see if the Town will vote to raise and appro 
priate the sum of $3,000 (Three thousand dollars) for the Wilmot 
Volunteer Fire Company, Inc. 
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ACTION: Affirmative. 

7. (Requested) To see what sum of money the Town will vote 
to raise and appropriate for the New London Hospital. 

ACTION: $600. raised and appropriated. 

8. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to 
sell any material or equipment deemed to be surplus to the 
Town needs; the sale of highway material or equipment to be 
made with the approval of the Road Agent. 

ACTION: Affirmative. 

9. (Requested) To see if the Town will vote to set the salary 
of the Tax Collector at one-half of one per cent of the taxes 
committed to the Collector for collection. 

ACTION: Defeated. 

The meeting returned to Article 3 and a Budget of $29,032 
was approved. 

10. To see if the Town will vote to become a member of the 
regional planning commission, now .organized and named the 

Upper Valley - Lake Sunapee Council, and to appropriate the 
sum of $343.00 (Three hundred forty-three dollars) as the Town’s 
share of the annual operating expenses of the regional planning 

commission to be used in conjunction with other state and federal 

funds available for planning purposes. 

ACTION: Affirmative. 

11. To see what sum of money the Town will raise and appro- 
priate for the purchase of a new Town truck. 

ACTION: It was voted to buy a new Town truck for $15,500; 
trade-in allowance for old truck of $4,800; $7,000. to be taken 
from Capital Reserve - Equipment Fund and $3,700. from 
surplus. 

12. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the 
sum of $1,000. (one thousand dollars) to join the New London 
Police Dispatch Center. 
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ACTION: Passed over. 

13. To see if the Town will vote to accept a parcel of land 
enclosing the Civil War graves of Horse “‘Billy Buskin’’ and Dog 
‘“‘Captain’’ as a gift from Myrtle T. Newcomb. 

ACTION: Affirmative. 

14. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the withdrawal 
from the Revenue Sharing Fund established under the provisions 
of the State and Local Assistance Act of 1972 for the disposal 
of refuse in the amount of $12,209.75 (Twelve thousand two 
hundred nine dollars and seventy-five cents) and deposited in a 
Special Account. Public hearings and public approval be made 
before spending any of the funds. 

ACTION: Affirmative. 

15. To transact any other business that may legally come before 
said meeting. 
A motion was made to override the Moderator’s ruling that a 

letter from the Governor regarding an oil refinery in the State 
be considered out of order and not acted upon. 

ACTION: Defeated. 

A discussion regarding the Flat school building and its possible 
utilization ensued.

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REPORT OF THE LIBRARY TRUSTEES 

The Wilmot library has had a good year of continued growth 

and activity. The number of library users has increased by 
25% and total circulation of books, magazines and records, 

both from our permanent collection and from those obtained 
from the State Library Bookmobile, was noticeably greater 
than last year. As our town grows, so grows our library. 

The trustees have been meeting on a monthly basis since 
March. We felt that quarterly meetings were not frequent 

enough to keep up with library business. One of our main con- 
cerns has been to meet the State Library Association regulations 
for small town libraries so that we may continue to benefit by 
affiliation with this association. To this end, library hours have 
been increased at both libraries and the necessary requirement 
of having toilet facilities available was met, in part at least, by 

having the water pump repaired and one toilet at the Center 
Library put into operating condition for use during the warmer 
months of the year. Thanks to the kind auspices of the Wilmot 
Community Assn., this problem does not exist at the Flat library. 

Additions to the Center library during:1974 included a book- 
drop, so that books can be returned at any thime; a second- 
hand 4-drawer file cabinet for a vertical file of magazine articles, 
prints, etc. on a wide variety of subjects; and a rug for the 
children’s area, donated by Edith Payson. Repairs were needed 
and accomplished to give further support to the library floor. 
At the Flat branch, a new flourescent light was installed and a 
2-drawer card catalog was added. 

Cataloguing of books at both libraries has continued throughout 
the year with Edith Payson as the guiding light, assisted by 
Reed Berkey and Marian Allen. 

