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REPORT OF SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS 

To the School Board and Citizens of Nottingham: 

The present organization of the schools is as follows: 

School Grade Teacher Pupils

This is an increase of nearly 23% over last year. This 

year, for the first time, the school census was required to 

cover all children from birth to age 15. There were 56% 

more children found in the first six years covered by the 

schooi census than in the six years previous to age 16. The 

disparity between the middle and upper groups of three 

grades each, in school this year, is especially marked. It 

was necessary to open another room at Gebig School this 

year, and probably the other room at Gebig will be needed 

also next year. 

Last year at the annual meeting a committee consisting of 

Frederick Fownes, Arthur MacDaniel, and Elinor Fernald 

was appointed to consider the possibility of joining in a coop- 

erative district or constructing a consolidated school build- 

ing. The committee and School Board met with Mr. Robert 

Hopper of the State Board of Education staff, and also with 

the Lee School Board and a similar committee. It is likely 

that definite plans may be greatly aided in the future by the 

construction of a master-plan of larger administrative units 

for the entire state. School buildings, of which very few 

have been built in the last ten years, may receive an impetus 

if federal aid is forthcoming in this session of Congress. 

State legislation this year should include a better teachers’ 

retirement law and increased state aid to help meet the rising 
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cost of growing schools. Federal aid to the states for their 

public schools, without federal control, would be passed down 

to the districts for aid in meeting current costs, with possible 

added aid by way of high school transportation and new 

buildings. 

The School Nurse, Miss Myrtle Fletcher, made regular 

examination of 59 pupils, besides special examinations from 

time to time. Tooth defects and diseased tonsils were the_ 

most frequent remediable conditions found. Measles was the 

most frequent communicable disease. A toxoid clinic was 

attended by 45 children, Ten children were taken. to. den- 

tists, oculists, or other special treatment out of town. 

Nottingham joined with the other districts in Supervisory 

Union No. 44 in the purchase of a Pure-Tone Audiometer 

and a Massachusetts. Vision Test. The school lunch program 

. has been maintained under the direction of the Parent- 

Teacher Association, with the help of a district appropria- 

tion, federal aid in cash and commodities, donations from 

interested citizens, volunteer clerical help, codperation of the 

transporters and teachers. It is a remarkable feat to put on 

such a lunch program without charge to the pupils. 

Mr. Charles H. Chesley died shortly after my annual re- 

port of a year ago was written. He had been a trustee of 

Coe-Brown Northwood Academy for the last 22 years, and 

was formerly on the Nottingham School Board for a total of 

13 years. He regularly attended and participated in the an- 

nual district meetings. Dr. Hilton C. Buley came from 

New Jersey as state Commissioner of Education, to succeed 

Dr. Edgar Fuller, who resigned to accept an educational 

position of national scope. |

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REPORT OF THE FOREST FIRE WARDEN 

Your local organization to prevent and extinguish brush 

and woods fires is glad to report a good year of forest pro- 

tection in 1948. In spite of danggr conditions nearly equal- 

ling at times those of 1947 when great losses were suffered 

in New Hampshire and New England, fire damage and loss 

this year have been gratifyingly low. } 

With the continuing cooperation of all the people, we can 

hope to have another successful year in 1949. Let us remem- 

ber that in any year, over 90% of all fires are caused by 

carelessness and that all these man-caused fires are prevent- 

able. 
Today, we have more slash and uncut grassland than for 

many years in the past. Smokers, campers and tourists who 

use our outdoors are also more numerous than ever before. 

We must therefore be ready for fires which might occur but, 

- above all, prevention by everyone is the greatest need. 

A few simple precautions taken by every citizen will help, 

as follows: 

(1) Always get a written permit from the warden before 

kindling a fire outdoors when the ground is not cov- 

ered with snow. 

- (2) If you smoke, always extinguish matches and tobacco 

before dropping or throwing them down. In automo- 

biles, always use the ash trays. 

(3) Report fires and smokes to the warden without delay. 

The observance of these and other simple rules will go far 

to insure safety from fire damage and your cooperation in 

this way is earnestly solicited.
