IN MEMORIAM 

Clifford Robichaud passed away May 10, 1976. He served the town as a trustee of 
trust funds, as Chairman of the Board of Adjustment and took an active interest in 
the Wilmot Community Association and the Wilmot Volunteer Fire Company. 

Casper LeVarn died on September 12, 1976. He served Wilmot as Selectman. He 
authored an early history of Wilmot and produced early town maps. 

SELECEMEN’S NOTES 

We would like to congratulate the Wilmot Bicentennial Committee for a job well 
done. This committee did much to bring the Town together as a unit rather than see 
each section of Town going their separate ways. 

The old Wilmot Flat schoolhouse was rebuilt and made into offices for Town officials, 

a meeting room and a room used by the Historical Society. The outside painting was 
delayed until the spring of 1977. 

Shindagan Road was rebuilt and is ready to hard top finish in 1977. Also Eagle 
Pond Road received some improvement and new large culvert was installed at Frazier 
Brook. The Eagle Pond Bridge was completed and opened to traffic. 

Wilmot Tax Map: Aerial photographs have been obtained, scaled, and a base 
map constructed. Physical features, namely brooks, rivers, town roads, and State 
Highways have been drafted on this work plan and the transposition of property lines 
based on existing surveys and/or aerial photo interpretation is in progress. In addi- 
tion, files for each tract or ownership are being developed containing deed description 
information, owner of record, tract areas and road frontage distances. As worksheets 
are completed final Tax Map Sheets will be drafted. Two public hearings will be held, 
the first in early summer for property owners to view tax map data at that time and 
to offer comments, pertaining to their parcel configuration.

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Morse, seconded by Earle Chandler to reduce Patriotic Purposes by $300 from $750 
to $450. Reason: Special Article 13 to be voted on later. Motion carried. 
Motion made by John Morse, seconded by Earle Chandler to amend budget ap- 
propriation from $89,202.92 to $92,902.92 and to raise this sum of money less es- 
timated revenues of $62,026.51. (Net appropriation to be raised $30,876.41). Mo- 
tion carried. The question was called for and the original motion was carried 
with amendments. 

ARTICLE IV. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to borrow money 
in anticipation of taxes and to negotiate the extension or renewal of the notes securing 

such loans when it is necessary. ACTION: Motion made by Ernest Patten, seconded by 
Richard Bacon. Motion carried. 

ARTICLE V. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of 
$723.75 for the Kearsarge Visiting Nurse Association. Motion to accept made by 
Alice R. Chandler, seconded by Ralph Weed. Motion carried. 

ARTICLE VI. To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of 
$3,500 for the Wilmot Volunteer Fire Company, Inc. Motion made by John McFadden, 
seconded by Richard Bacon. Vote affirmative. 

ARTICLE VII. To see what sum of money the Town will vote to raise and appro- 
priate for the New London Hospital. ACTION: Motion made by Mary Teach, seconded 
by Barbara Kimball to raise and appropriate a sum of $1,000. Vote: 
Affirmative. 

ARTICLE VIII. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to sell any 
material or equipment deemed to be surplus to the Town needs; the sale of 
highway material or equipment to be made with the approval of the Road 
Agent. ACTION: Ernest Patten made a motion to accept article as read. 
seconded by Keith Fleury. B. LaCasse made a motion to amend the article to include 
the words ‘‘and notice of such items or services to be posted in the 

Post Office or other public place’’. Seconded by Mr. Brock. ACTION: Motion 
to amend defeated. Vote on Article VIII as written was carried. 

ARTICLE IX. To see if the Town will vote to be a member of the regional planning 

commission, organized and named the Upper Valley-Lake Sunapee Council, and to 
appropriate the sum of $399 as the Town’s share of the annual oper- 
ating expenses. ACTION: Motion made by John Madden to accept and seconded by 
Robert Minard. Motion carried. 

ARTICLE X. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the withdrawal 

from the Revenue Sharing Fund established under the provisions of the State 
and Local Assistance Act of 1972, the amount of $5,180.85 to be used in renovation 
and preservation of the Wilmot Flat school building for town purposes.

ARTICLE XV. Motion made by John Madden, seconded by Robert Minard. 
Vote: Affirmative. 

ARTICLE XVI. Motion made by Barbara Sanborn, seconded by _ Robert 
Minard. Vote: Affirmative. 

