To the Citizens of Gilsum, 

The Gilsum town office got a face lift during the first phase of 

renovations. With an additional layer of insulation under new 

siding and new energy efficient windows, the outside got spruced 
up. Some trees behind the town hall were removed to prevent 
further damage and allow sunlight to reach the entire building. 

This year there are plans to begin work on the handicap 
accessibility issues at town hall and clean up the stumps around 

back. 

The highway department is continuing a tradition begun 

more than a decade ago by taking steps _ throughout all the town's 

roads.

Through the cooperation of the various town departments we have 
not needed a budget increase for the third year in a row. 

All in all we selectmen are happy to see these 
improvements in the town's building and roads while still holding 

the line on spending and becoming debt free. With your support 

we anticipate continued success for the coming year. On behalf of 

the Town of Gilsum, we would like to recognize our town 

employees for their dedication and hard work. We especially want 

to acknowledge and thank those of you who selflessly volunteer 

your time and energy to make Gilsum such a wonderful town.

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GILSUM PUBLIC LIBRARY 

Librarian’s Report 2009 
The total number of materials borrowed from the Gilsum Public Library for the year 2009 
was 2103. Of this total, 1376 were adult books, 427 were children’s books, 207 were 

magazines and 93 were videos and CD’s. The number of registered borrowers was 277 
adults and 98 children for a total of 375 library cardholders. 

There have been 364 books added to our shelves this year and 98 withdrawn making a 
total of 10,582 cataloged volumes. In addition to this, we have a regularly updated 
collection of approximately 150 current adult books rented from book services. We have 
a great collection of children’s books. There is a large-print book section, an audio book 
section, a video collection for adults and children, CD’s, DVD’s and jigsaw puzzles. We 
have a section on the local area town histories. We subscribe to 25 magazines covering 
the subjects of outdoor living, country living, crafts, gardening, cooking, health and 
fitness. The library offers Interlibrary Loan Service through the NH State Library and 

from other libraries throughout the state. 

Home Healthcare, Hospice and Community Services offer flu shots in the month of 
October. Other services for the community are wireless internet, photocopying service, 
and the purchase of Gilsum village history maps, local area mine maps, Gilsum 
postcards, NH Mine and Mineral Books and the reprinted Gilsum History. 

The Citizen of the Year Award, which is sponsored by the Gilsum Library, was presented 
to Judith Peter this year at Old Home Day. Congratulations to Judy. 

This year we held our eleventh annual Summer Reading Challenge with the town of 
Sullivan. Gilsum residents read a total of 432 1/4 pounds of books. It wasn’t enough to 
beat Sullivan, though. We lost by 10 1/2 pounds. So the Sullivan readers were able to 
keep the “coveted” ice cream sundae dish trophy at their library for another year. 

The library trustees now have architect renderings and a color brochure of the library 
expansion. They have decided that due to the present economic conditions, it would not 
be wise to pursue fundraising at this time. Research and planning is being done so as 
when we do start seeking grants and donations we will be fully prepared to the concerns 
of the new addition. We are continuing with the library’s mission to make it a more 
desirable and accessible part of the town, offering many new programs while maintaining 
the old stand bys.

March 10, 2009 

Business Meeting — March 14, 2009 

Moderator Ernest N. Peter opened the polls at the Gilsum Community Center 
at 1:00PM, Tuesday March 10, 2009 for the purpose of electing Town Officers 
and voting on 3 Zoning Amendments. Concurrently held were the 
Monadnock Regional School District Elections. Moderator Peter read the 
Absentee Voter Ballot at 2:00PM Moderator Peter announced the polls closed 
at 7:00PM. Counting of Ballots began at 7:12PM and they were completed at 
8:16PM. 

After the votes were counted and the results were announced, the meeting 

recessed until Saturday, March 14, 2009. Moderator Pro-tem Leroy “Chuck” 
Mosher called the Business Meeting to order at 1:06 PM at the Gilsum 
Community Center to act on the following subjects: 

Moderator Pro-tem Mosher led the attendees in a moment of silence for those 
family and friends who have been lost in the past year and for those that 
continue to be in harms way. Mr. Mosher then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Bill Hasbrouck spoke of Mr. Peter’s 40 years of service to the Town of Gilsum 
as our Moderator and presented him with a plaque commemorating his 
services. Mr. Hasbrouck called Mr. Peter’s years of moderating “lively”. He 
added life to Town Meeting and elections, and he had a way of keeping us in 
suspense when it came to announcing the election results. Mr. Peter always 
came to Town Meeting with a bit of interesting history involving Gilsum. Mr. 
Peter received a standing ovation from those present. 

Jean Lait, Gilsum Health Officer spoke briefly in regards to Gilsum’s 
Community Support Council, a group of local citizens preparing, planning and 
training to assist any and all Gilsum residents in case of an emergency or crisis. 
More volunteers are needed to serve. The GCSC will be sending out a survey 
in the near future to assess what resources residents have to offer during an 
emergency or Crisis. 

Judy Peter spoke of the library expansion plans. The Library Trustees worked 
with an architect this past year and will be applying for grants and holding 
fund raiser in an effort to raise funds for their new building. They would love 
to have more volunteers. 
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The following special guests were present; State Legislator Jack St. Laurent, 
Keene Sentinel staff reporter Benjamin Yelle, Keene Sentinel photographer

B. It shall be unlawful to erect, use or occupy any structure, alter the size 
of any existing structure, remove or demolish any existing structure 
or relocate any structure in any district within the Town of Gilsum 
without first obtaining a permit from the Board of Selectmen or their 
agent subject to all applicable requirements of RSA 155-A (the State 
metas eeciegh wi : 

Amendment # 2: To delete in its entirety the Ordinance entitled “Town 
of Gilsum Establishment of Building Regulations and Authorization of a 
Building Inspector.” 

