Annual Report 

OF THE 

SUPERINTENDING SCHOOL COMMITTEE. 

Nortu Conway, March 1, 1882. 

To the Selectmen of the Town of Conway: 

GENTLEMEN :—I have the honor of submitting to you, and through 

you to the town, the annual report of the condition of our schools, 

for the year ending March 1, 1882. 

DISTRICT NO. 1. 

The first and third term of this school was taught by Mr. B. W, 

McKeen. His reputation as a teacher stands deservedly high as a 

teacher, and the school was a successful one. The summer term was 

taught by Miss Anna Barrows. ‘The school house in this District has 

been repaired during the past year. 

DISTRICT NO. 2. 

Miss Annie R. Osgood taught the first term and Miss Julia Bick- 

ford the second. Both teachers worked faithfully and were compe- 

tent teachers. Irregularity of attendance on the part of the scholars 

was to be regretted. 

DISTRICT NO. 3. 

One term of nine weeks and two days was all the school had in 

this District. Your committee wishes that it might have been a more 

profitable one. The teacher Miss Mary A. Knox, was hardly up to 

the work. 
DISTRICT NO. 4. 

Both terms taught by Horace J. Binford. Mr. Binford worked 

hard. ‘The order of the school was hardly what it should have been. 
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One excuse for this, may have been the youthfulness of the greatest 

part of the scholars. Better discipline will improve Mr. Binford as 

a teacher. 
DISTRICT NO. 5. 

Mrs. Addie M. Bovee taught both terms. Her methods of instruc- 

tions are thorough and the scholars made good progress. 

DISTRICT NO. 6. 
The first term taught by Miss Susie W. Rounds was a pleasant and 

profitable school. Miss Belle Hule, taught the second term. 

This was Miss Hale’s first school and in her own neighborhood. The 

order was hardly good enough. A little better discipline would have 

been bettcr for the appearance and progress of the school. 

DISTRICT NO. 7. 

This is one of the most advanced schools in the town. The 

scholars all appeared interested in their work, Miss Jessie M. Dins- 

more taught both terms. <A slight disposition on the part of this 

teacher to help her pupils too much, was evident at my first visit to 

the school, but this fault was soon corrected, an: both terms of 

school seemed to be very excellent in all respects. 

DISTRICT NO? 8. 

This is the only graded school in town. ‘The school in both de- 

partments has been of unusual excellence. The same teachers have 

had charge during the schcol year. Miss Ella M. Fogg in the higher 

school has fully sustained the reputation of a thorough teacher, with 

which she commenced the school. Miss Abbie M. Dole in the lower 

department did good work. Both teachers were deserving of the 

credit they gained. 

DISTRICT ANG: 

First term taught by Miss Emma A. Perry. A small school. 

The second term was taught by Miss Anua R. Peavy. 

DISTRICT NO. 10. 

Miss Alice J. Farrington taught the first term, and for a young 

teacher and first school succeeded very well. Miss F. bids fair to 

become a good teacher. Miss Martha O. Hobbs kept a good school 

the second term. rey | | . 
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DISTRICT NO. 12... 

In session, The school appeared well at first visit. 

DISTRICT NO. 13. 

Three terms taught by Miss Sadie O. Mason. This teacher fully 

sustains her already high reputation as an instructor of youth. Her 

methods of instruction are both pleasant and profitable 

DISTRICT NO. 14. 

Miss F. M. Tucker taught three terms in this District. The school 

was successful. Thoroughness in studies and good order always 

make a geod school, 

DISTRICT NO. 15. 

First term taught by Miss Susie S. Evans. This teacher did not 

take sufficient interest in her school. The second term taught by Miss 

Emma Clark, was an improvement on the first term. 

DISTRICT NO. 16. 

Miss Carrie D. Osgood taught the summer term. The scholars 

made good progress, but irregularity of attendance detracted some- 

what from the advantage of the school. Second term was taught by 

Miss Marion Gatchell. 

In reviewing the school year just past, lam glad to be able to say that 

taking as a whole, the year’s progress in the schools has been satis- 

factory. Efficient work has been done in the majority of the schools. 

Among the improvements may be mentioned the suitable repairs 

made upon school houses in Districts Nos. 1,12 and 15. In No. 13 

a new building, with all the modern improvements, has taken the 

place of the old school house. There is not yet that uniformity in 

text books that is desirable, and J fear there never will be until a 

State law controls the matter. I have made no change in text. books 

not believing it advisable, when’ benefit therefrom results only to 

book publishers.
