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REPGRT OF SCHOOL BOARD. 

The schools the past year, as will be seen by the tab- 

ulated report, have been in session 28 weeks, excepting 

Nos. 2, 5 and 7, which were shortened one week, because 

of lack of funds. This will be made up next year. The 

causes for the shortening of the school-year are as follows : 

While the appropriations for the maintenance of schools, 

were the same as in 799, there was no appropriation made 

for the repair of school-houses. Last year, there was an 

appropriation of $150.00 for this purpose, and although a 

bill of $79.50, for repairing the school house in Dist. No.6, 

was allowed by the selectmen, yet, an appropriation like 

last years, would have left a balance over this sum of 

$70.50. There was also a decrease in the income of the 
Literary Fund of $29.58, also in the Gage Fund of $74.74 

so that the amouut for school purposes, from all sources, 

this year was less than that of last, by $216.96. 
In addition to this, an extra school has been main- 

tained the past year, caused by the division of the school 

at Merrimack village. The increase of teachers’ wages in 

that district, over last year, amounted to $117.50. 

In the early fall, a car load of coal was ordered for 

that school, but the ‘coal strike” caused delay in its deliv- 

ery, making it necessary to buy wood for use until the 

coal arrived. The strike also caused an advance in the 

price, so that we have on hand, coal estimated to be worth 

about $80.00. 

The shrinkage in the school money, the extra school 

supported, and the amount paid for unused coal, makes a 

difference of $400.00, which would have easily given us a 
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school year of the same length as last. The Board regret 

the necessary shortening of the year, but could not exceed 

the appropriations and income, for school purposes. 

If an extra school is to be maintained, an extra amount | 

of money must be provided to cover the extra expense. 

Your Board would recommend that for the present, the 

school year be thirty-two weeks, and that the appropriation 

be made large enough to secure that number of weeks, and 

also that an appropriation for the repair of school houses 

should always be made, as more or less repairing must be 

done each year. | | 

The teachers for the past year, have generally been 

experienced and trained instructors, and have given good 

satisfaction. We confidently hope that the greater part of 

them may be secured for the coming year, and the work 

that seemed progressing so well, when the schools were 

brought to a close, may be taken up and as_ successfully 

continued.
