Following is the report of the department for the 
year ending December 31, 1950: 

There were forty three alarms answered. 

Of this number, there were five chimney fires; six 

fires in buildings; three oil burner fires; four auto fires; 

seven calls to the dump; and the remainder being grass 

and wood fires. 
We assisted in seven out-of-town calls. 
Although the number of calls is larger than in previ- 

ous years, our fire loss is the smallest that we have had 

since records of the department have been kept. The total 

loss was less than five hundred dollars. 

There were over 100 man-hours spent in fighting 

fires at the dump. I would like to take this opportunity to 

urge everyone to take extra care in dumping at the town 

dump. 
7 would like to mention the fact that the state law 

now requires that for the installation of all power burners 

and the storage of range oil, a permit must be procured 

from the Fire Chief.

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FOREST FIRE PREVENTION PAYS DIVIDENDS 

Most forest fires are preventable because someone is 
responsible for them. State records for 1950 show 94% of 
632 fires resulted from human perversness and careless- 
ness. Refusal to secure the required warden permit before 
burning; failure to use good judgment, lack of equipment 
and assistance while burning; carelessness in smoking 
and poorly conditioned woods equipment (trucks, tractors, 
etc.) resulted in a total of 6090.6 burned acres with a loss 
of $63,949.10 in valuable property. 

Fortunately, these human factors can be dealt with 
because people can be reached. This the local forest fire 
warden tries to do by informing his fellow citizens that 
EVERYONE MUST:— 

1. Secure a written permit to burn in or near wood- 
lands when the ground is not covered with snow. 

2. Use good judgment in burning and have enough 
equipment and assistance to keep fire under con- 
trol at all times. . 

3. Be careful when smoking in or near woodlands 
and refrain from throwing lighted material from 
automobiles. 

4. Make certain that all equipment used in the woods 
is in good condition. 

His success depends entirely upon public reaction to 
his appeals. He does his part—the rest depends upon 
YOU and

YOUR care with YOUR fires and YOUR smoking and 
YOUR care of motive equipment you use in the woods.

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REPORT OF PLAISTOW BOARD OF HEALTH 

Numerous complaints and requests for advice have 
been turned in to the Plaistow Board of Health during 
the past year. These comprised water problems, sewage 
disposal facilities, various nuisances, other causes of dan- 
ger to the public health, and reculations regarding the 
operation of convalescent and foster homes. These com- 
plaints have all been investigated according to the regula- 
tions in the Revised Laws. In most instances co-operation 
of the various parties involved was easily obtained, and 
the situations remedied as far as possible. 

The State Board of Health officials were called in as 
consultants frequently. We found these men to be very 
glad to help in any way possible. They were especially 
valuable in being able to furnish information concerning 
current methods and specifications. 

Weekly reports concerning communicable diseases 
have been sent to the State Board of Health in accordance 
with Chapter 156 of the Revised Laws. 

It is gratifying to the local board of health to note 
the progress being made in the proposed water supply 
for the town of Plaistow. During the past three years 
numerous conferences have been held with the state offi- 
cials, regarding sewage and wastes disposal in various 
parts of the town, and the need of an independent water 
system ‘has been stressed continually. 

The members of the board of health would like to 
take this opportunity to state that signed complaints only 
can be investigated according to the Revised Laws.

The Plaistow Playground Recreation Project had a 
very successful period this year running from July 10 
through August 17 for its 8th consecutive year. 

The project was financed, as usual, mainly through 
town funds and sponsored by the local P. T. A., the ad- 
ministrating committee being made up of its members. 
The town iappropriated $300.00 for this project and the 
balance of $110.63 was paid by the P. T. A., total cost 
being $410.63. 

We are extremely pleased to show the obvious en- 
joyment of the children as told by the splendid attendance 
and enrollment figures. Total enrollment was 266 and 
the average daily attendance was 118 children. Both of 
these are record figures. 

