is the large number of pupils in each school,—about 

46 at the Mills and a few less at the North. For the 
number of pupils in the district there should be three: 

rooms with only grades 1-2 in the primary, 3-4-5 in the: 
intermediate and 6-7-8 in the upper grades. 

The time has arrived when the district should definite- 

ly consider the construction of a three-room school 

building with modern equipment. In addition to the 

classrooms there should be a lunch room, a kitchen, and: 

a teacher's room or nurse’s room where sick pupils may 

rest until taken home. Under this arrangement teach-. 

ers and pupils could do better work under more health-. 

ful conditions.
