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Report of the Superintendent of Schools 

I submit at this time my eighteenth annual report, it being the 

thirty-second in the series under union supervision. 
The enrollment of the Rindge schools for the first twelve weeks 

of the present school year was 91 as compared with 97 for the same 

period last year, and 103 for the school year 1934-35. The size of 

the lower and intermediate grades indicates that no substantial 

change in the total enrollment for the town is likely in the near 
future. 

There was no change in the teachmg force for the school year 
1935-36, and Mrs. Stebbins has continued her work as supervisor 

of music, and Miss Margaret Harris as school nurse, under the 

same arrangement as last year. 

There has been no Federal allotment of funds for the health 
program for the present school year and no appropriation for free 

milk has been available until we were notified on February 8th 
that an allotment of thirty per cent of the amount of free milk 

distributed would be available for the next three months. This 
amounts to only eleven bottles per day as compared with thirty- 
eight last year. 

If the School Board desires this distribution made for the period 
mentioned it can be started immediately after the February vaca- 

tion. 
Only slight changes were made in teachers’ salaries for 1935-36. 
During the present school year the work in all the Rindge schools 

has been carried on effectively. Good order has been maintained, 

and most of the pupils seem to enjoy and appreciate their school 

opportunities. 

During the period through which we have passed, when the call 
has been for reduced expenses, the superintendent and school 

board have tried to meet the situation and at the same time not 

reduce the efficiency of our schools. We have tried to furnish our 

schools with the necessary text books and reference books and the 
required scholars’ supplies. Most of the scholars’ supplies for the 

present school year were purchased after bids had been secured 

and a price fixed for all the supplies required m the several towns. 
In this way the smaller towns receive the benefit of the lower prices 

quoted for large quantities. 
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During the fall term it became necessary to secure a new heating 
plant for the Rindge Center School, and after careful consideration 
of the different systems it was decided to install an oil burner. We 
believe this was an excellent investment for Rindge. 

The necessary expenses for maintaining the schools for the next 

year should not vary greatly from the expense of the present year, 
and I believe the school board’s budget provides for the up-keep 
of our schools and buildings in a creditable condition. 

I appreciate the help and consideration shown me by the Rindge 
School Board, the teachers, pupils and citizens.
