Burning Regulations
TO REPORT A FIRE DIAL 483-2521

The State of New Hampshire requires that written permits be ob-
tained for all open fires at all times when the ground is not snow
covered.

Permits may be obtained from the Forest Fire Warden, Mr. Martin
Sullivan, for grass, brush, campfires, etc. Permits must be obtained
on the day burning is to be accomplished.

Burn when there is no wind, on rainy days and damp days, in a safe
place and in accordance with the terms of the permit. Burn before
9:00 A.M. and after 5:00 P.M. Keep some buckets of water close by; if
wind develops, promptly extinguish the fire. All fires must be ex-
tinguished before you depart the scene.

Parking During Snow Storm

A. From November 1 to April 1 of each year no person shall park
any motor vehicle on any public highway between the hours of 11
p.m. and 8 a.m. or at any time in such a manner as to impede snow
removal operations.

B. Any vehicle parked in violation of section A hereof may be
towed by the road agent. the chief of police or their agents or by
independent contractors engaged by the road agent or the chief of
police: any vehicles so towed shall be stored and released to the
owner only upon payment of the cost of towing and storage by the
owner.

C. Any person violating section A hereof shall be subject to a
penalty not to exceed twenty-five dollars for each offense.

Dog Ordinance

A. RESTRAINT: All dogs shall be restrained from running at large
within the limits of the town, except when they are on the owner's or
keeper's property or being used for hunting or training purposes.

B. PENALTY: Any person or persons, firm or corporation violating
any provisions of this ordinance shall, upon conyigtion, be fined n(t

Snow Disposal Ordinance

Any person found shoveling snow into a town road or plowing snow
across the road. so as to impede normal plowing operations, will be
subject to a penalty not to exceed $25.00 for each offense.

Trespassing and Loitering Regulation

1. PROHIBITION: No person shall enter upon or remain on Man-
chester Water Works or Town of Auburn premises. including all
Manchester Water Works properties and all town buildings or public
structures with the appurtenant land there-to between the hours of
8:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m. unless permission by the Board of Select-
men. or their designees has been granted.

2. PROHIBITION: No person shall loiter on the sidewalks in front
of any commercial, fraternal, religious, or municipal building, or on
any property owned by the Manchester Water Works in Auburn. nor
shall any person sit upon or lean against the walls of residences so
as to impede free passage, without first obtaining the consent of the
owners or person in control of such premises.

3. PENALTY: The violation of any prevision of this regulation shall
be punishable by a fine of not more than $100.00 for each offense.

Alcoholic Regulation

WARRANT

STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE

To the inhabitants of the Town of Auburn, in the County of
Rockingham in said State, qualified to vote in Town Affairs:

You are hereby notified to meet at the gymnasium in the Auburn
Village School in said Auburn on Tuesday, March the eleventh next,
at ten of the clock in the forenoon, to act upon the following

subjects:

First: To bring in your ballots for:

One Selectman for three years,

One Moderator for two years,

Town Treasurer for one year,

One Auditor for one year,

One Auditor for two years,

Highway Agent for one year,

One Library Trustee for three years,

One Auburn Village Cemetery Trustee for three years,
One Longmeadow Cemetery Trustee for one year,
One Longmeadow Cemetery Trustee for two years,
One Longmeadow Cemetery Trustee for three years,
One Trust Fund Trustee for three years,

One Supervisor of the Checklist for six years,

One member of the Police Commission for three years.

Second: To see if the Town will vote to incur debt for temporary
loans in anticipation of taxes.

Third: To see if the Town will vote to accept such Trust Funds as
may have come in during the year and Trust Funds as have not been
previously accepted.

Fourth: To see if the Town will vote to use the income of the H.B.
Burnham Fund for schools or library.

Fifth: To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to
accept, in the name of and in behalf of the Town, gifts for the use of
the Town.

Sixth: To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to
dispose of anyl/or all property acquired by tax deed, by public sale
with the right to accept or reject all bids.

