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REPORT 

OF THE 

Superintending school Commitee. 
LS 

The Committee respectfully submit the following :— 
So far as has been practicable, and as often as possible, the Schools 

have been visited, and I am glad to be able to say, that they have 
been, as a whole, well conducted. It is not judicious to dwell on de- 
fects, or faults, or to seek to find them, where there is much that is sat- 
isfying to render such details unnecessary. The Districts have en- 
joyed peace, and the communities, teachers, and pupils have possess- 
ed confidence in each other. 

The two schools in the first district being large, it was found nec- 
essary to organize a third—making four schools in the town. Con- 
vineed of the necessity, as well as of the advantages, of a new school 
house, the members of the first district have built a neat and conven- 
ient house for the accommodation of the intermediate division of the 
schools. It is a handsome school room, honorable to the taste and en- 
terprise of the district ; and it will be a blessing to the children and 
youth for years to come. In addition, the Prudential committee have 
very tastefully laid out the front grounds, and set out a number of 
trees, protecting the whole with a well built and appropriate fence.— 
In a few years, perhaps, 4 handsomer spot for schooling may not be 
found in the State. 

The names of the teachers and schools, and the statistics, as gather- 
ed from the Registers, with the condition of the schools, are as below; 
the same teachers instructing the schools through the year, with the 
exception of the latter part of the third term of the primary school for 
a few weeks, Miss Smith engaging herself to teach in western New 
York, when Miss Adelaide Pease was engaged to supply her place. 

DISTRICT NO. 1.—Primary ScnHoon. 

Miss Emity Smiru and Miss ADELAIDE PrAss, Teachers. Three 
terms. 

This school is an interesting onec—the basis on which all educa- 
tional attainments stand. As the twig is bent here, it will hold its in- 
clination through all that follows. Muld, faithful, kind, discreet, effi-

ecient, patient teachers are wanted here. The want was well met in 
Miss Smith; and her little pupils were good in their recitations, and 
excellent in their conduct. Under her care and instruction, the terms 
were pleasant and profitable. Miss Pease very satisfactorily filled her 
place,after she left for the State of New York. The Registers, howev- 
er, for the last term, particularly, were not as complete as they should 
ha vebeen, in their statlstics.

of the school, parents may feel satisfied that their children are kindly 
end anxiously cared for. .
