7. Tosee how much money the Town will vote to raise and 
appropriate for the Fire Department. 

8. Tosee how much money the Town will vote to raise and 
appropriate for Relief. 

9. Tosee if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the 
gum of $25.00 for Publicity. 



10. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the 
sum of $300.00 for Brush Cutting. 

11. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the 
sum of $480.12, the State to contribute $3200.82, for T. R. A. 
roads, so-called. 

12. To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Selectmen 
to borrow as may be necessary for use of the Town in anticipation 
of taxes. 

18. To see if the Town will vote to allow a discount of two 
percent on all taxes paid in full within 30 days of invoice. 

14. To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the 
sum of 50.00 for the Elliot Community Hospital. 

15. To see if the Town will vote to raise and make the neces- 
sary appropriation of monies for the purchase of equipment for 
the highway department.

It is impossible to predict accurately just what the enroll- 
ments will be during the next five years. Families move in and 
out of town and the figures will change from year to year.

It is dangerous to use the figures in the above tables as fac- 
tual. They assume that the pupils will all be promoted from 
year to year and that all will remain in school from grade 1 
through grade 8. They assume also that all the pupils will con- 
tinue to live in Richmond, none will drop out of school and no 
newcomers will be added. 

Nevertheless, recognizing their shortcoming, the figures do 
present an interesting picture. They indicate a steady increase 
in enrollment for the next five years from the past September 
enrollment of 39 for the first eight grades. 

As was mentioned in last year’s report, the above total en- 
rollments are too large for a single one-room school of eight 
grades. For the present at least, the school board feels that the 
arrangement of transporting grades 6, 7 and 8 to Keene should 
be continued. 

The citizens of Richmond should give serious thought to the 
local school picture. Is the time approaching when it would be 
feasible to transport all eight grades to Keene or to Swanzey? If 
not, how much remodeling should be done on the local building 
or buildings to improve their facilities? These are problems with 
which the school board is faced. They are not easily solved. 

In conclusion, I wish to express my appreciation to the 
teachers, pupils and parents, to the School Board and to the pa- 
trons of our school for their cooperation.
