SCHOOL» REPORT, 

By the superintendent of the twelve district schools in the 
town of Newport, for the year ending Marci 1st, 1881. 

Crrizens oF NEwrPort: 

In compliance with the statute of this state concerning 
the duties of the superintendent of schools, and also in ac- 
cordance with your vote passed at our last annual March 
meeting, I now respectfully submit the following report of 

the schools entrusted by you to my supervision for the past 
year. 

DISTRICT NO. 1. 

Miss Lois A. Hurd taught both the summer and winter 
terms. Miss Hurd has peculiar natural gilts, thorough ac- 
quaintance with the first principles of knowledge, and, also, 
we judge, an abiding consciousness that there is really no 

higher department of useful labor than that of giving di- 
rection to the first efforts of mind. 

She labored earnestly for her pupils and the school was 
& SUCCESS. 
We think Miss Hurd is competent to teach a much 

larger school than is found in district No. 1, and we can 
most cheerfully recommend her to any one who may wish 

to secure her services in the future. 



DISTRICT NO. 3. 

Both summer and tall terms were taught by Miss TAL: 
lan M. Wells. Miss Wells is a modest conscientious 

young lady, and in this school she won the love and respect 

of most of her scholars. The exercises at the close of the 

term were of such a character as reflect credit upon the 
pupils and encourage the teac wiley to. continue in the noble ie 

and responsible work of training the young mind: for fu 
ture usefulness. | 

Winter term John L, Cain teacher. This was Mr. Cain’s 
first experience in teaching, and he seemed to realize the 

responsibility resting upon him as a teacher of a primary 

school. He labored assiduously to make his scholars pract- 

cal and we judge he was successful to more than an ordi- 
nary degree. | i th 

DISTRICT NO, 4. 

The summer and fall terms were taught by Miss Lilian” 
Fletcher. This was Miss Fletcher’s first attempt at teach- 
ing school. The earnestness with which she labored man- 
ifested a pride in her vocation, and the result at the closing 
examination showed that her labors had not been in vain. 

Ruthvin T. Wilkins taught the winter school. This was 

his first attempt to be master of a district school. He 

seemed to be interested in his work from. the commence- - 

ment,:and with the hearty co-operation of both scholars and 
parents very commendable improvement was made. In 

reading and rhetorical exercises this school is second to 
none. 

DISTRICT NO. 5. 

Miss Attie 8. Marshall had charge of this school Hoth 
summer and winter terms, besides having taught the same’ 

school three terms before this fact’is* conclusive evidence © 

>i. 
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' of the high esteem in which she is held by the citizens of 
the district. This school is composed mostly of small 

scholars, well classified, giving the teacher ample time to do 

justice to all, which, we think, she has done in every in- 
stance. The scholars in this school always appear quiet 

and orderly, prompt in recitations, ete., which proves that 
both teacher and scholars worked well together and the re- 

sult was satisfactory to all. 

DISTRICT NO. 6. 

The services of Miss Alice D. Rowell were secured for 
‘the summer term. This being her second term of school 
it seemed quite an undertaking for her to engage in a school 

of forty-four scholars in her own district; suffice it to say, 

that nothing was left undone that it was possible to do to 
make the school pleasant and profitable; we think no one 
could have done better and we” have yet to learn if there 

was one person who has been known to say ought against 

the school. 

The fall and winter terms were taught by Edwin S. Bai- 

ley. 
This school is the largest and contains some of the finest 

scholars of anyone in town. Lesides the common English 
branches, latin, geometry, philosophy, history and algebra 

_ were pursued, and in these as well as all other studies a good 
degree of progress was made. Mr. Bailey is a teacher of 
considerable experience, and the closing examination exer- 
cises showed his labors to have been productive of the best 
results. 

DISTRICT NO. 7. 

The three terms of schoolin this district were taught by 
Miss Sophira R. Pike. Miss Pike has had many years of 

experience in teaching, and her reputation as a teacher is so 
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well known it need not'be noticed here. Thesummer tetni 

was comparatively without a fault. 
Several new and large scholars entered the school at the 

commencement of the fall term,some of whom were not 

disposed to preserve the good order that had hitherto been 
maintained. This being the fact, it was very difficult for 
the teacher to do as she would have done under more fayor- 

able circumstances. Many ofthe pupils were very studious, 
and the closing exercises proved that they had had a profit- 
able term. 

DISTRICT, NO. 9. 

