' 7. Tosee what sum of money the town wil! vote to raise and 
appropriate to pay town officers for the fiscal year ending January 
31, 1917. 

8. Tosee what sum of money the town will vote to raise and 
appropriate for incidental expenses of the town for the fiscal year, 
ending January 31, 1917. 

9. Tosee what sum of money the town will vote to raise and 
appropriate for the repair of highways and bridges for the fiscal year 
ending January 31, 1917, and determine how the same shall be paid. 

10. To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum 
of $2,000.00 for the maintenance of state highways for the year en- 
suing. 

11. To see what sum. of money the town will vote to raiseand 
appropriate or borrow on promissory notes of the town for the pur- 
pose of improving that part of the cross state highway as located by 
the Governor and Council in the town of Claremont.

Reservoir, or until otherwise ordered by the town, and to erect. the. 
necessary runs from said reservoir to an ice house located on the prop- 
erty adjacent to and below said reservoir property, so that all drain- 
age will run away from said reservoir; harvesting of the ice to be done 
in a sanitary manner and under the supervision of the Board of Water 
Commissioners. 

48. To see what action the town will take towards acquiring a 
Public Playground. 

49. Tosee if the town will vote to raise the pay of the regular 
policemen from $2.50 per day to $3.00 per day. 

50. To see if the town will raise Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00, ) 
the same to be used in redecorating the Opera House and painting the 
side walls in the lower hall. 

51. Tosee if thetown will vote toinstall a steam heating system in 
Library Block. 

52. To see if the town will vote to authorize the West Claremont 
Burying Ground Association to expend its funds in the beaut fying of 
the West Claremont Burying Ground in such ways as may be approved 
by the Board of Cemetery Commissioners. 

58. To see if the town will vote to give the free use of the Opera 
House at three different times during the year and of the Town Hall” 
twice during the year when not otherwise in use,-to the Stevens: 
High School. 

54. Tosee if the town wili vote the American Band the free use 
of the Town Hall such times as may be selected by them to the 
amount of One Hundred Dollars, when the hall is not otherwise 
engaged. 

55. To see if the town will vote to give the Fire Department the 
free use of the Town Hall one such night as they may desire to hold . 
their annual Firemen’s Ball, when the hall is not otherwise engaged: 

56. Tosee if the town will vote to give the free use of the Town 
Hall at four different times during the year, and of the Opera House~ 
three different times during the year, when not otherwise engaged, to 
the Ladies’ Union Aid Society, for the benefit of the Claremont Gen- 
eral Hospital. 

57. To see if the town will vote to instruct the Selectmen to 
appoint a board of five commissioners who shall have full chargeof: 
the Cemeteries in town, also authorize said commissioners: to sell . 
burial lots, and use the money received for the sale of lots together 
with the money now on hand for the improvement of said cemeteries; 
also authorize said commissioners to employ a superintendent of 
cemeteries who shall devote his entire time to caring for the same. 

58. Toseeif the town will yote to instruct the Cemetery Com- 
missioners to plant shade trees in Mountain View Cemetery and other- 
wise beautify said Cemetery.

To the Public 

It will be remembered that at the annual meeting in 

March, 1915, the following resolution was adopted:— 
“That the town officers be authorized to omit from the 
printed annual report such details of expenditure as they 
may deem unnecessary for the purposes of the report.’ 
This was a departure from the practice of many years 
based upon the instructions of the voters‘of Claremont. 
The needless repetition in reporting payments to individ- 
uals had become so apparent as to call for a change. 

In submitting this report the Selectmen have followed. the 
plan outlined at the last annual meeting of showing’ as 
nearly as is practicable to whom and for what payments 
were made, avoiding as far as possible, repetition: By 
the new method the space required for the detailed state- 

ment of expenditures by the selectmen including the high- 
way department has been reduced about 55 per cent, the 

condensed report requiring seventy-seven pages, while 
the same matter in the old form would have required 
about one hundred seventy-five pages. 

