Report of School Board. 

District No. 1. 

Two terms of school, both under the instruction of Miss Ap- 

prize C. WoopmMan, whose record as a teacher is so well known. 

It is seldom one teacher can keep the same school as long as 

Miss Woodman has, and still give good satisfaction; but No. 1 

seems to know when it has got a good teacher, and does not 

desire achange. The first term of eight weeks commenved 

May 10. Whole numberof scholars, 11; average attendance, 
10; studying reading, 10; spelling, 10; penmanship, 2; arith- 

metic, 8; geography, 5; grammar, 1; history, 1; drawing, 5; 

vocal music, 10. Roll of honor: Inez Il. Heath, Edna F. 

Woodman, Clara Belle Wiser, Amy M. Spiller, Clara M. 

Woodman, Cora M. Woodman, James Spiller, Leon A. Wood- 

man. Wages of teacher per month, including board, $20. 

The second term of nine weeks began Nov. 1. Whole num- 
ber of scholars, 21; average attendance, 17; studying reading, 

20; spelling, 20; penmanship, 3; arithmetic, 14; geography, 

8; grammar, 3; history, 3; vocal music, 20; physiology, 1; A 2B 
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algebra, 1. Roll of honor: Clara B. Wiser, Clara M. Wood- 

man, Cora M. Woodman, Elmer P. Wiser, Leon A. Woodman, 

Leland B. Mitchell. Wages of teacher per month, including 

board, $22. 

District No. 2. 

One term of eleven weeks, commencing Apr. 19, taught by 

Miss Avausta C. Sarcenr, of Plymouth, a teacher of large ex- 

perience. I visited this school twice. The scholars made good 

improvement, showing thoroughness in the branches taught. 

One little one deserves special mention for improvement in 

reading. ‘There being no school-house Mr. Ferrin furnished 

school room this year. Whole number of scholars, 8; average 

attendance, 6; studying reading, 8 ; spelling, 8; penmanship, 3 ; 

arithmetic, 6; geography, 6; grammar, 2; naan 8. Rollof 

honor: Myra Brown, Frank Brown,J ne H. Morrison, Edna 

Morrison. Wages of teacher per month, $12; board per month, 

$4. Whole amount of school money, $44. 

District No. 3. 

Two terms of school. The first term of eight weeks com- 

menced May 10, under the instruction of Miss Minnie F. 

CuanvDLer, of Plymouth, who has taught this school before. 

Miss Chandler is a very pleasant teacher, while she maintains 

good order in the school-room. Whole number of scholars, 11 ; 

average attendance, 10; studying reading, 11; penmanship, 11; 

spelling, 11; arithmetic, 10; geography, 9; grammar, 2; physi- 

ology, 4. Roll of honor: Abbie F. Batchelder, Sadie H. Batchel- 

der, Carrie M. Dalton, Anna A. Dalton, Cora A. Dalton. bane® 

es of teacher per month, $12. Board given. 
The second term of thirteen weeks, commencing Nov. 1, was 

taught by Miss Mary A. Morritt, of this town, who is well 

known as one of our best teachers. We expected a good 

school, and were not disappointed. The closing examination 

was attended by parents and friends, all of whom were well 

pleased with the progress made. Whole number of scholars, 
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16; average attendance, 14; studying reading, 16; spelling, 

16; geography, 10; grammar, 5; composition, 2; book-keep- 

ing, 2. Roll of honor: Charlie Small, Sam Pillsbury, Anna 

Dalton, Mary Batchelder, and Archie Nichols. The last two 

were on the roll of honor last winter, but were not reported, 

through mistake. Wages of teacher per month, $16. Board 

and wood given by the district amounting in value to twenty 

cents per week for each scholar. For this reason Archie Nich- 

ols paid tuition, $2.25. Whole amount of school money, $70. 

Money from former committee, $4. 

Distrricr No. 5. 

One term of eleven weeks, commencing Oct. 18, was taught 

by Miss Frora M. Sarcent. This was Miss Sargent’s first at- 

tempt at teaching, and she was very anxious to succeed. The 

last part of the term was badly broken up by sickness, but the 

closing examination of the few scholars present showed all the 

improvement that could be expected. Whole number of schol- 

ars, 5; average attendance, 4; studying reading, 5; spelling, 

. 53 penmanship, 5; arithmetic,5; geography,4; grammar, 3; 

composition, 3; drawing, 4. Rollof honor: Winfred Gilpatric, 

Wages of teacher per month, $12. Board per month, $8. 

Whole amouutof school money, $55. 

District No. 7. 