Events of interest during 1974 included film showings for 

children in April and November which unfortunately were very 
poorly attended; a Share-a-Book evening in June which was 
well received by those who joined in reviewing books newly 

added to the library; the annual food and book sale in July; 

and a photographic exhibit by Addison Berkey in August. A 

reception was given by the Berkeys for the opening night of 

this exhibit but it is to be noted that no library funds were 

expended for it. Proceeds of the sale of photographic prints 

were donated to the library by the Berkeys and we are grateful. 
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We also had another Spookey Story Hour on Oct. 30. These. 
are always thoroughly enjoyed by the children who attend. 

We had hoped to have an Open House with Donald Hall 
as guest speaker but although he accepted our invitation, he 

could not find time to join us. 

We, as trustees, feel that the library is well on its way to 

becoming a very good small town library. We hope that more 

townspeople will avail themselves of its resources. Any suggestions 

about books or activities, as well as assistance, particularly with 

the vertical file, will always be welcome.

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REPORT OF SCHOOL BOARD MEMBER 

The energy crisis and soaring inflation continue to dominate 

School District affairs. Enrollment in the Distract in September 
declined by 53 students, the first decrease in our five-year 

history. Only time will tell whether the economic resession 
will force more families to live closer to employment centers. 

Major increases in costs of transportation, heat, and elec- 

tricity hamper the School Board’s efforts to hold the budget 
in line. We know the taxpayer’s ability to pay taxes gernerally 

continues to decline. Few have realized increased income com- 

parable to the 1974 cost of living increase of 12.5%. At the time 
of writing the Board has held increases in the proposed budget 

down to about 5.5%, prior to the budget hearing. No new 
positions are proposed. 

During 1974, your representative served as chairman of the 
Planning Committee, chairman of the Salary Negotiating Com- 

mittee, as well as vice chairman of the Board. Whenever you 

have concerns about the schools, I urge you to call or to see 

me, and I will do what I can to be of assistance. 

The annual School District meeting will begin at 1:00 on 
Saturday, March 8, 1975, at the High School in Sutton. Vot- 

ing begins at 12:00. The system works best when everyone 
who cares about public education and/or about property taxes 

comes and votes on the school warrant. I hope to see you on 
March 8.

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CEMETERY COMMISSION REPORT 

Early in the spring all town cemeteries were inspected. The 
cemeteries with the exception of the Stearns cemetery were 

mowed. Eagle Pond and Bunker Hill cemeteries are in condi- 

tion where power mowers can be used, and were therefore 

mowed more often. 
The small Stearns cemetery is in a bad state of disrepair. It 

is overgrown with bushes and there is nothing to mark its bound- 

ary lines. It should be reclaimed. 
Volunteers raked the White Pond cemetery and removed the 

mulch put down when the Eagle Pond cemetery was seeded. 

The old fence around Bunker Hill cemetery was replaced 
and painted and is now a credit to the town. A word of appre- 
ciation is due our road agent for the fine job of installation. 

During the year there, have been four burials in Bunker 

Hill cemetery and one in the Tewksbury cemetery. 
There should be a three-fold plan to improve many of the 

headstones: Ist. straighten those which are leaning, 2nd. repair 

broken stones where possible,and 3rd. replace those which 

cannot be repaired, or otherwise mark the grave with pertinent 

data. This would be a long range project, for a great deal of 

the above work needs to be done in most of the town ceme- 

teries. 

We feel strongly that the Cemetery Trustees should serve 
a three year term, one being elected each year. This would 

avoid the possibility of an entire new board again. 

The budget recommendations for cemetery maintenance and 

Capital outlays for 1975 are as follows: Estimated Cost 
A. Reclaim Stearns cemetery $ 150.00 
B. Mowing of cemeteries 900.00 

C. Headstones-straighten those

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REPORT OF THE PLANNING BOARD 

The activities of the Planning Board in 1974 followed the 
usual pattern of the last several years. We received and acted 
favorably on five applications for subdivisions; we refused per- 

mission for a sixth and have taken no action on a seventh 

which was only at the discussion stage. 

During the year we held two public meetings to explain the 
proposed changes in the Wilmot Planning Ordinance and Sub- 
division Regulations and to invite public expression of opinion. 
Since there was no objection raised to the recommended addition 

to the Subdivision Regulations, the board adopted it. The add- 
itions and amendments to the Planning Ordinance were passed 

by the voters on March 5th, and were adopted as of that date. 
Like all other New Hampshire towns, Wilmot is growing 

and will be subjected to increasing population pressure. The 

Board feels that the majority of voters wish to retain the rural 
flavor of our town. For that reason further revisions in our 

ordinance and a greater degree of planning will be called for 
in the future. When these things are developed by the Board 
they will be presented to you for approval. In meeting these 
and other problems, membership in the Upper Valley-Lake 
Sunapee Council has been extremely helpful and should prove 

even more so in the years to come. 