ARTICLE XVII. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appro- 
priate the sum of $667.20 for the continuation of services to the low- 
income residents of Wilmot through the Kearsarge Valley Area center of the Com- 
munity Action Program, Belknap-Merrimaack Counties Inc. ACTION: Move by 
Ernest Patten, seconded by David Miller to indefinitely postpone was defeated. 
Keith Fleury made a motion seconded by Richard Bacon to amend the 
article to include ‘‘that the Selectmen appoint a member from Wilmot to the 
Advisory Board and that a report in detail be made back to the next 
Town Meeting on the services rendered Wilmot residents.’” Amendment was 
adopted. Upon motion of Keith Fleury, seconded by Richard Bacon, the original 
article as amended was carried. 

ARTICLE XVIII. To see if the Town will vote to take the sum of $3,500 from the 
Bridge Capital Reserve fund for use in completing the reconstruction of the Eagle 
Pond Bridge. ACTION: Earle Chandler moved the acceptance and John Morse 
seconded. Motion carried. 

ARTICLE XIX. To transact any other business that may legally come before said 
meeting. ACTION:Alice Chandler spoke in behalf of the Bicentennial Com- 
mittee’s historical scroll, the words of which appear on the back cover 
of the Town Report, urging anyone who has not signed the scroll to do so. Earle 
Chandler paid tribute to Lewis E. Loomer, retiring Town Clerk, who 
faithfully served the Town for 16 years. Although Mr. Loomer was not present (he 
had left the meeting earlier due to illness) the entire audience rose to 
applaud his meritorious service. Earle Chandler assured the people that the 
Selectmen would meet with all organizations interested in the building plan for the 
Wilmot Flat schoolhouse and hold a public hearing. Upon motion of John Morse, 

seconded by Earle Chandler, the meeting adjourned. After counting of the ballots 
the meeting was formally adjourned at 12:45 a.m. 
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REPORT OF THE PLANNING BOARD 

Generally speaking the routine activities of the Planning Board followed the pattern 
of the last several years. Three subdivisions were presented to the board and were 
approved. In addition, three others were discussed, but no action was required, since 
they have not been formally presented. The Board also acted affirmatively on two 
boundary agreements. 

The proposed amendment to the Planning Ordinance in order to comply with the 
Flood Insurance Regulations was passed by the voters and became law. Following 
the Town Meeting the Planning Ordinance and Subdivision Regulations including all 
amendments up to March 2, 1976 were brought up to date and reprinted. 

Work on the Master Plan mentioned in last year’s report has continued. With the 
assistance of the Bicentennial Committee almost four hundred questionnaires were 
distributed to residents of the town. Two hundred and seventy three were completed 
and returned. These were tallied and the results announced at a public meeting on 
May 24th. It is noteworthy that seventy two people indicated their willingness to serve 
on various committees. Since May a Land Use and Population Committee under the 
chairmanship of John Rayno and a Natural Resources Committee under Tom Voss have 
been formed. Robert Minard will be chairman of the Goals and Policies Committee 
when it is created, and our secretary, Barbara Sanborn, is charged with the responsi- 
bility of Public Relations. The Upper Valley - Lake Sunapee Council has been of great 
help throughout and will continue to be of assistance to our committees by furnish- 
ing them data, making maps and aiding in the interpretation and write-up of their 
findings. 

There were some personnel changes in 1976. Francis Caruso completed a five year 
term on the Board and Henry Stevens his tenth year. The Board extends its sincere 
thanks to these two men for the help they have rendered. Their places were taken 
by John Rayno and Mary Teach. Upon the latter’s resignation, Robert Clarke was 
appointed to fill out her term. 

In compliance with Federal directives, the UV-LSC has formed a regional land use 
study committee for which the Planning Board of each town was asked to appoint a 
member. Peter Allen has accepted this responsibility and will serve on behalf of 
Wilmot.

CEMETERY COMMISSION REPORT 

The town cemeteries were inspected and plans laid for 1976. Joyce Rand contracted 
to do the necessary mowing and get all the cemeteries groomed in time for Memorial 
Day. In addition as the year progressed she did fine trimming and/or clipping where 
needed and cut and removed brush which had begun to encroach upon several 
cemeteries before snow flew. Joan Baker assisted Mrs. Rand when needed, and 
Thomas Patten also did mowing. 