EXPLANATION: The State of New Hampshire has adopted the 
International Building Code by reference as the State Building Code (RSA 

155-A). All towns in New Hampshire are subject to RSA 155-A. 
Therefore, certain changes need to be made to Gilsum’s ordinances. 
Amendment # 1 deletes the last sentence from Article VIII, Paragraph B. 
because it is in conflict with the State Building Code. Amendment # 2 

deletes the Town’s Building Regulations because they are also in conflict 
with the State Code, and are preempted by this Code.

Louise Cook made a motion to accept the 2008 Town Meeting Minutes, 
Nolan Hornbrook seconded her motion. The motion passed by a 
unanimous by a show of hands. 
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Article 1 was read by Moderator Pro-tem Mosher as follows: 

1. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of nine 
thousand dollars ($9,000) to be added to the Fire Truck Capital Reserve 

Fund established in 2002. (The selectmen and the budget committee 
recommend this appropriation.) (Majority vote required). 

Article 1 was moved to the floor by Judy Peter and seconded by Ed 
Jacod. 
There being no discussion article 1 passed by a unanimous show of 
hands. 

Article 2 was read by Moderator Pro-tem Mosher as follows:

8. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of five 
hundred fifteen thousand six hundred twenty four dollars ($515,624) which 
represents the operating budget. Said sum does not include special 
or individual articles listed above. (I'he selectmen and budget committee 
recommend this appropriation.) (Majority vote required) 

Article 8 was moved to the floor by Ed Jacod and seconded by 
Nancy Mitchell. 
Bill Hasbrouck moved to amend article 8 to read $545,924.00, due to 

an inadvertent omission of $30,300.00 for needed repairs to the 
existing Town Office/Library building, Dawn Symonds seconded 
his movement. There being much discussion, Louise Cook moved 
to amend article 8 to read $465,064.00 her movement was seconded 

by Katie Schwerin. There being much discussion Ernest Little 
moved to vote on Louise’s amendment which was seconded by 
Nancy Mitchell. Louise’s movement failed by a show of hands; 8 

approve, 34 disapprove. Lisa Gallagher moved to vote on Bill’s 

amendment for article 8 to read $545,924.00, there being little 

discussion; Article 8, as amended and read passed by a unanimous 
show of hands. 

It was moved to the floor by Louise Cook and seconded by Judy Peter to 
vote on articles 9-13. The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote. 

Articles 9-13 were read by Moderator Pro-tem Mosher as follows: 

9. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to borrow 
money in anticipation of taxes. (Majority vote required). 

10. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to issue 

permits, without charge, for supervised activities held on town 
property. Said permits to include the erection of temporary 
structures. (Majority vote required). 
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11. To see 1f the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to appoint a 
committee to take charge of the observation of “Memorial Day” and 
“Old Home Day”. (Majority vote required). 

12. To see 1f the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen, at their 

discretion, to convey any real estate acquired by the Town by tax 
collector’s deed. Such conveyance shall be by deed following a public 
auction, or the property may be sold by advertised sealed bids, or 
may be otherwise disposed of as justice may require, pursuant to RSA 
80:80. This authorization shall remain in effect indefinitely or until 
rescinded by a vote of the town. (Majority vote required). 

13. ‘To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to sell any 
pieces of non-real estate property, either by auction or private sale, 
said property to be advertised for three weeks prior to sale. (Majority 

vote required). 

Articles 9-13 were moved to the floor by Ed Jacod and seconded by 
Nancy Mitchell. 

There being little discussion articles 9,10,11,12 and 13 were passed 

by a unanimous voice vote. 

Article 14 was read by Moderator Pro-tem Mosher as follows: 

14. Shall the Town of Gilsum vote to discontinue completely 3960 feet 
+/- the portion of Old Nash Corner Road commencing at the point 
where it enters the property owned by Scott & Marina Schneider, 
where it abuts the property of “Trails Unlimited” and continuing to 
the intersection of Reed Road. (By Petstion) 

Article 14 was moved to the floor by Nancy Mitchell and seconded 
by Cathy Kenney. 

There being much discussion, Louise Cook moved to vote, and her 

movement was seconded by Jason Ballou. Article 14 failed by a 
show of hands; 11 in favor, 24 oppose. 
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Article 15 was read by Moderator Pro-tem Mosher as follows: 

15. To transact any other business which may legally come before this 
meeting. 

Louise Cook comments that if we are going to have Town Meeting on 
Saturday, she would prefer to have it in the morning, or suggests the 
Wednesday following Town Elections. Bill Hasbrouck explains that 
Saturday was the majority choice based on the survey conducted by the 

Selectmen and asks for any input from all voters. Ed Jacod noticed that 
fewer people had indeed attended this meeting in comparison to years 

past. 

Moderator Pro-tem Leroy Mosher was given a round of applause for the 

outstanding job on moderating the Business Meeting. He thanked 

Moderator Peter again for his long service. 

A Motion to dissolve the Business Meeting was moved to the floor by 
Ed Jacod and seconded by Nancy Mitchell. The Business Meeting was 
dissolved by Moderator Pro-tem Mosher at 3:07PM.