Two new instructors were hired this year. We felt 
very fortunate in being able to secure Mrs. Marjorie En- 
man as our head instructor and as assistant, Mr. Richard 
Stevens. Through their fine work our playground this 
year was something we can be very proud of. 

A new system of Junior Leaders was put into opera- 
tion by the instructors and proved to be a fine idea. They 
assisted in directing games, issuing equipment, organ- 
izing group activities, reading stories and helping on craft 
and sports groups. Small red and white Activity Awards 
were given the children for participation in the following 
activities: 

Swimming Horseshoe Tournament 
Baseball Basketball Throws 
Softball Nature Walks 
Volleyball Relay Races 
Amateur Show Broad Jumping 
Potato Sack Races Observation Contest 

Many other games, including dodge ball, bean bag 
games, croquet and supervised play on the swings, teeters, 
slide and in the sand box, were enjoyed. 

There was also a fine Arts and Crafts program for 
all age groups; stenciling, embroidery, chenille craft, felt 
craft, finger painting, charcoal sketching, and paper craft. 
Special Awards were made to the best all around play- 
ground girl and boy of the year, these awards, along with 
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much other material for crafts, were donated by Mr. C. 
D. Keezer. Many special activities were planned and en- 
joyed during the playground period. Two trips were taken, 
one to the Boston Braves and New York Giants ball game 
in Boston and the other, a trip to the Hampton Beach 
ae Reservation. Other special activities were as fol- 
OWS: 

Father and son baseball game, Mothers and daughters 
volley ball game, trip to circus, a class on First Aid, base- 
ball games with other playgrounds, a day at the Y. M. 
C. A. Dav Camp, and library programs. 

The swimming program was held two days a week 
this year on Tuesday and Thursday mornings, weather 
permitting. Bus transportation and certified instructors 
were provided by the Haverhill Chapter of the Red Cross. 
The lessons were given at the Kingston State Park. 

The following is the expenses of the project: Salaries, 
$297.00; Swimming, $23.02; Supplies, $58.27; Trans- 
portation on two trips, $17.84; Emblems, $15.00—Total

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REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS 

To the School Board and Citizens of Plaistow: 
It is with pleasure that I submit my First Annual 

Report as Superintendent of your Schools. 
In replacing Mr. L. Munro Grandy, who accepted the 

position of Superintendent of Schools in Dover, New Hamp- 
shire, as of August, 1950, after serving in that capacity 
in this area for a period of three years, it is heartening to 
note the tremendous educational strides which were made 
in Plaistow, and In Supervisory Union No. 55 during the 
past few years. Superintendent Grandy, the School Board 
and citizens of Plaistow deserve much credit for having 
made such advances in the educational facilities of the 
community. 

This report, which will be followed by reports of the 
School Principal, the Supervisors of Art and Music, and of 
the School Nurse, will be presented under the following 
headings:

As a result of a Special School District Meeting, which 
was held in November, 1950, finances were raised which 
enabled the School Board to equip an emergency class- 
room in the basement of the building and to employ an 
additional teacher. This action allowed for moving 10 and 
17 children respectively from the overcrowded list and 2nd 
grade rooms into the newly equipped room. As was em- 
phasized by the State Department of Education previous 
to the Special District Meeting, this plan of caring for the 
overload must be considered a temporary arrangement. 

An explanation of present plans of housing the ex- 
pected additional enrollment appears under the Building 
section of this report. 

I. SCHOOL PERSONNEL 

The shortage of qualified teachers has not only con- 
tinued, but has increased during the past months. To 
retain and secure well-qualified teachers, it will be neces- 
sary to continue to increase salaries and to improve work- 
ing conditions: | 
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The Plaistow teachers are well-trained, experienced, 
conscientious, and hardworking. They have all continued 
to maintain their professional membership in the New 
Hampshire State Teachers’ Association, and they have 
100% membership in the National Education Association 
of the United States. Any community is fortunate to have 
a faculty where such excellent professional spirit and 
attitudes exist. The effectiveness of any school is finally 
da ay Si upon the attitudes and effectiveness of its per- 
sonnel. 