Seventh: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the
sum of Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000) to allow the Selectmen to pay

up to this amount to anyone giving information leading to the arrest
and conviction of any persons responsible for setting incendiary
fires, breaking and entering of any building, vandalism or robbery of
any kind, and all felonies of a serious nature depending upon the
severity of the crime. (This amount included in the Budget.)

Eighth: To see if the Town will authorize the Board of Selectmen to
make application for and to receive and spend in the name of the
Town, such advances, grant-in-aide, or other funds for Town pur-
poses as may now, or hereafter be forthcoming from Federal, State,
Local or private agencies that would be of benefit to the Town.

Ninth: To see if the Town will vote to authorize the withdrawal of
Eight Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($8,500) from the Revenue
Sharing Fund established under the provisions of the State and
Local Assistance Act of 1972 for use as set-offs against budget
appropriations in the amount indicated; and the remainder, Sixteen
Thousand Eight Hundred and Fifty-Nine Dollars and Eighty-Two
Cents ($16,859.82) to be funded by the State of New Hampshire
Additional Highway Subsidy Funds. And further to authorize the
Selectmen to make pro-rata reductions in the amounts if estimated
entitlements are reduced and to take any other action hereon: For
the construction and re-construction of a portion of Old Route 101
from Tower Hill Road to the Candia Town Line. (This money is in-
cluded in the budget.)

Tenth: To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen to
withdraw Thirty Thousand Dollars ($30,000) from the Fire Truck
Special Reserve Fund and to authorize the issuance of a municipal
note in the amount of Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000) plus interest
in three equal annual installments in the years of 1982, 1983, and
1984. This is in accordance with the provisions of the Municipal
Finance Act, N. H. RSA Chapter 33, the Selectmen being authorized
to determine the rate of interest thereon and to take such other
steps as may be necessary to negotiate such notes as shall be in the
best interest of the Town of Auburn. (Recommended by the Budget
Committee.)

Eleventh: To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the
sum of Four Thousand ($4,000) and to withdraw the necessary funds
from the Police Cruiser Capital Reserve Fund to purchase a new
Police Cruiser. (This amount is included in the Budget.)



Twelfth: To see if the Town will vote to proceed to obtain from the
owner, now or formerly, Wayne and Florence Hersey, by Emminent
Domain pursuant to New Hampshire Revised Statutes Annotated
Chapter 31 Section 92 an easement for the preservation and the
maintenance of the Town Pound on Chester Road and appropriate
the sum of Twelve Hundred Dollars ($1,200) for the acquisition of the
same. (This amount is included in the Budget.)

Thirteenth: 1. That the Town of Auburn will require by law effective
six (6) months from the date of issuance of numbers to property
owners, that all property owners will place on their house numerals
“at least 4" in height that are visible from the street.” This will
enable fire, police, or ambulance personnel to locate a house more
quickly in an emergency. The Building Inspector will no longer issue
occupancy permits until this is done.

2. That the Town of Auburn will appropriate necessary funds for
the Southern New Hampshire Planning Commission to properly as-
sign numbers for each lot in the Town of Auburn.

(By petition of the Auburn Volunteer Fire Department)

($1,550 for this purpose included in the budget. Recommended by
the Budget Committee.)

Fourteenth: To hear the report of the Budget Committee and pass
any vote in relation thereto.

Fifteenth: To transact any other business that may legally come
before the meeting.

GENERAL COMMENTS

C.E.T.A. Funds:

During the course of our audit it was noted that the Auburn
School District received and expended Federal C.E.T.A. Funds in the
amount of $3,265 without legislative authorization.

The appropriation of any funds, regardless of their source, re-
quires a School District meeting. It would, therefore, be necessary
for a school board to be vested with authority by a school district
meeting in order to apply for and expend federal monies in a specific
instance.

We recommend that in the future all funds which are to be ex-
pended, be appropriated by the legislative body.

School Lunch Fund:

“R.S.A. 197:23-a Treasurer’s Duties . . . . The treasurer
shall have custody of all moneys belonging to the
district and shall pay out the same only upon orders of
the school board . . ."”