Miss Mary E. Wylie was the teacher for both summer 
and winter terms... This was Miss Wylie’s first experience 
in teaching, and she made a good beginning as the scholars 
ably proved. We think that nothing was left undone ~ 

that the teacher coulddo to make the school a success 

We think the result of the school must have been. satisfac- 
tory to all. 

DISTRICT NO. 10 

Summer term taught by Miss Lillian Kempton. This 
was Miss Kempton’ s firsé attempt to teach, and she was well 
qualified to instruct youth in all the branches required by 

the laws of the state, but failing to gain the confidence and 
love of her pupils and not receiving the hearty co-operation 

of the parents, it was very‘ difficult for her to make the 

school as pleasant and profitable as it would have been © 
under more favorable circumstances. 

The winter term was under the instruction of Miss Zilpha 
M. Cutting. The interesting examination proved to all 
present that the term had been a complete success. 

Everything was orderly, and in all the rece an- 
swers were promptly given, and during the exercises in the 
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afternoon it seemed to be the aim of the scholars to acquit 
themselves in a manner that would reflect much credit up- 
on both teacher and taught. | 
By the great number of visitors present, we should judge 

that the labors of the teacher were highly appreciated. 

DISTRICT NO. 11. 

Summer term taught by Miss Estie M. Cutting. This 

_was her first experience in teaching, and the school was in 

her own district; but her labors were highly appreciated, 

and all was accomplished that could have been desired by 

any one. 
The number of the scholars being but four, made it very 

- difficult for any teacher to keep up a lively interest in the 

studies. 
For the winter term, Miss Alice D. Rowell had charge 

of the school. Miss Rowell’s former reputation as a teach- 

er was well sustained in this school, and we think all was 

accomplished that was possible under the circumstances. 

DISTRICT NO. 12. 
Miss Abbie E. Hall, teacher of the summer term. This 

was Miss Hall’s first school. Everything looked favorable 
at the commencement for a profitable school, but very soon 
she failed to govern a portion of the school, became dis- 
couraged and left the school without any examination. 
The school was the nearest to a failure of any in town for 
the current year. 

The winter term was taught by Miss Edna A. Weed; 
taught one term before. She did not enter upon her du- 
ties ignorant of the state of feelings existing among the pa- 
rents in the district, felt confident she could carry the school 
through without any difficulty; several of the scholars were 

absent the last day, which was-conclusive evidence that all 
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was not right. Until the citizens of district No. 12 can be 
more united and friendly at their school-meeting, they may 

look in vain for a profitable school. 

DISTRICT NO. 13. 

The summer term was- taught by Miss Sadie H. J. Cut- 

ting. We have always found this school very quiet and or- 
derly. The teacher gained the confidence and love of the 
scholars, which made it profitable and pleasant for all. The 

final examination showed that the pupils had made very 
commendable improvement in all their studies. “ 

Winter term, Miss Ida C. Proctor, teacher ; and her first 

experience. ‘The school was very much improved by the 
addition of two large boys to its numbers, they being the 

oldest scholars attending school in any district. Their ex- 

ample, which was always exemplary, was a great benefit to 

the school. The examination showed that the teacher was 

successful to more than an ordinary degree. 

DISTRICT NO. 15. 

Louisa A. Paul took charge of this school for the sum- 
mer term. Although she was young and in her own dis- 
trict, the scholars were respectful towards her, and a good 

degree of improvement was made. We think the money 
was judiciously expended. 

Miss Lilian M. Wells taught the winter term. She 
conducted the school in her quiet but decided manner, and 

the closing exercises showed that the scholars had imprev- | 

ed their time much to their credit and the satisfaction of 
the teacher. 

MISCELLANEOUS REMARKS. 

In noticing each district and teacher separately, it has 

been our endeavor to do justice to all parties concerned. 
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First, the prudential committee should always exhibit as 
. much shrewdness in hiring a school teacher asin making a 

bargain for any other laborer. They should not hire the 
one that will work the cheapest, but try and select from the 

_ many the one that will accomplish the greatest good for the 
_ same money. 

The parents have an important work to do to make the 

school a good one. ‘ Generally, they are too much inclined 
to submit the guardianship of their children to the teacher. 

They must do their duty better, and at once the benefit will 

be perceptible ; become acquainted with your teacher, visit 
the school, and the interest that you manifest will greatly 
stimulate both teacher andscholars. Cultivate promptness 

in all things connected with the school. Habitual prompt- 

ness makes. every task easy. Avoid tardiness and dismissal, 

and you will contribute largely to the order of the school. 

We sincerely hope that in the future every one will fully 

realize the importance of the common school system, lend 
a helping hand, and try and do his duty as we have endeav- 

ored to perform ours.