The amount of business in the various departments 
has been the largest of any year in the history of the 
town, there having been received into the treasury 
$366,240.93. Orders have been drawn amounting to 
$340,511.66. It is gratifying to be able to report that 
although the expenditures of some departments have 

been large the summary of expenditures of all depart- 
ments has been conservative. Owing to the efficient 
manner in which the taxes have been collected and the 
fact that the other revenues have been favorable we are 
able to report a balance in the town treasury of 
$24,302.54, out of which $11,593.66 will become due 
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Soon, leaving a working balance of $12,708.88. While 
the authorized increased indebtedness of the town was 

$103;000, the actual net indebtedness of the town 

has. been increased but $79,216.94. The fact that the 

fiscal year was fifteen days shorter than usual contrib- 
uted somewhat to the above result. 

Bridges. Agreeably to the instructions of the town 

the Selectmen as soon as possible engaged the engineering 
firm of Storrs & Storrs to design two new bridges, one 
for Broad Street and one for Main Street at the Lower 
Village. As soon as the design of the Lower Village 
bridge was completed bids were invited, and on the 25th 
day of May bids were received for the erection of the 
same ineluding both sub- and superstructure and the con- 

tract was awarded to the Boston Bridge Works Inc., for 

$7,990., they being the lowest bidder. In the meantime 

work was hastened on the plans for the Broad Street 

bridge and proposals invited with the resuit that on the 

14th day of June the contract was awarded to the 

United Construction Company of Albany, New York, for 
the erection of the sub- and superstructure for $12,750. 

By getting into the market early in the season of 1915 
the town was very fortunate in getting exceedingly low 

bids for both bridges and were enabled to get them com- 
pleted before cold’ weather interfered with the work. 
While the appropriation for these’ two bridges was 

$26,000, the actual cost of the two bridges with im- 

proved approaches was but $23,612.01. The bridges 
are entirely different in design, the Lower Village bridge 
being a deck truss bridge of one hundred tour feet span 
with reinforced concrete slab floor covered with tar con- 
crete wearing surface and having one raised sidewalk 

with reinforced concrete floor The Broad Street bridge 
is a deck girder bridge of two spans with a total length 

of one hundred thirty-five feet, requiring the erection of a 
pier in midstream. The floor of the roadway is of arched 
conerete with a width of twenty-two feet, the wearing 
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surface being of tar concrete. The bridge has two six- 
foot raised sidewalks, the floors of which are reinforced 

concrete. These bridges are both modern types of city 

bridges and will sustain the same loads. They are each 
designed to carry a live load consisting of a line of twelve 

ton motor trucks as close together as possible and pass- 
ing another line of the same kind of trucks, similarly 

placed, each truck figured to carry nine of its twelve tons 
on the rear axle. This would allow about twelve such 

trucks upon the Broad Street bridge at the same time 
and about ten upon the Lower Village bridge, to which 
carrying capacity is added twenty-five per cent for im- 
pact considered essential to meet the demand of rapidly 
moving modern trucks. The weight of the Broad Street 

bridge is about 740,000 pounds and of the Lower Village 

bridge about 420,000 pounds. In proportioning the 
steel the engineers used the usual factor of safety of four, 
which means that the actual breaking point would be 
under a load four times the normal capacity. A cut of 

each of these bridges is included in our report. 
In removing the Lower Village bridge 1t was found 

that the structure had so deteriorated as to be start- 
lingly dangerous, the ironin some places having been so 
eaten through with rust that two-thirds of the member 
was entirely gone, including one large break. It was 
fortunate that the worst deterioration occurred in the 

compression members. Had it occurred to the same ex- 
tent in the tension members it is doubtful if the bridge 
could have carried its own load. The Broad Street 
bridge, while not so badly decayed, had been so strained 
by overloading as to throw it out of balance, compelling 

“some members to carry more than their proportion of 

the load. The town is fortunate in having these two. 
bridges replaced before any accident occurred. | 

In the matter of the Slab City bridge which had be- 

come unsafe and for the renewal of which an appropria- 

tion was made, it was estimated that an iron or rein- 
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‘forced concrete culvert could be constructed at an ex- 
pense of about $900, and that amount was appropri- 
ated. The bottom of the stream appeared to be of gravel 