One term of fourteen weeks, commencing Aug. 16, under the 

instruction of Miss Minnrz E. Mrzoon, of Meredith. This was 

an excellent school in every respect. The advancement was not 

only rapid but very thorough. Whole number of scholars, 11; 

average attendance, 8; studying reading, 9; spelling,9; pen- 

manship, 8; arithmetic, 10; geography, 5; grammar, 5; history, 

1; physiology, 1; bookkeeping, 1. Rollof honor: Myra Clem- 

ent. Wages of teacher per month, $14. Board per month, $6. 

District No. 8. 

This school began May 10, Miss Mary A. Morrit1, teacher. 
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After teaching two weeks it was thought better to close, as it 

was found that there were only three scholars in the district 

that could conveniently attend at that season of the year. 

Whole number of scholars, 4; average attendance, 4; studying 

reading, 4; Arithmetic, 4: spelling, 4; penmanship, 4; ge- 

ography, 2. Roll of honor: Agnes M. Dolloff, Frank H. Til- 

ton and Harry Pike. Wages of teacher per month, including 

board, $20. 

The second term of fourteen weeks, commencing Sept. 6, 
was under the instruction of Miss Mary E. Brnnert, of Gil- 

ford, a teacher of much experience, having taught, I believe, 

some twenty terms. I visited this school at the commencement, 

and should have done so at the close, had the weather and trav- 

eling permitted. Ihave no doubt that it was a good school. 

Whole number of scholars, 13; average attendance, 10; study- 

ing reading, 7; spelling, 9; penmanship, 6; arithmetic, 8; 

geography, 6; grammar, 9; rhetoric, 2; algebra, 3; philoso- 

phy, 2; natural history, 2. Roll of honor: Agnes M. Dolloff 

and Alice M. Tilton. Wages of teacher per month, $20. Board 
per month, $8. Whole amount of school money, $108. 

District No. 10. 

One term of eight weeks commenced Aug. 23, taught by Miss 

Avice B. Ames, of Ashland, who kept a good school. Whole 

number of scholars, 5; average attendance, 5; studying read- 

ing, 5: spelling, 5; penmanship, 5; arithmetic, 3; geography, 

2. Waes of teacher per month, $12. Board given. Whole 
amount of school money, $24. 

Unrown District No. 1. 

First term of six weeks began May 10, taught by Miss Arice 

LB. Amgs, the teacher of No. 10. I visited this school twice 

and was well pleased. Whole number of scholars, 6; average 

attendance, 6; studying reading, 6; spelling, 6; penmanship, 

6; arithmetic, 6; geography, 3. Roll of honor: Nora B. 
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Mitchell, Ethel S. Mitchell, Ora A. Nichols. Wages of teach- 

er per month, $11. Board per month, $5.40. — 

The second term, with the same teacher, commenced Oct. 18, 

with the intention of schooling out what money the former 

committee had on hand, and twenty-five dollars that the Ply- 

mouth School Board reported as due this school last March, but. 

after keeping two weeks and two days, it was found there was 

a difficulty in collecting the latter; so we were obliged to close 

the school. Number of scholars and their studies the same as 

those of the former term. Roll of honor: Ralph W. Nichols, 

Willis E. Martin, Ora A. Nichols, Nora B. Mitchell, Ethel S. 

Mitchell. Wages of teacher per month, $12. Board per month, 

$5.40. Whole amount of school money, $24. Amount receiv- 

ed from former committee, $9.74. 

In closing our report we will say that agreeable to the de- 

sire expressed at the school meeting last March, we have made 

as few changes as possible. In No. 9 there were only three or 

four scholars and the school-house was in such condition that 

it seemed better to unite it with No. 1. Former Union district 

and No. 10 were kept at different times and by the same teach- 

er in order to give the scholars the henefit of both schools and 

most of those who were old enough to travel the distance avail- 

ed themselves of the privilege. 

In regard to teachers we have endeavored to secure experi- 

enced ones and in nearly every instance have been fortunate 

enough to do so. As for school books, we have found,,,, neces- 

sary to introduce new readers; the old ones had been in use a 

long time, and some schools were badly classed in consequence, 

there being three or four different kinds of readers in the same 

school, 

We think one great trouble with our district schools is too 

many classes, and in many instances this can not be avoided, 
but should not be caused by different text books. The books 
now used in this town are Swinton’s readers, Monroe’s speller, 

Robinson’s arithmetics, Harper’s grammar by Wm. Swinton, 
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and Warren’s geographies in most of the schools. In No. 3, 

Harper’s geographies are used, and in some schools we find 

both. One book is as good as the other only they should be 

alike in the same school, especially where they will class. We 

have found it very difficult to decide the best season of the 

year to commence some of the schools as what would accom- 

modate one would prove a disadvantage to another. We would 

recommend that the parents decide among themselves when 

they would like to have their school commence and inform us 

as early as convenient. We believe you are able to decide this 

question much better than we can. :