One final word on personnel: we were sorry to lose the 

valuable services of Roy Frederick who moved away during 

the summer. His place on the Board has been taken by Tom 
Voss.

increase in the use of its services. We provide nursing care 

(which) includes education, prevention, and rehabilitation), phys- 
ical therapy and occupational therapy. No one is denied service 

due to financial difficulties. An individual can be referred to 
us by anyone and all information is confidential. In Community 
Health Nursing, family involvement is of utmost importance. 

The family needs support and guidance so they can continue 
care between our visits. Teaching is a vital component that 

is incorporated with whatever procedures are ordered by the 

physician. 

In the past year we have increased the hours of our part-time 

nurse and now are considering employing another nurse. Physical 

therapy visits have doubled.

320 visits for prevention, education, and guidance 

593 visits for nursing care (dressings, catheters,

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UPPER VALLEY-LAKE SUNAPEE COUNCIL 

The Council has been undergoing a period of rapid growth 

in this, its second year of full work in the Lake Sunapee Region. 

It originated as a six member economic development association 

in the Upper Valley. But with its growth and the development 
of the Lake Sunapee Region two years ago, it is now a compre- 

hensive regional planning agency serving the needs of 22 member 

communities in a region of 1,000 square miles, from offices in 

Lebanon and Newport. 

The Council operates on an annual budget of more than 

$100,000 - $109,000 for the current 1974-75 fiscal year. It is 
under the direction of a 45 member board of directors composed 
of two directors from each of its 22 member communities (plus 

one director-at-large). Since these directors are appointed by 
the member communities - the Selectmen or City Councilors - 
and set the overall policies and programs to be administered 

by the professional staff, there is complete local control of the 

Council’s activities. 
Yet, the membership dues from local communities (Wilmot’s 

share for the coming year, figured on a per capita basis will 

be just $391.00) account for less than 30 percent of the Council’s 
total revenue. The remainder, more than 70 percent, comes 

from various state and federal sources; sources available to the 

Council because of its status as a comprehensive regional planning 

agency recognized by the federal government and the states 

of New Hampshire and Vermont. In other words, these added 
sources of revenue have increased the Council’s income and thus 

its ability to serve its members at a better than two-to-one 

ratio of service to local dollars spent. 
Many programs have been undertaken with that money. 

There are large-scale regional studies which can benefit all 

member towns. Within the present year, there has been the 

completion of a comprehensive solid waste management study, 

which has helped all member towns head in the right direction 

as they approach the state-mandated deadline for closing their 

open burning dumps; and which has revealed new options and 

technical areas for exploration by those towns which already 
have a landfill established. There are smaller-scale studies 
which benefit smaller groups of communities in the region. 

Presently, for example, more than 20 towns are involved in the 
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Council’s tax mapping program, designed to help all New Hamp- 
shire communities meet the state deadline. Others have bene- 
fited from Council aid in local but multi-town problems in areas 

such as public transportation and recreation. 

Direct staff assistance is made available to most communities 

via a technical services program with help given in such diverse 

areas as subdivision regulations, land use maps, downtown im- 

provement studies, new zoning ordinances, planning for new 

municipal facilities and the many technical and graphic needs 
inherent in these programs. 

These are a few of the types of services which the Council 

has provided in the past year. These types of services will 
be continued in its new fiscal year, which will begin July 1, 1975. 
The exact components remain to be identified and they will 

depend largely on what the town-appointed directors see as 

pressing needs this spring, since the Council is not a sort of 
regional government. It is a membership group, established 

to serve its members. 
While each town or city has its own pressing problems, it 

does not exist in a vacuum. Many of its neighbors face some 
of these same problems. Or a neighbor’s solutions may cause 

it problems. 

This is where a regional planning program can help, working 

with and for local communities to seek solutions to these common 
problems. That is the continuing mission of the Upper Valley- 
Lake Sunapee Council.