The stolen grave markers were replaced with new plastic ones in all the cemeteries. 
The Wilmot Flat Church Cemetery and Pine Hill Cemetery are under the care of other 
organizations but all town veterans are provided with markers, and flags on each 
Memorial Day at town expense. 

Perry Granite Memorials of Tilton spent 4 days with 2 men and equipment at Bunker 
Hill Cemetery during July. In this time they were able to straighten up the monuments 
in two rows, one roda in from Bunker Hill Road. None of there required cement founda- 
tions but were tipped over, newly leveled bases of pounded sand prepared and then the 
monuments straightened. 

Your cemetery committee feels that it would interest our citizens to know that the en- 
dowment or trust funds which have been established for various cemeteries are a tre- 
mendous help. Without their interest little beyond maintenance could be accomplish- 
ed. Fees paid for lots go directly into the town’s general fund. All trust fund monies are 
restricted to use in the cemetery and/or plot designated. Their aggregate amounts are:

REPORT OF THE LIBRARY TRUSTEES 

While a library is in operation primarily to provide reading and reference material 
to the townspeople it serves, it can only do this if they are aware of its existance and 
come in to use it. With this in mind, your trustees and librarians have worked diligently 
this past year to increase library awareness by providing and sponsors programs of 
interest to all age groups. 

In keeping with the Bicentennial celebration, we held an Oldtimers’ Storytelling 
Hour in February. The tales of how life used to be in Wilmot were interesting and 
enjoyable. In June, we sponsored a program of two Barbershop Quartets. The Town 
Hall was filled to capacity and the generous voluntary donations came very close 
to covering the expenses of the evening. The poRpOnS? to this event was so favorable 
that we hope to make it an annual event. 

Many people stopped in to see us during the Open House on July 17. We hope they 
noticed our red, white and blue flower beds in front of the library, made possible 

by donations of time, soil and plants from Robert Minard, Lawrence Rowe and Ed Seu- 

fert. Another thanks to Elma Amadio who watered for us. 
Another outstanding event was an Evening of Poetry with Donald Hall. His recollect- 

ions of earlier days in Wilmot as expressed in his poetry were well received by the fifty 
or more people who attended. 

Our last program of the year was unfortunately snowed out. Only a handful of people 
came to watch the silent films shown in December. However we plan to continue these 
on a monthly basis during the winter and spring. (Last Friday of the month, 7:30 P. M. 
at the Center.) The films are obtained free of charge from the State Library. 

On a more business-like note: 4,734 books were borrowed from the Bookmobile 
which, combined with purchases and gifts made during the year and added to our 
permanent collection, provided approximately 10,000 books available for circulation 
or reference. Our one fund-raising event, the Food and Book Sale in July was the most 
successful thus far and we are grateful to all who donated to it and supported it. Due 
to poor weather, it was held in the Community Center. We wish to thank that associa- 
tion for allowing us to use the building and for continued use of a room to house the 
branch library. The trustees accepted with reluctance the resignation of Margaret 
Loomer as branch librarian. Judy Romanoff has taken over those duties. 

Mary Jane Schoeler, center librarian, continued her studies at UNH this past sum- 
mer taking a course in Library Services to Adults and Young Adults, and one in Library 
Services to Children. Several ideas gained through these courses have been imple- 
mented at the Center Library. 

Early in the year, Frances Wilcox was helpful in starting a Friends of the Library 
Group. It continyes to meet with regularity under her direction. They are putting to- 
gether a vertical file: clippings of interest on a wide variety of subjects which should be 
of particular value to young people doing reports for school. We are appreciative 
of the support this group is giving us. 

Last April we sent a letter to the N. H. State Library nominating Edith Payson 
for a special award for her long years of service to libraries in general and Wilmot’s 
library in particular. Since she was not selected by the State Library, we felt it appro- 
priate to show our appreciation with a small gift. This was presented publicly the even- 
ing that Donald Hall spoke. 

Our thanks to the volunteers who keep the library open on Tuesday nights: Clara 
Langley, Florence Langley, Frances Wilcox, Doris Languenau, Elma Amadio and 
Dorothea Brady. And thanks too to Reed Berkey who continues the cataloguing. 

A short flyer has been attached to the Town Report. We would appreciate having 
this returned with your comments and suggestions. It may be mailed to either library 
or any trustee, but better yet, come in to see and talk with us. The trustees’ meetings 
are held monthly, normally the second Tuesday at 9 A. M. at the Center. They are open 
to anyone who would like to attend.