This is the second year that Arthur Enman has served 
as Principal and teacher of the 7th and 8th grades. In 
addition to the more usual book subjects which are depart- 
mentalized between Mr. Enman and Mrs. Dilendik, the 
7th and 8th grade boys and girls have the advantage of 
doing some work in Manual Training and Home Econo- 
mics. A brief report of activities in these fields is given 
under “‘Curriculum’’. 

Since the school year it was necessary to employ three 
teachers who were new to their respective positions. In 
the 4th grade Mrs. Loleta Palmer, of Plaistow, who had 
taught recently at Newton, N. H., was selected to replace 
Miss Catherine Chesworth, who secured a teaching posi- 
tion in Lawrence, Mass. Mrs. Prudence Douglas, who was 
elected by the School Boards of Atkinson, Newton, and 
Hampstead to replace Mrs. Rita Dubrule as Music Super- 
visor, took over the duties of Mrs. Eva W. Thompson, who 
has acted as Music Supervisor in Plaistow for a period of 
approximately thirty years. Mrs. Thompson continues to 
serve as Music Supervisor in Salem. 

To fill the position created by the opening of the 
new classroom for Grades 1 and 2 in November (1950), 
the School Board employed Miss Dorothy Stearns of North 
Andover, Massachusetts. Miss Stearns was trained at 
Gorham Maine Normal School, and at Boston University, 
and had taught in the primary grades in elementary 
schools in Maine, and in Hampton Falls, New Hampshire. 

_ Mr. Louis Heil has continued to serve very effectively 
as the school custodian. 

Ill. SCHOOL BUILDING AND EQUIPMENT 

~The School Board has continued to keep the Pollard 
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School in excellent repair as well as to effect improve- 

ments, as finances would permit. The more important 

improvements since the last school year include repainting 

the 1st grade room, covering the furnace and fireproofing 

the furnace room, renovating and equipping an emergency 

classroom in the basement in the area that was previously 
used for Home Economics and School Lunch. The emer- 
gency classroom is equipped with a new asphalt tile floor, 
new fluourescent lights, all fresh interior paint, and a 
new sound absorbent ceiling. Because of lack of floor 
area, lack of proper natural lighting, and ventilation, 
and insufficient height of the ceiling, this room can serve 
only temporarily as a regular classroom. It may become 
a home economics room for upper grade girls, and/or be 
used for lunchroom purposes. 

The following quote from “Our School Population’’*, 
pertains to the enrollment problem which has already 
affected Plaistow, and which will probably increase in 
the near future: 

“The real crisis in American education lies ahead, 
unless we plan now for the inevitable. Like the old lady 
who lived in a shoe, the schools, in general, already have 
so many children they cannot take care of them adequate- 
ly. The number is rapidly increasing. Whenever school 
enrollment increases at a rapid rate, school authorities 
are forced to provide temporary arrangements. The first 
step is usually to enlarge classes, followed by such im- 
provisation as using corridors and basement rooms; then 
nearby stores, churches, and auditoriums are rented for 
classroom use. The last resort is curtailing the amount 
and quality of education by ‘having pupils in the most 
overcrowded schools attend in two or three shifts per day.”

A. Proposed Addition to the Pollard School 
During the past months, the School Board and Super- 
intendent have had several meetings with Mr. Irving 

~§. Hersey of the Architectural concern of Hersey, 
Phaneuf and Snodgrass of Durham, New Hampshire. 
These meetings have resulted in several plans which 
were presented to a public gathering in J anuary, at 

which time a description and discussion of the various 

plans took place. 

A-brief report of the Public Meeting which was call- 
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ed by the School Board on the subject of proposed 
additions to the Pollard School follows: 

“REPORT OF PUBLIC MEETING CALLED BY THE 
SCHOOL BOARD ON THE SUBJECT OF PROPOSED 

ADDITIONS TO THE POLLARD SCHOOL. 