At the present time, School Lunch Funds are maintained in the
custody of the School Lunch Director. Funds received from the sale
of meals and milk, as well as federal reimbursement funds received
through the School District and, in some instances, District ap-
propriations are deposited by the School Lunch Director and all
payments for food and supplies, as well as some equipment pur-
chases and payrolls, are made by the School Lunch Director. The
Treasurer is not involved in these transactions, nor are invoices or
manifests approved by the School Board.

It is recommended that the School Lunch Funds be returned to
the custody of the School District Treasurer in accordance with the
above statute.




Conclusion:

The provisions of Chapter 71-A, Section 21, of the Revised Sta-
tutes Annotated require that the auditors’ summary of findings and
recommendations (letter of transmittal) shall be published in the
next annual report of the School District. Publication of the Exhibits
contained in this audit report is optional at the discretion of the
School Board. This letter, however, must be published in its entirety.

We extend our thanks to the officials and employees of the
Auburn School District for their assistance during the course of the
audit.

Superintendent’s Report
Auburn School District

In the fall of 1978, the Auburn School Board appointed a commit-
tee to consider essential educational goals as they pertain to the
students of the Auburn Village School. Under Section 6 of the
Powers and Duties of the School Board came the basis of authority
for the establishment of the New Hampshire Accountability Plan.

“School boards shall, in consultation with the Superin-
tendent and in accordance with statutes and regulations of
the State Board of Education, determine the educational
goals of the district, develop long-range plans and identify
measurable and attainable short-term objectives. The school
board shall require the appropriate review of such programs
and make public the results of such investigations."

This committee was comprised of a school board member, cen-
tral office personnel, principal, teachers and parents of Auburn.
After the conclusion of a two-day workshop, the committee held a
general session in the school district for parent and community
input. Following this, the committee again regrouped and submitted
to the Auburn School Board what they felt were essential goals for
the students of Auburn. Upon reviewing these educational goals, the
following policy was adopted by the Auburn School Board on De-
cember 12, 1978:

The Auburn School Board, in order to promote the efficient use
of District resources for the best possible education of the students,
adopts the following school district goals. .
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Each student shall .. ...

A. demonstrate that he/she can read for understanding, communi-
cate (orally and in writing), and solve mathematical problems
involving the four basic operations (+ — x +). Individual per-
formance will vary with the ability of the student.

B. be able to solve problems by identifying and analyzing the ele-
ments of a situation and arriving at a practical solution by means
of logical and creative thinking.

C. be aware of the range of available occupations, the necessity of
education for entrance into these fields, and the basic worth of
all occupations.

D. develop an awareness of and actively explore the fine and folk
arts and their enriching influence on society.

E. develop and be able to utilize those skills necessary for eco-
nomic survival and advancement in society.

F. demonstrate a knowledge of the development and function of
local, State and Federal government and recognize his/her
responsibilities as a citizen.

G. develop and attempt to implement constructive attitudes toward
physical and mental health.

H. demonstrate a knowledge of the environment and its interaction
with humanity.

I. recognize his/her own system of values and ethics and under-
stand the results of not meeting those of society.

J. develop an understanding of various cultures throughout the
world and their relationship on our society.

K. be exposed to information dealing with basic home repairs and
maintenance, mechanical repairs and housekeeping skills.

As we pursue and implement the accountability project during
the next year, the outcome of this project will eventually lead to the
development of curriculum for each of the basic areas of content as
established in the goals of the school district.

In turning to another issue, | think it more than appropriate to
commend the Auburn School Board in their selection of Mr. Ray-
mond Bourque as Principal of the Auburn Village School. A special
note of thanks should also go to Mrs. Marion Preston who has seen
it fitting to support during the past two years a part-time art and part-
time music position of which the students of Auburn will greatly
benefit.

May | also extend my thanks to the members of the community,
the administration, staff and school board for their support during
the past year.