- of a character suitable for placing the foundation thereon, 
but when work was commenced it was found to have 

underneath six or seven feet of mud, rendering it neces- 
sary to make excavation in some places clear to the 
ledge. The work was carried forward in a thorough 

manner, both headwalls being carried down to ledge 

foundation, and 48”’ iron pipe 36 feet in length installed 
and the whole filled in with gravel from the hill in the 
highway just east of there, making a solid piece of road- 
way which should be permanent, besides greatly improy- 
ing the grade of the roadway easterly of the bridge.. The 

expense of the whole work was $1,419.15. | 
_ Street Lighting. At the adjourned annual meeting 
of 1915 the Selectmen were authorized to enter into a 
“new lighting contract, the existing contract expiring. in 

‘July. Extensive investigation in other cities and towns 
‘as to thecharacter of lamps in use and the prices paid 
for the same was made before a contract was agreed 

upon. On September 3rd a three-year contract, having 

the approval of Wm. C. Puffer, the town’s expert, was 
~ executed with the Claremont Power company for two 

hundred forty incandescent lights at $19.50 per light, 
and forty so-called are lhghts at $70.00 per light, with 
the privilege of increasing the number of lights at the 
same rate. The annual cost of the present electric lights 
is $7,449.50. The entire lighted area was examined and 
new locations and such changes from former locations as 
appeared necessary to obtain the best lighting effect were 
made, with the result that our streets are much better 

lighted than formerly. A few additional lights may be 
found necessary to obtain the most satisfactory results. 

The fire alarm system had been deteriorating for 
“some time. Anexpert engineer was employed to examine 
the battery room and the fire whistle, and under his ad- 

vice a new rack with new cells and elements was in-

Stalled, and an automatic whistle purchased and installed 
at the Paper Mill. It is expected that the results‘in the 
future will be much more satisfactory than in the past. 

_The expense of the automatic whistle and installation of 

the same were donated to the town by the Claremont 
Paper company. 

The notes of the town known as Trust Fund Notes 
were refunded into Trust Fund Bonds agreeably to the 
vote of the town at the annual meeting of 1915, thereby 
removing from the town’s liabilities a long list of notes 
which had been issued from time to time. to invest col- 
lections made on account of the various funds. ‘The 

total amount of trust fund bonds issued was $38,686.78. 

Highways. Extensive damage to the highways oc- 
curred at the time of the July freshet when the dam of 
the Tyler reservoir, so called, on Bible Hill, gave way, 
destroying the culvert built the year before at the foot of 
Bible Hill, and badly washing the adjacent roadway. 
This was repaired at acost to the town of $731.75. 

The retaining wall just below the Slack & Roberts dam 
gave way andan extensive washout of the roadway 
resulted. This has not been repaired. The erection of 

a suitable wall at this place and the filling of the road- 
way will cost several thousand dollars if the former line 
of highway 1s to be restored and protected. 

The present condition of some of the streets of Clare- 
mont makes it plain that some more substantial form 

of construction than is possible with gravel or dirt is 
imperative, to sustain modern loads and modern vehi- 
cles. This is especially true of Pleasant Street, Main .. . 
Street, a portion of Mulberry Street, a portion of IETS a 
Street and a portion of Washington Street. Some form . 
of paving is needed. The subject of repairs or rebuilding 
of Pleasant Street and the proper paving of Main Street 
has been frequently presented to the public in its connec- 
tion with the necessity of that portion occupied by the 

Street Railway being properly rebuilt. When Main 
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‘Street vis rebuilt an important feature of such work 

should be the improving ofthe inconvenient and danger- 
ous.curve near the Baptist church. . 

Much annoyance and frequent complaint arises from 

surface:water and almost constant demand is made on 

the: officials for relief therefrom. Several articles appear 
- inthe warrant calling for appropriations for drains for 
surface water. 

_ Another matter in connection with our highways de- 
manding attention is the condition of several of our 

small bridges‘across brooks, either the character of the 

original structure or the decayed condition of the same, 
rendering them unsafe for automobile trucks, the steam 
road roller or the new chemical fire truck.