To the Townspeople of Wilmot, New Hampshire: 
This is a Financial Report of the Wilmot Volunteer Fire Company, Inc., including the 

Town of Wilmot 1976 Appropriation and money raised by the Members of the Fire 
Company in 1976. 

During 1976 we accomplished some long needed improvements of the Fire Station. 

Thanks to the Community Association, which graciously allowed us to share their water 
supply, we were able to provide running water to our building and install two new 
mens’ and womens’ lavatories. In conjunction with this project, we also had our septic 
system replaced. 

Our meeting room was re-painted this year and new fluorescent lighting was in- 
stalled. The ceiling was insulated, and other miscellaneous repairs were made. 

A new movie projector was purchased through Civil Defense, and with various 
fire training films available to us, this should be a big help to the Fire Company. This 
projector was purchased with the intent of also making it available to other town organ- 
izations. 

We enjoyed taking part in some of the Bicentennial events of the past year and also 
provided use of the Fire Station for the Bicentennial Committee’s chicken barbecue. 

The Fire Company provided generators for power at the Town Hall during a power 
failure on election day, and this was a ‘‘first’’ for us. 

Necessary body repairs were made on one of the trucks along with battery replace- 
ments. Some lengths of hose were replaced, and a new basket strainer for the 6’’ 
suction hose was purchased. 

We responded to 12 alarms in Wilmot in 1976 and most were of a minor nature. 
We were called out for 7 Mutual-Aid fires including the King Ridge maintenance build- 
ing fire, and the Old New London fire house fire. There were 3 calls to Andover, 2 to 
New London, | to Sutton, and 1 to Springfield. In addition, 10 fire drills were held dur- 
ing the year. Our mutual aid radio check with the 14 towns in the Mutual-Aid District 
is still conducted weekly along with the check of our fire phones. 

As of the date of this report, John McFadden, our treasurer of 24 years, is ill and 
hospitalized. He has served the Fire Company, and community, with loyalty and dis- 
tinction. We wish him a speedy recovery. 

The members of the Wilmot Volunteer Fire Company, Inc. wish to thank the Select- 
men, Police Department, Director of Civil Defense, townspeople, and everyone who 
assisted in our various projects for their generous cooperation and assistance.

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UPPER VALLEY - LAKE SUNAPEE COUNCIL 

The Council - until four years ago known as the Upper Valley Planning and Devel- 
opment Commission - has undergone a period of rapid growth and change. From what 
originated as an economic development association, it has become a comprehensive 
regional planning agency. And, where it originally served just six towns, it now serves 
thirty-one communities in New Hampshire and Vermont, from Orford on the North 
to Charlestown on the South; from Canaan on the East to the three Vermont member 
towns of Hartford, Norwich and Thetford. 

The Council operates on an annual budget of about $100,000. It is under the direction 
of a 47 member board of directors composed of two directors from each of its member 
communities (plus 5 directors-at-large). These directors are appointed by the member 
communities, set the policies and programs to be administered, and assure complete 
local control of the Council’s activities. 

Yet, the membership dues from local communities (Wilmot’s share for the coming 
year, figured on a per captia basis will be just $420.00) account for only 30 percent of 
the Council's revenue. The rest, 70 percent, comes from state and federal sources; 
sources available to the Council because of its status as a comprehensive regional 
planning agency recognized by the federal government and the states of N. H. and Vt. 
In other words, these added sources of revenue have increased the Council’s income 

and thus its ability to serve its members at a two-to-one ratio of service to local dollars 
spent. 

That money has been used for many programs of benefit to the towns. There are 
major regional programs such as housing, transportation and landfill studies. There 
are information gathering programs, in which the Council intervenes with federal 
sources and assists towns in dealing with the new flood insurance or public works 
or community development laws - and applying for federal dollars. 

There are seminars and workshops on such topical issues as recreation grants and 
tax mapping or historic preservation. And there’s the ever-popular technical assistance 
program in which the Council staff works directly with Selectmen or the Planning 
Board on zoning, master plans, subdivision regulations, mapping and other direct 
assistance. 

These are a few of the types of services which the Council has provided in the past 
year. These types of services will be continued in its new fiscal year, which will begin 
July 1, 1977. The exact components remain to be set and will depend largely on what 
the town-appointed directors see as pressing needs this spring. The Council is not a 
regional government; it is a membership group, established to serve its member 
towns and cities. 