Over forty Plaistow people met on Jaunary 11, 1951 
at the Pollard School to consider proposals and: plans 
which were presented by the Plaistow School Board to 
eaten and improve the physical facilities of the Pollard 
choo 

Mr. Irving Gilman, Chairman of the Board, called 
the meeting to order, and gave a preview of the “Call of 
the meeting’’. 

| Superintendent Jonathan A. Osgood presented the 
following statistics: 

1. School enrollment ferred by grades. 
2. Census figures pertaining to the number of child- 

ren in each age group in Plaistow. 
3. Projected enrollment figures for the next five 

years. 

Mr. Irving Hersey of the architectural firm of Dur- 
ham, New Hampshire, presented the following proposed 
plans that had been formulated by the School Board, 
Superintendent, and Architect at previous PeeES, for 
enlarging the present School Building: 

The plans presented and discussed were: 

1. A new four-classroom unit with re-location of 
toilets and boiler room - $68,800. 

2. An activity room - $55,000. | 
3. Remodeling of the present building to include 

three classrooms in the basemént; changing: toilets 
and furnace room - $44,878. 

4. Two classrooms; changing toilets and ‘furnace = 
$52,000. 1 

Note; Item 3 sth afte ceaderobiny to partition base- 
ment: into three rooms — with low ‘head- 
room,’ with present posts, etc. This iple 
is not’ recommended. ~ 
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Estimated cost of plan 1. includes $1,000 per room 
for equipment for three rooms, or a total of $3,000 for 
equipment for classrooms.” 

The School Board now plans to insert articles in the 
Annual School District Warrant which will allow for 
necessary action of the district to construct recommended 
additions to the Pollard School, as well as to relocate the 
toilets and furnace room from the present basement area. 
to a corridor leading from the present building through 
what is now the Principal’s Office to the proposed two or 
four room addition. The addition may also include an 
activity room. 

IV. CURRICULUM AND TEACHING AIDS 

The basis of all of our teaching is Citizenship Train- 
ing. Character education and the fundamentals are neces- 
sary parts of this training. Our Curriculum has been set 
up and followed as suggested by our State Department 
of Education, with allowances made so that teachers may 
vary their work according to their respective groups of 
children. 

Methods of instruction are so designed by the va- 
rious teachers as to allow to the greatest possible extent. 
for individual differences; the pupil-teacher relationship 
throughout the school is excellent. An attempt is made 
in the upper elementary grades to assist pupils in decid- 
ing what educational program to follow after they com- 
plete the eighth grade work. Pupil self-evaulation and 
knowledge of occupations is an important phase in upper 
elementary grades. 

New and modern textbooks and other teaching aids 
have ‘been purchased as the budget has permitted, to 
replace those that have been worn and outdated. A need 
for new books still exists; it will be impossible to replace 
all worn and dilapidated books, and keep up with mod- 
ern texts without a continuity of a liberal budget for 
these materials each year. 

Cursory surveys of mental ability tests and standard- 
ized achievement tests which have been given to the 
Plaistow children indicate that they are up-to-average 
in ability and have achieved as much as and in many 
instances more than would naturally be expected. This 
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indicates excellent cooperation on the part of the pupils, 
as well as very effective teaching over the past years. 

A. Manual Training and Home Economics 

Manual Training classes, while, and in addition to, 
learning fundamental processes involved in woodworking, 
have constructed three easels for the work of lower grade 
children; they have made a tackboard for the school, 
and are repairing a swing, teeterboard and horizontal 
ladder for playground use. In addition to the above and 
other “group’”’ projects, the boys construct and finish 
various smaller individual projects. 

In Home Economics, Mrs. Dilendik reports, “Our 
cooking class concentrates on the preparation of break- 
fasts and luncheons. As this offers a wide selection of 
material that can be covered, we include such items as: 

1. The food we eat. 
2. Food purchasing. 
3. Serving a meal. 

During the course of our clothing classes we make: 
1. Sample stitches. 
2. Sewing bag for equipment. 
38. An apron. 
4. Sport clothes or underwear. 