Chemical Fire Truck 

At the annual meeting in 1915 the town authorized 
acommittee composed of the selectmen and the fire en- 
gineers to purchase a combination, motor-driven, chemi- 
eal fire truck and authorized the borrowing of six thou- 

sand dollars to pay for the same. The committee imme- 
diately ‘organized by the choice of Geo. W. Paul as chair- 

man and H. L. Brooks as secretary and started investi- 

gating the claims and merits of various machines. Spe- 
cial examination was made of the product of tourteen 

- competing companies and bids were invited to furnish an 
' apparatus meeting specifications drawn by the commit- 

tee, which inciuded two chemical tanks. During the 
summer the American LaFrance Fire Engine Company 
put upon the market a triple combination apparatus, a 
feature of which was the substitution for one chemical 
tank of a water pump driven by the motor of the car, 
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having a capacity of three hundred gallons of water per 
minute under a_ pressure of one hundred and twenty 
pounds. They offered to furnish a machine so equipped 
with the privilege of trial and in case of dissatisfaction 
after a reasonable time, the substitution of a second 

chemical tank for the Junior engine. This machine as of- 
fered appealed especially to the committee and an order 
was placed for the’same at a contract price of $5,950.00. 
One of the features of this pump is that on the exhaustion 
of the chemical fluid where the fire isnot quite extin- 

guished a stream of water can be thrown through the 
chémical tank and the chemical hose without the delay 

attendant upon laying a new line, and thereby avoiding 
much damage which would be occasioned by the use of a 
larger volume of water. The engine has a horse power of 
one hundred five. The machine is equipped with dual rear 
wheels and all the wheels mounted with heavy {rubber 

tires. It carries a full equipment of ladders, pony chem- 
icals, axes, bars, nozzles, couplings and one thousand or 
more feet of ordinary fire hose. The weight of the car 
equipped is ten thousand pounds. Another feature of the 
car is a coupling arrangement for attaching other appa- 
ratus, which would permit the drawing of the steamer 
to the scene of a fire in the shortest possible time. It is 

hoped that in acquiring this machine the town has added 
very materially to its equipment for protection of both 
village and outlying property.

Water Works

The attention of the public is respectfully called to 
the fact that owing to the rapid increase in the use of 
water, our supply is inadequate, except in a very wet 
rear. 

i? The income from water rentals in 1902 (which was 
the year the town bought the works) was about 
$12,000.00; in 1915 it was over $22,500.00. The num- 
ber of services in 1902 was 767; in 1915 there were 1,264. 
Of these 165 have been connected in the last three years. 

To meet this increased demand for water I recom- 
mend that a reservoir with a capacity of about 56,000,- 
000 gallons be constructed at the head waters of Stevens 
Brook, this reservoir to be supplied with water from 
White Water Brook and be connected with the Dole 
reservoir. 

While White Water Brook is nearly dry at certain 
times in the vear, measurements taken of the flow of this 
brook show it to be about three times as large as the 
brook from which we now get our supply, and the water 
is reported by the State Board of Health to be as good 
as any surface water in the State.

~The construction was upon the middle road leading 
to Cornish. 3,200 feet being finished -with the exception 
of railing, leaving an unfinished section of 1,850 feet be- 
tween the North end of this year's construction and the 
South end of the construction of 1914, upon which un- 
finished section three culverts were installed, 200 feet sub- 
graded, and other preparatory work done amounting to 
several hundred dollars, 
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The section built in 1915 was of different design from 
any'that has been built in the past ten years under State 
supervision, the shoulders of the road being made of 
gravel instead of dirt, as informer years. Heavy fill to 
bring the grade up to the survey and the cost of gravel 
have made this the most expensive piece of State road 
ever constructed in Claremont. When finished with suit- 
able railing the cost will be upward of $7,000 per mile. 

The section constructed in 1914 was 2,850 feet in- 
stead of 1,950 feet, as reported.

The records of the circulation department show that 
34,095 magazines and books were borrowed for home 
use, an average of 112% for the 303 days that the libra- 
ry was open, 1,739 more than for 1914. The greatest 
increase was from the children’s room due, ina great 
measure, to the influence of the teachers. The larger 
number of books bought has also helped to keep the in- 
terest keen. 

The reference department has never been as fully used 
as during the past year. 