While each town or city has its own pressing problems, it does not exist in a 
vacuum. Many of its neighbors face some of these same problems. Or a neighbor’s 
solutions may cause it problems. This is where a regional planning program can help, 
working with and for local communities to seek solutions to these common problems. 
That is the continuing mission of the Upper Valley-Lake Sunapee Council.

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WILMOT BICENTENNIAL COMMITTEE REPORT 

The Bicentennial Committee held its final meeting in December 1976. You will 
see from our financial statement that - although it was not our purpose or intention 
to make money - due to the townspeople’s enthusiastic support, many of our projects 

‘turned to gold’’. As soon as it became apparent that we would end our year with an 
excess of funds, our Chairman requested that committee members submit suggestions 
for the disposition of these monies. Many good suggestions were forthcoming. Among 
those were: furniture for the meeting room in the old schoolhouse building; painting 
of the exterior of the schoolhouse; a scholarship fund; a playground on the old school- 
house grounds; street signs for Wilmot and turning over the remaining funds to the 
newly formed Wilmot Historical Society. It is to the credit of this group of individuals 
that they maintained their committee interest and responsibility until all business was 
finished. The Committee met with the Selectmen and an attorney to determine the 
legality of disposing of funds accumulated by a town appointed committee. After due 
consideration it was voted to purchase 25 folding chairs and a coat rack for the school- 
house building and the balance of funds to be turned over to the Historical Society 
for the following purposes: 1) Purchase a glass display cabinet and a display table for 
the Historical Room; 2) Reproduce the old Wilmot map and key made by Cal LeVarn; 
3) Enlarge, print and frame photos of school children who attended the old school 
and 4) Cover cost of miscellaneous items needed for the Historical Room. 
This was one of the best committees ever organized in Wilmot. Our compliments 

to the Selectmen for their choices. As a committee these people put together an excit- 
ing and memorable year of activity. To chronicle the many events and projects of the 
Bicentennial year, we are condensing the Newsletters herein. (copies of most newslet- 
ters are still available from editor, Alice Chandler) 
Newsletter #1 - October 1975 - Introduced townspeople to the committee members 
and officers and stated the goals of the three sub-committees: Heritage - a look to 
the past - chaired by Bob Minard; Festival - a celebration of the present - chaired 
by Freda Mangels; and Horizon - a vision of the future - chaired by Genevieve Madden. 
Newsletter #2 - November 1975 - Informed readers that the newsletters would be 
handed out by committee members each month. Invited townspeople to come to our 
meetings. Reported on the first event: Bicentennial Climb up Mt. Kearsarge on Octo- 
ber 26. It was our first success and a lot of fun for all ages. 
Newsletter #3 - December 1975 - Invited townspeople to attend the December 6 presen- 
tation of the Bicentennial flag at the Town Hall. Dates were set for the July play and 
supper and August parade and birthday party. An offering of 100 well preserved copies 
of the August 29, 1907 issue of the Journal Transcript was announced. This contained 
an entire page devoted to Wilmot and its celebration of the 100th anniversary of the 
Town. 
Newsleter #4 - January 1976 - Copies of this letter were mailed to non-residents 
bringing them up-to-date on bicentennial news. A report of the Presentation Ceremon- 
ies on December 6 declaring Wilmot a Bicentennial Town detailed the program and 
reported 133 persons gathered for the event. Townspeople had their first opportunity 
to sign the Wilmot Bicentennial Scroll rededicating themselves to the principles 
of their founding fathers. It was announced that the committee’s lasting project was 
selected to be the construction of a room within the old Wilmot Flat schoolhouse 
for use as a Wilmot museum, meeting room and cultural center. A grant from the N. H. 
Bicentennial Commission of $1,000 had been applied for. Matching funds were solici- 
ted. 
Newsletter #5 - February 1976 - Encouraged attendance at the February 14 Oldtimers 
Storytelling Evening. Annunced that the Teen Council were planning a Bicentennial 
Antique Craft Fair on May 8 at the Town Hall. Townspeople were asked to loan 
antique items for display and to volunteer to demonstrate old crafts. Francis Tewksbu- 
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ry who lives in Loudon, N. H., a member of the large Tewksbury family originating 
in North Wilmot, was unanimously voted to be an Honorary Member of the 
Bicentennial Committee. News of the Wilmot medallion designed by the Committee 
to depict Kearsarge Mountain and the Old North Church was included. 
Newsletter #6 - March 1976 - The Oldtimers Storytelling Event on February 14 brought 
out 114 people. Storytellers were: Florence Langley, Mildred Howard, Tomie DePaola, 
Francis Tewksbury, Walter Walker, Lida Gross, Eva French and Arthur Thompson. 