Our unit on good grooming is correlated with the 
annual fashion show which the girls present in May, in 
which they exhibit the clothes they have made. Refresh- 
ments that have been prepared by the pupils, are served.” 

The fullest development of a child’s potentialities 
depends upon close cooperation between parents iand 
teachers. They should have the same goals and under- 
stand each other’s methods and plans for attaining them. 
Parents should recognize and encourage these experiences 
in the lives of children which occur outside the school 
room, which tend to foster desirable physical, social, 
emotional, spiritual and mental growth. Such experiences, 
under the guidance of parents, supplement and extend 
the school experience. 

V. FINANCES 

“The amount of money spent for education will be 
determined not only by the number of ‘children served 
and the standard of service rendered, but also by the 
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value of the dollar. As the present value of the dollar 
is comparatively low, current expenditures for education | 
must be higher to buy a given program of education than 
the same program would have cost in 1939, for example. 

The index of dollar value prepared by the U. S. 
Bureau of Labor statistics shows that it takes about $1. 65 
in 1950 to purchase what $1 would have bought in 1939. 
A sound policy of financing education cannot ignore the 
fluctuating buying power of money when the changes in 
dollar value are pronounced and long-continued. These 
changing values affect both capital.outlay and the month 
by month operating costs of the school. 99 

Education is an investment, not an expense. In school 
administration, finances appear to be one of the most 
important items. At the present moment Financial Aid 
to Schools is one of the more important items being con- 
sidered by both our State and Federal governments. 
Leading authorities agree that education is one of the 
most potent factors for our National Defense and there- 
fore for the preservation of our Democracy. 

The increased School Budget for 1951-52 as will be 
presented at the Annual School District Meeting in March, 
is a result of a great amount of study and thought. Every 
precaution has been taken to spend the money of the 
town wisely.

Teachers, as do members of other professions, need 
continuous in-service training in order that they may 
keep pace with the changing and improved methods of 
teaching. Those people who were responsible for the 
programs that have been provided in this area during. 
recent years deserve commendation. 

During the past summer a three-weeks Workshop for 
teachers was carried on at the Hampstead Central School. 
This program stressed “‘The Language Arts” and practi- 
cally all elementary teachers in Supervisory Union No. 55 
took advantage of the course as offered by various educa- 
tion experts under the direction and supervision of Ex- 
superintendent Grandy and of David Greenlaw, Principal 
of the Hampstead High and Elementary Schools. : 
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During the current year, all teachers are availing 
themselves of the opportunity of reading ‘‘The Educator’ 
(Journal of the New Hampshire State Teachers Associa- 
tion) and: the National Education Association Journal, 
as well as many other professional publications which 
the. schools .provide and/or to which they personally 
subscribe. 

All teachers attended the two-day Convention of the 
New Hampshire State Teachers Association in October 
1950, and several representatives have attended other 
professional conferences such as one that was sponsored 
by our State Department at the Phillips ares Academy 
on Guidance. 

Just previous to the opening of schools last September, 
a two-day Workshop was held at Salem for all teachers 
in this Supervisory Union on the subjects of Reading, 
Handwriting, and Guidance. Several teachers’ meetings 
and/or conferences have been held since September with 
various groups and individuals on follow-up work per- 
tbaining to the subjects of the summer and September 
Workshops, as well as on problems that arise in local 
situations. 

Plans are under way to offer a course on the teaching 
of Science in the Elementary School. Present plans pro- 
vide that the course be given in Salem by Dr. Clark Hubler 
of Wheelock College in Boston and that teachers working 
for degrees might secure two or three credits on a gradu- 
ate as well as on an undergraduate level. It is anticipated 
that as many as 1/3 of the teachers is Supervisory Union 
No. 55 might avail themselves of this opportunity. 