A record of the number of persons who came to the 
library for any purpose, showed a daily average of one 
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hundred and fifty-four; fully a third stayed for“reading 
and study. : 

The building is being used more and more as a rest 
room, not only by townspeople but by persons who 
come here for shopping or other business. 

Four hundred and fifty names were added to the list 
of borrowers, forty-five more than registered in 1914. 

Six hundred and thirty-six volumes have been added 
to the library the past vear, of this number four hundred 
and eighty were purchased.

Report of Committee 

For Enlarging and Remodeling Stevens High School 

Building 
Town of Claremont :— 

Your committee, elected at the town meeting of 
March 9th, 1915, for the purpose of enlarging and re- 
modeling the Stevens High School building, begs to 
report as follows. 

The committee met shortly after election, and ac- 
cepted the plans of Brainerd & Leeds, Architects, of Bos- 
ton, substantially as shown in the report of the previous 
committee of investigation. 
Mr. Alfred S. Kellogg, Engineer, of Boston, was en- 

gaged to co-operate with the architects in the prepara- 
tion of engineering plans and oversight of the work for 
the heating and ventilating plant and the electrical 
apparatus. 
Contracts were awarded as follows :— 

‘General Contract, Marshall, Rogers Co. of Boston 
Heating & Ventilating, F.E. Newcomb of Newport 
Plumbing Contract, W. P. Sweeney of Claremont 
Electrical Contract, F. A. Currier of Claremont 

Work was commenced before the close of the school, 
the contracts providing that the old building should be 
ready for occupancy when the school re-opened in Sep- 
tember and the work completed Dec. 31st. Owing to 
unusually unfavorable weather, the opening of the school 
in September was delayed one week and the completion 
of the work was delayed two weeks. It appeared wiser 
to submit to these delays than to complete the work and 
occupy the buildings before they were sufficiently dry. 

The buildings, equipment and furnishings speak for 
themselves, and will be opened for public inspection _be- 
fore this report is printed. The committee is confident 
that the town has received full value for the money 
spent. 
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Following is the financial statement of the Treasurer 
of the Committee as of March 1:

This statement shows that after paying for the work 
as contracted, the Committee will have a small balance, 
which will be expended for grading, additional furniture 
and repairs to ceilings in the old building. These items 
were not. included in the contracts because of the possi- 
bility of extras or other unforeseen conditions calling for 
additional expenditures. It will be noted that, following 
the custom of recent years in the construction of public 
buildings, the Committee has paxtor med its duty without 
exceeding the appropriation. 

A few details of construction inion could not. be com- 
pleted within the time specified and -which could not be 
conveniently attended to with the school in session, will 
be completed during the vacation next summer. The 
building and equipment have been accepted subject to 
this agreement between the Committee and the contract- 
ors; and the Committee will retain its organization until 
the completion of the work and termination of the con- 
tracts.

Report of Board of Health 

To the Board of Selectmen: 

Under the new statute of Chapter 27, Laws of 1915, 
entitled ‘‘An Act to Improve the Public Health’’, the 
present Health Officer was appointed as such by the 
State Board of Health, June 4,1915. The chief effect of 
this statute in Claremont was to substitute the select- 
men as advisors and directors in place of other citizens. 

It has been the practice of the Health Officer to con- 
fer with the selectmen whenever health questions of im- 
portance have arisen or cases involving the expenditure 
of much money. 

The Town has been fortunate in the few contagious 
diseases reported and quarantined since February 15, 
1915. They have been as follows: diphtheria, 3; typhoid 
fever, 3; scarlet fever, 1. ‘Two tubercular removals and 
nine deaths were included in the nineteen weekly reports 
sent the State Board of Health. 

In each of the above cases the premises were com- 
pletely fumigated. The disinfected areas were as follows: 
rooms, 100; hallways, 10; cellars, 4; toilets, 14. 

This year it has not been necessary to furnish any 
aid to those in quarantine. 

_ 102 nuisances were reported during the year and were 
attended to. They may be classified as follows: 

Garbage piles 10 
Unclean premises 21 
Dead animals 9 
Defective drains 8

Privies 7

Hen houses 3

Six signs of ‘‘Dump no rubbish’? have been posted. 
Greater care of the town dump has been taken this year, 
and teamsters and others using it have responded well to 
the requirements of burial of carcases and other offensive 
matter. 