The evening was climaxed by a grab bag drawing of over 70 prizes and refreshments 
were served. Neighbors were encouraged to plan red, white and blue gardens for sum- 
mer display and to fly the American flag. Good quality flags were offered by the com- 
mittee at cost. The Wilmot Center Library started their rotating display of memorabilia 
of historical interest. The Bicentennial Supplement in the 1975 Town Report honored 
our present three Selectmen: long-time Treasurer; oldest citizens of Wilmot; included 
histories of the oldest business, churches, libraries, fire company, community associa- 
tion, Grange and listed a calendar of Bicentennial events. This newsletter carried 

the first biographical sketch of other townspeople and focused on native daughter, 
Lida Howard Gross. 
Newsletter #7 - April 1976 - Bicentennial Committee members served cookies and 
coffee during voting hours at Town Meeting in appreciation of townspeople’s support 
of the town appropriation for summer events. This newsletter carried further news 
of the forthcoming May 8 Teen Council Antique Craft Fair and the June 19 Barbershop 
evening to be sponsored by the Library. The Bicentennial Wagon Train Pilgrimage 

schedule in New Hampshire was reported. Wilmot’s scroll was to be delivered to Hen- 
niker on May 20 or 21. The July 4th National Bell Ringing was announced. This month 
we read about Edith Hyland Payson, born on the 4th of July 1891. 
Newsletter #8 - May, 1976 - Readers were reminded of the Teen Council Fair and 
the Wagon train ceremonies. A story of the history of the Liberty Bell was printed. 
Our ladies were encouraged to make colonial costumes for their families to be worn 
at all bicentennial events. The Committee paid tribute to Lew Loomer upon his retire- 
ment from public service. 

Newsletter #9 - June, 1976 - This letter was mailed to non-residents. A report compli- 
mented Melody Brown and her Teen Council for an excellent Antique and Craft Fair 
on May 8. The scroll containing signatures of Wilmot townspeople was delivered to 
the Wagon Train encampment at Henniker by Selectman Earle Chandler. Nellie For- 
rest donated a flagpole for the old Wilmot Flat schoolhouse to be installed later in the 
year. Work was reported on the old schoolhouse and the Bicentennial Com- 
mittee had received their grant of $1,000, matching funds having been generously 
contributed by Wilmot people. (In this and most of the newsletters you will find listings 
of those generous people who encouraged us with their contributions) It was recom- 
mended that readers tune to the Today Show for the commemoration of New Hamp- 
shire on June 18. People were urged to mark their calendars for June 19 barbershop 
evening and July a4 national bell ringing at 2 o’clock followed by a service at the Wil- 
mot Flat Baptist Church. Olive Chase’s play ‘‘Birth of a Town’’, directed by 
Jacqueline Rayno, was in rehearsal. Plans for a full day of activity on July 17 
included a supper at the Wilmot Center Congregational Church planned by Esther 
Farnum and the ladies of the Ivy Guild and dancing in the evening at the Town Hall to 
Allan Block and his folk music. One of our committee members was spotlighted in this 
edition: Florence Langley. 

Newsletter #10 - July 1976 We were in full swing of the summer activities. People 
were encouraged to ring their own bells along with the churches on July 4 and to 
attend the service at the Wilmot Flat Church. Reminders were printed for the July 17th 
Big Day of Events. The play was to start at 3 o’clock Saturday afternoon, dress re- 
hearsal the evening before. During the day the Wilmot Center Church would display 
church memorabilia; chicken pie supper to be held starting at S P.M. A copy of the 
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First Warrant 1807 had been posted in the P. O. and Szilagyi’s Store. These were 
scripted by Agatha Howard. Three beautiful Bicentennial afghans made by ')ctavia 
Stearns, Myrtle Newcomb and Flora Putnam were received by the Bicen. Cominittee. 