Vil. PARENT TEACHER ASSOCIATION 

The Plaistow Parent Teacher Association deserves 
much credit for its excellent cooperation with the school 
and its objectives. Some of the important tangible pro- 
jects that the Parent Teacher Association have completed 
during the past year include the sponsorship of the sum- 
mer playground under the excellent leadership and guid- 
ance of Mrs. Marjorie Enman; approximately 150 child- 
ren enjoyed supervised playground activities during the 
past summer. The organization purchased cloth and made 
twenty-two robes for the “Treble Clef Choristers” of the 
Pollard School; this group has become well known around 
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this area by its outstanding public performances under 
the able direction of Mrs. Louise Jackson. The Parent 
Teacher Association has assumed direct leadership in 
the planning and serving of a Federally Aided Lunch 
Program, which since it started on January 2nd, has 
served a total number of 3,235 meals to date. In January 
alone, the children of the Pollard School consumed 2,265 
bottles of milk in addition to what they may have brought 
from home. 

VIII. RECOMMENDATIONS AND CONCLUSION 

In Conclusion, the following recommendations are 
offered for consideration: 

1. That physical examinations by a Medical Doctor 
be given to each child at least three times during his 
twelve years of public education. (Many districts now 
give a physical examination to each child each year.) 

2. That the School District adopt a salary schedule 
for employees. 

3. That consideration be given to offering a com- 
plete noon lunch to each child in school. 

4, That physical education be provided to the child- 
ren in all grades. 

5. That kindergarten be provided for all 5 year old 
children. 

6: That a part-time special or remedial teacher 
‘and/or a reading consultant be provided. 

In closing, I quote from a recent publication of the 
National Education Association.* 

“Universal appreciation of education as an enrich- 
ment of the life of the individual, as a basic experience 
for all who hope to find the good life in a democratic 
society, is a goal foward which the American people 
are traveling and from which they will not be deterred. 
Those who make plans for tomorrow’s schools may take 
this into account as a factor which not only has an im- 
portant effect upon the size of our school population, 
but one which greatly increases interests in and SURO 
for education.” 
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I wish to express sincere appreciation to the members 
of the School Committee for their advice and assistance, 
to the school personnel for their whole-hearted coopera- 
tion, and to the pupils and all others who have men ee to 
make our work effective and enjoyable.

REPORT OF THE PRINCIPAL 

The essential aim of the Pollard Elementary School 
continues in its effort to make education a means of creat- 
ing a better citizen of the school child. Our goal is to give 
the child the fundamentals which he or she can utilize 
in making a contribution in community life which will 
prove worthwhile and beneficial to citizen and town alike. 

The action of a special school district meeting in the 
fall of 1950 in providing funds to renovate a room in the 
basement and secure an additional teacher has been a 
big step forward. Up until Christmas Holidays 1950, Mrs. 
Longley was teaching 42 in the first grade, while Miss 
Stevens had 47 in the second grade. With a new room 
and additional teacher the young pupil has a much better 
opportunity. The new room has 27 of whom 10 are first 
graders and 17 are second. The selection was made at 
random by the Superintendent. Miss Dorothy Stearns 
is the new teacher. 

The new class room is in what used to be the home 
economics room so to make space for the hot lunch pro- 
gram several fathers worked during the Christmas holli- 
days whitewashing and cleaning up what used to be the 
coal bin section of the basement. With the boiler now 
enclosed in a fire proof room, the lunch program has a 
‘very pleasant space. 

Mr. McKeen, member of the school board, this year 
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contributed his school board check towards the purchase 
of a new gas stove which will be a welcome addition to 
those preparing the hot lunch, as well as giving wider 

experience to the girls in home economics. | 

The PTA again this year is assuming responsibility 
for the lunch program, serving about 150 a day a type 
“RB” lunch. The program qualifies for State Aid. The 

pupils pay five cents a day. This program is carried on 

during the winter months of Jan., Feb., and March. Milk 

can be purchased daily all during the school year by 

pupils, about 100 a day do so. is oe 

A film strip projector has been added to the equip- 

ment of an audio-visual nature. This and the 16 mm. 

sound projector are in constant use. 