At the last annual meeting the town appropriated 
the sum of $500. for the public collection of garbage. 
The Board contracted for this work with Frank E. Reed, 
after publicly advertising for bids. From May 1 to No- 
vember 1 garbage was collected twice a week from all 
those that desired it within the limits of the mail carriers. 
A load of four or five barrels was collected three or four 
times aday on the average during the season. ‘Only 
about one-half the people availed themselves of this op- 
portunity, owing to several private collectors and the 
practice different persons had of disposing of their own 
garbage. Those who were served, however, felt greatly 
relieved, and Iam fully convinced that both from the 
point of view of a cleaner town and from that of service 
to the citizens, the appropriation was a wise one. I 
would urge a similar appropriation for the coming year. 
If one is made, the method of publicly advertising for 
bids would again be used. 

Among the matters accomplished special mention 
may be made of the extension of the surface drain on 
Barnes Street into the river—a distance of some 170 feet. 
A substantial portion of the cost was paid by the resi- 
dent property owners who were using the drain asa 
sewer. In this way one of the worst nuisances in town 
was abated. The Health Officer would be very glad to 
co-operate with the people of any other section similarly 
in attempts to take care of the nuisances and deficiencies 
caused by the lack of a public sewer system. 

The State Board of Health now keeps a supply of 
anti-toxin, for diphtheria cases, at one of the local drug 
stores. The latest regulation of this Board is to the 
effect that all those practicing midwifery should report to 
the local Health Officer for registration. + One result of 
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the convention of health officers, in Concord, last Decem- 
ber, was the organization of health officers by counties, 
for the purpose of more uniform work and co-operation 
in educating the public on health matters.

There was an increase in the number of bell alarms 
over both the past two years and the most serious of the 
number were Sears’ stable and Jewett’s garage, one fire 
immediately following the other. 

HYDRANTS 

Only two new hydrants have been installed this year, 
one at Claremont Junction and one on the Charlestown 
road. 

FIRE ALARM SYSTEM 

The fire alarm system has been considerably improved 
the past year. The whole system has been thoroughly 
inspected, a new battery rack with 206 new batteries in- 
stalled in the town building basement battery room, two 
new tappers for firemen installed and one new fire alarm 
box No. 49 at the fair grounds on Maple avenue, have 
been added. 

The automatic steam fire whistle installed to take the 
place of the hand operated one at the Claremont Paper 
Company’s plant has proved very satisfactory, and the 
two ‘‘try outs’’ each week save a possible breakdown. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

I recommend that one or more hydrants be installed 
each year, for plenty of hydrants not only means getting 
water on a fire quickly but also a great saving in hose. 
The same thing in regard to fire alarm boxes, as plenty 
of them means a quicker response to the fire by it being 
in close proximity to the box. 
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The-six new Pyrene extinguishers purchased» proved 
their efficiency many fold, getting almost immediatere- 
sults by their use, and I would recommend: the’ purchase 
of the same number this year. 

On vote of the town at the last annual meeting the 
committee appointed has purchased a new Triple Com- 
bination Automobile Chemical of the American-LaFrance 
Fire Engine Company of E]Jmira, N. Y. Owing to my ill- 
ness early in the season and the fact that our order was 
preceded by a large number of others we have been de- 
layed in receiving the apparatus. 

I recommend that at the annual meeting of the town 
this year, a committee be appointed to investigate 
the advisability of anew central fire station, to also in- 
vestigate a possible location for same, the probable cost 
of construction and the possible cost of maintenance, 
and to report their findings and recommendations at the 
next town meeting.

feeling of the townspeople who have given the depart- 
ment the needed*support. Each year as our equipment 
improves, we hope our efficiency will advance with it.

Committee Report 

The principal event of the school year is the erection 
of the new high school addition. The generous action of 
the town has provided us with an adequate, convenient 
and attractive building of more than double the capacity 
of the old one. This building will accommodate the high 
school for many years tocome. Fora fuller mention we 
refer you to the report of the building committee. 