Plans were made to raffle them during the August 21-22 weekend of events. The 
Bicentennial medal was available in silver, pewter and bronze. This month to honor 
Eva and John French on their 50th wedding anniversary, a biographical sketch of their 
lives appeared. 
Newsletter #11 - August, 1976 This letter reported the success of the bell ringing. 
More than 100 townspeople, many in Colonial costume, gathered at the Wilmot Flat 
Baptist Church for a community service led by Rev. Dr. William Millar. Other clergy 
participating were Rev. Dr. Jack Jensen and Mr. Robert McCullough from Camp 
Wilmot. An account of the very successful play ‘‘Birth of a Town’’ was reported. The 
cast consisted of 22 Wilmot men, directed by Jacqueline Rayno.An overflow crowd en- 
joyed the proceedings. Helping Jackie were Annie Thompson, Meg Trumbull, Garry 
and Terry Rayno, Elynor Taylor, Maurice Rayno. Tomie DePaola repaired 

the stage curtain. The Bicentennial Committee announced that they had placed a 
plaque at the site of Billy Buskin’s grave near Chase Pond. Marion Phelps Stearns, a 
descendant of Chase was honored in this newsletter. An announcement of the upcom- 
ing Old Home Day celebration was made - church service, picnic lunch and band con- 
cert on Sunday, August 22. Plans for the Big Parade on August 21 were finalized. John 
McFadden, Parade Master had already listed more than 28 floats in the parade. 

Another member of the Bicen. Committee was honored: Annie Whittemore Thompson. 
Newsletter #12 - September, 1976 This letter reported on Parade Day - a day to re- 
member! It was a hot day. There was a marching band, animals, children, costumes, 
floats galore, happy faces - all the ingredients for a perfect day. Judges were Earle 
Chandler and Ernest Patten, Selectmen of Wilmot; Sumner Stanley, Selectman of 
New London; Mrs. Annette Rose and Mrs. Lida Gross. Colonial dress was the attire of 

the day. Among the many presentations was the horse-drawn Wilmot hearse. Its ap- 
pearance was arranged by Julia Gleason. A history of this antique, as written by 
Florence Langley, is included. After the parade, children gathered at the town beach 
for games. Later everyone - and we mean everyone - enjoyed the chicken barbecue - 
chefs Keith Fleury, Paul Barton, Al Hansen, Stan Rayno and Jim Rayno. The day end- 
ed with dancing on the tennis court to the music of Wilbur Grace and his group. This 
newsletter honored Wilmot’s Bicentennial Baby and he is Jeffrey David Miller born — 

February 19, 1976. You can also read about Alexander Guy, Chairman of the Bicenten- 
nial Committee who was our strength and guidance during the year. No one worked 
harder than Alex. He was the key to our success. 

Newsletter #13 - October, 1976 Our newsletter encouraging townspeople to attend the 
final event on October 10 at the old Wilmot Flat schoolhouse building - a combination 
dedication of the renovated building as new Town Offices by the Selectmen and dedi- 
cations of the Historical Room by the Bicen. Committee and of the flag pole so gener- 
ously given by Nellie Forrest in memory of her parents. A time capsule, donated by 
Tim Cave, containing items of today’s living was to be buried after the dedication cere- 
monies. This capsule is to be opened in 2076. It was announced that the first organiza- 
tional meeting of the newly formed Wilmot Historical Society was held on September 
30. Charter members can be signed anytime up to the first annual meeting in August 
1977. This being our final newsletter your editor included short biographical sketches 
of members of the Bicen. Committee: Freda Mangels, Robert Minard, Patricia Fleury, 

John McFadden, Mildred Howard, Maurice and Jacqueline Rayno, Judith Romanoff, 
Genevieve Madden and Alice Chandler. Special recognition was given to Paul Sanborn 
and John Spearman for installing the flagpole; to Annette Stevens and Barbara San- 
born for mimeographing the newsletters and to all the many townspeople who shared 
in our enthusiasm for the bicentennial year. 

Other projects worthy of note are the plaque made by Bob Minard for Caroline 
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LaJoie’s house commemorating the ‘‘Oldest House in Wilmot’’ and the 1976 Town 
Map produced by the Horizon Committee. Present day occupants’ names are inscribed 
thereon. 

The end of the Bicentennial year found the committee tired but happy. It was an ex- 
cellent committee, responsibilities shared by all. However, none of our efforts would 
have resulted in success without the support of Wilmot people. We acquired strength 
from your acceptance of our events and your generous reaction to our request for 
contributions. We urge the Selectmen of 2076 to appoint an equally vigorous commit- 
tee for the Tricentennial!