A total school population of 280 on Jan. 2, 1951 

and the outlook of more to come has prompted the Supt. 

and School Board to make plans for the future. On Jan. 

11th a public meeting was held at which time Mr. Irving 

Hersey, architect, presented plans for a proposed addi- 

tion to the present building. Whatever action is taken 

will be up to the school district. 

Any principal at Pollard School is extremely for- 

tunate in having such close cooperation from all the 

members of the staff: teachers, school nurse, special 

supervisors, custodian, as well as many others in the 

Community who take a great deal of interest in the school 

and its problems, i.e. the Town Librarian, Mrs. Cook, 

members and officers of the PTA. etc.

REPORT OF SUPERVISOR OF MUSIC 

I hereby submit my first annual report as music 
supervisor in Plaistow. 

The main objective of teaching music is to lead each 
pupil into a permanent love and understanding of beauti- 
ful music. To reach this goal, the child must be learning 
to sing, learning to listen, learning to translate music 
into bodily movement; either, inside or outside of school, 
beginning to play the piano and a little later some orches- 
tral instrument. 
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Our school music program consists of four divisions: 
musical reading; musical appreciation; folk dancing; 
singing for fun. This schedule adequately provides for 
all phases except the last mentioned which is; a beginning 
knowledge of some musical instrument. I feel there is a 
ereat need for the instigation of such a project in the 
school. Since we are located so near great musical centers, 
it seems that there must be people who would be glad 
to help in this work for a nominal fee. It is an exciting 
and gratifying sight to see 20 or 30 elementary students 
playing together in an orchestra or band. 

The Treble Clef Choristers have been very active 
this year. The group meets three times a week. Once 
under the direction of Mrs. Louise Jackson, who is actual- 
ly their leader and guide and the other two times under 
the supervision of the music teacher. Through the in- 
terest of the Parent Teachers Association, attractive ma- 
roon robes have been made for each member. The direc- 
tors of this group greatly appreciate this .project. The 
‘Choristers made their first public performance at the 
Baptist Church Talent Show, and, much to the delight of 
all of us, won first prize. During the Christmas season, 
they made several appearances which included; one in 
Bradford and one in Groveland. Their final performance 
before the Christmas holidays was their very commend- 
able work in the christmas Pageant which was presented 
at the Plaistow Town Hall, December 15th. 

The Christmas Pageant included many of the other 
students as well. The faculty and entire student body 
worked diligently to make this a successful affair. Much 
eredit should be given Mr. Heil for his very beautiful 
manger scene which added a great deal to the pageant. 

Since the Union is now divided, as far as music is 
concerned, I suggest that the towns under my supervision 
establish a music fund from which to build a record li- 
brary to be used in the towns of Plaistow, Atkinson, New- 
ton and Hampstead. At the present time, the only record 
library available is the one in Salem, which is of little use 
to a supervisor in the above mentioned towns. 

In closing, may I express my thanks to all who have 
made my first year in Union 55 so pleasant.

SERVICES 

To Mr. J. A. Osgood, Superintendent of Schools: 

The following is my report for the school year ending 
December 31, 1950.

One pupil attended Balch and Mental Hygiene in 
Manchester. 

It would be most helpful for each child attending 
school for the first time to bring a health certificate signed 
by a licensed physician and certificate should describe 
the condition of the pupil when the examination was made. 

First aid equipment is available at the Pollard School 
for treatment of emergencies at all times. First aid is 
limited to first treatment only, following which the pupil 
should be placed under the care of his parents, who-are 
responsible for subsequent treatment. 

In May the Tuberculosis Patch Test was given to 
twenty-three pupils. No active cases of tuberculosis were 
found. | 

Moving pictures were shown as an educational health 
program on posture, Tuberculosis and Guidance, and 
seemingly were much enjoyed. 