In June a class of twenty-seven was graduated, and 
in September an entering class of seventy-nine new fresh- 
man students was admitted. The total enrolment the 
present school vear is 239, an increase of twenty over 
last year’s total. In 1912 only 149 entered in Septem- 
ber, and only 153 were enrolled during the entire year, 
so that in three years the school has shown a gain of 
fifty-six per cent. The present senior classnumbers forty, 
twenty boys and twenty girls. This is the largest grad- 
uating class in the history of the school, and still num- 
bers two-thirds of its entrance enrolment. 

We lost two teachers at the end of the last school 
year, Miss Brookins, the domestic arts teacher, and Miss 
Lambert, the teacher of elementary English, each of them 
going to positions with a considerable increase in salary. 
While it is gratifying to see that our teachers are highly 
regarded by other school officials, it is unfortunate that 
some of our teachers leave for better paid positions as 
soon as they have gained experience here, because we 
cannot match the salaries. The successor of Miss Brook- 
ins is Miss Marjorie Shaw of Simmons College, and of 
Miss Lambert is Miss Evelyn Denny of Wellesley College. 

The work of the school was much handicapped dur- 
ing the period of business operations by the noise and 
confusion, and lack of available room and usual conven- 
iences. In order to get the benefit of the quiet hour from 
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twelve to one, when the workmen were at dinner, a solid 
session was established, and later on it seemed wise to 
continue the arrangement for the remainder of the school 
year. 

Commencing with the winter term we raised the tui- 
tion fees for outside pupils from $30 to $40 a year. It is 
financially advantageous to Claremont to receive these 
pupils as they are so distributed through the four classes 
and the five courses that they do not require an extra 
teacher anywhere, but make some classes a little larger, 
and the income from tuition reduces the amount which 
we should otherwise have to ask from the town for the 
support of the school. 

The equipment of the scientific department*has not 
kept pace with the growth of the school. In fact con- 
siderable of the apparatus has been repaired again and 
again, and cannot much longer be used. A number of 
experiments could not have been performed at all except 
for the loan of some apparatus which is the personal 
property of the science instructor. There are not enough 
duplicate sets, and many pupils are hampered by having 
to wait their turn at the apparatus. Furthermore, the 
applications of science to industry have recently come to 
be much emphasized. These new experiments call for 
different apparatus. We have fine science laboratory 
rooms, counters and sinks, but we do lack sufficient 
apparatus to give the number of students we now have 
the kind of instruction which the school ought to furnish. 
The needs of this department have been carefully worked 
out in detail, item by item, and reasons can be given for 
every piece of apparatus asked for. The cost of the mim- 
imum equipment is $1,000. We recommend a special 
appropriation of that amount to equip the laboratories. 
After this has once been done, the laboratory equipment 
can be kept up by a moderate expenditure each year from 
current school funds. 

While the school has increased fifty-six percent. in 
three years, the teaching force has not been increased in 
like ratio. Wehave added a domestic arts teacher, and 
are employing a manual training teacher for three days 
a week. But we have also added domestic arts courses 
and manual training courses which take practically all 
their time, leaving the academic and commercial subjects 
to be carried by the same number of teachers that we 
had three years ago when the school was only two- 
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thirds aslarge. With a still further increase in pupils to 
be expected next fall, it will be necessary to employ an 
additional teacher. The need seems to be greatest in the 
commercial department, and we believe that a teacher 
should be secured to assist in that department, and to 
take some classes in the other courses. 

It is to be expected that witha larger school anda 
larger building, that the expense of maintenance will in- 
crease as far as the total is concerned, although the cost 
per pupil is not greater. Six years ago the per pupil cost 
was $65.07, while the past year the per pupil cost was 
$49.97, although the total amount expended increased 
from $10,281. 01 to $11,942.75. 

The new building makes the janitor’s work more than 
double, and his salary has had to be increased accord- 
ingly. The expense for heating, lighting, electric power, 
and insurance has considerably increased. The increase 
in the number of pupils increases the cost of books and 
supplies. These expenses, together with the salary of the 
additional teacher needed, will make necessary an appro- 
priation of six thousand dollars for the current expenses 
of the school, and we recommend this sum, and also the 
previously mentioned special appropriation for this year 
only, of one thousand dollars to equip the science 
laboratory.