Since dental caries among school children out rank 
all other defects it is hoped that a dental clinic can be 
made available to all pupils that do not have regular 
dental care by their family dentist. There is considerable 
interest to continue the program of Sodium Fluoride. This 
treatment to be most effective should be given at 3—to 
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4—year intervalls during the period the teeth are devel- 
oping; however, Sodium Fluoride may be given to a 
child at any age from three years on. 

One of the primary purposes of the school nursing 
services is to give individualized health instructions which 
will help pupils to understand their own health problems 
and to take an increasing responsibility for securing 
professional care and guidance. 

Every effort has been made to obtain treatment for 
pupils with special health problems through the family 
physician or a clinic. 

What the best and wisest parent wants for his own 
child, that must the community want for all its children.

REPORT OF THE PLAISTOW WATER SURVEY 

COMMMITTEE 

After the 1950 town meeting, and in accordance 

with the vote at that meeting, the moderator appointed 

a permanent committee of five to investigate the possi- 

bilities of a water system for the town. The committee 

consists of William Bramley, Robert Emmons, Clarence 

Horne, Frank Howard and Harry Ladd. We spent many 

weeks contacting Federal and State agencies and a quali- 

fied engineer. The State Department of Health co-oper- 

ated by testing 24 wells to determine the purity of the wa- 

ter throughout the town. After further discussion of the 
matter with town officials and the office of the State At- 

torney General, the following action was taken. 

A meeting of the citizens was called on Feb. 1, 1951 

with about 100 attending. It was reported that of the 24 

wells tested, 20 including that at Pollard School showed 

evidence of pollution. It was brought out that a water 

system for the entire town was too expensive. Mr. Clinton 

Goodwin, Engineer, gave a preliminary estimate of the cost 

of water to a precinct composed of about 70 percent of 

the town in the more congested area to be about $360,000. 

This cost included 6 in., 8 in., and 10 in. mains under the 

streets, 1 in. copper pipe from the main to the consumer’s 

house (50 ft. to be installed free, additional distance to be 
consumer’s expense) ,water meters, shut offs, fire hydrants 

1000 ft. apart, well field pumps and reservoir. The water 

committee recommended that such a precinct be formed 

and the entire group with few exceptions requested that 

such action be taken. 

Proposed water precinct is:—Sweet Hill Road (To 

Daly Homestead); Sweet Hill Ave. (Tio Dow’s corner) 

Sweet Hill Ave. Extension (To Sargent Homestead) ; Hale 



Spring Road; Farrington Ave.; Elm Street (To overpass) ; 

Pollard Park; North Main Street (To Brook) ; Main Street 

(To Haverhill, Mass. Line); Maple Ave; Evans Ave.; 

Davis Park; Pollard Road (To McKenzie Homestead) ; 

Forrest Street (To Congressional Ave.); Congressional 

Ave. (To Doucette Homestead); Pine Street (Hast and 

West); Spinney Ave.; North Ave. (To Haverhill, Mass. 
Line) ; Hampstead Road (To Overpass); Westville Road 

(To Brook); Peaslee Mill Road (To LaFontaine Home- 

stead). 

With the assistance of the office of the Attorney Gen- 

eral in Concord, a petition was drawn up and presented 

to the selectmen that a meeting of the voters in the pro- 

posed precinct be called and have them determine if they 

wished to form such a precinct. The meeting and voting 

took place on March 2, 1951 at the town hall and the 

voters rejected forming such a precinct by a vote of 224 

no, 147 yes, 5 blanks, or a total vote of 876. A favorable 

vote of 2/3 of those voting is necessary to form such a 

precinct. 

According to the advice given us, to get a public 

water system for any section of the town it is necessary 

to form a water precinct. 50 voters in the precinct may 

then petition the Public Service Commission for a water 

system and present engineer’s plans and estimates. The 

Commission will hold hearings and then present its find- 

ings to a precinct meeting. The precinct may then discuss 

the matter and until it so votes no action can be taken. 

It is quite evident from the above that all rights of 

every property owner have been and will be fully pro- 

tected. |
