43. To see if the town will vote to accept the hydrant on the 
Charlestown Road between the houses of A. A. Frost and B. M. 
Jewett and pay the rental on same. 

44, To see if the town will vote to accept the gift of Two 
Thousand Dollars made by Charles A. Millen to the Town for the 
erection on the Town Common near the Town Hall of a drinking 
fountain for man and beast and maintain the same in good repair . 
for not less than twenty years. 

45. To see if the town will vote to instruct and authorize the 
board of Assessors to employ a competent expert or experts to as- 
sist said Board in determining the true and full value of all mills, 
machinery, stocks in trade in all mills, and water powers, improved 
and unimproved, in the town, for the 1919 invoice of taxable 
property. 

46. To see if the town will vote to appoint a liquor agent 
or agents for the town of Claremont. 

47. To see if the town will vote to provide a suitable meet- 
ing place for the veterans of all wars and their auxiliaries, and 
appropriate money therefor if necessary. 

48. To see if the town will vote to give the free use of the 
Opera House at four different times during the year, of the Town 
Hall twice during the year, when not otherwise in use, to the 
Stevens High School. 

49. To see if the town will vote to give the free use of the 
Town Hall such times as may be selected by them to the amount of 
One Hundred Dollars, when the hall is not otherwise engaged, to 
the American Band. 

50. To see if the town will vote to give the free use of -the 
Town Hall at four different times during the year, and of the 
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Opera House three different times during the year, when not other- 
wise engaged, to the Ladies” Union Aid Society, for the benefit of 
the Claremont General Hospital. 

51. To see if the town will vote to give the Fire Department 
the free use of the town hall and cloak rooms, one such night as 
they may desire to hold their annual Firemen’s’ Ball, when the hall 
is not otherwise engaged. 

52. To see if the town will vote to install two new lights 
on Chase Street. 

58. To see if the town will vote to place three more lights 
along Maple Avenue, from near the Noonan place at Claremont 
Junction, and the Moody place so-called, now the Vose place, and 
raise and appropriate money therefor. 

54. To see if the town will vote to place a street light on 
Breck Avenue. 

55. To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate 
the sum of Five Hundred Dollars to erect a suitable shed to house 
the steam road roller and other tools and machinery on land belong- 
ing to the town, north of the new Central Fire Station. 

56. To see if the town will vote to install a new street 
light on Martin Street. 

57. To hear the report of the Committee of citizens appointed 
recently by the Selectmen to make inquiries and offer recommenda- 
tions to the Town Meeting regarding measures for a suitable 
memorial in honor of the soldiers and sailors gone from Clare- 
mont into the service of the Nation during the present war, to 
act upon any recommendations of said Committee, and to see what 
sum of money the town will raise and appropriate for the purpose 
of such memorial. 

58. To see whether the town will accept, as a memorial gift, 
and officially adopt A Community Book of Remembrance, and will 
authorize and instruct the Board of Trustees of the Public Library 
to.arrange for the keeping of the same and for suitably recording 
in it community events of general interest. 

59. To see if the town cares to instruct the Beard of Health - 
to pass a regulation forbidding the keeping of swine within the 
compact part of the town. 

60. To see if the town will vote that it is expedient to ac- 
quire or establish a suitable municipal plant for the purpose of 
supplying electricity through said town of Claremont for the use of 
its eitizens, and others, and. to authorize the selectmen to issue 
notes or bonds in the name of the town to finance the same.

To the Public 

The year has been a very busy one, especially along 

the line of unexpected matter appearing before the board 

that called for immediate action and incurring expenses 

not provided for at the time of making up the budget for 

the Spring Meeting. This is true in all departments of 

the town and proved to be a handicap in many instances. 

This is true relative to the increased cost of material 

which advanced far beyond any anticipation as did the 

price of labor and its scarcity. These two features not 

only caused delay in proposed and unexpected projects but 

greatly advanced the cost beyond what was estimated. 

The highway department, as usual, has been called 

upon to meet many unforseen conditions that called for 

considerable expenditure of money that was not planned 

at the beginning of the year or included in the amount 

of the advised appropriation. 

The scarcity of labor figured greatly in the increased 

expense for by the first of April it became necessary to 

raise the wages about 20 per cent to even obtain labor to 

do the really necessary work planned, or emergency cases. 

The Connecticut River bridge floor, upon investiga- 

tion was found to be in so bad a condition that immediate 

repairs were necessary. Plank flooring, at its best, is very 

short lived and very difficult to obtain even at greatly 

advanced prices. The old floor was found to be sufficient- 

ly sound to warrant it being covered with an asphalt sur- 

face. The highway agent and the Selectmen deemed it 

advisable and concluded the asphalt application to be the 
best and most permanent method to repair the flooring 

which was done at an expense of $1,080. This cost was 
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about the same amount it would have cost to have laid a 

plank flooring. and will be more durable and satisfactory. 

The West Claremont bridge crossing Sugar River at 

the Jarvis and Coy Paper mills, which was jointly cared 

for by the town and the Claremont Railway and Light- 

ing Co., was found to be so badly decayed that it was not 

safe for travel. The Railway Co. notified the board of 

Selectmen early in the year that they released all claims 

on the bridge and would not maintain their part any long- 

er. The portion of the bridge occupied by the railway 

tracks was badly decayed and called for immediate atten- 

tion. New timbers and floor plank were put on at a cost 

of $900. ‘Because of the continual spray from the river 

which causes the woodwork to decay rapidly it would 

seem to be a great saving in the cost of maintenance to 

replace the present form of wood construction with one 

of cement. 

We would recommend that this bridge, the Connecti- 

cut River bridge and the one known as the Lottery bridge 

be repainted the coming season. These bridges were 

painted five years ago, in the year of 1913, at a cost of 

$704. 

On Tremont and Broad streets near the bridge, the 

condition of the old macadam was in such shape that we 

deemed it advisable to recoat it with an asphalt surface 

similar to that on Pleasant and Main streets, and an area 

of 2,593 square yards was applied and thoroughly rolled 

on at an expense of $2,593. 

Many of the tar concrete sidewalks about town were 

in bad condition and an expenditure of $2,312.89 was 

necessary to put them in proper condition. 

The railing west of the Lower Village bridge had 

become in such a condition that it was considered un- 

safe and a cement wall was constructed making a pro- 
tection against accidents, besides being a firm foundation 

for the setting of the iron posts which support the rail- 
ing, the cost of this work was $200. 
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A narrow highway and unprotected embankment 

near the Draper Corner school house on Maple avenue 

needed attention so a concrete wall was built and a sub- 

stantial iron railing was installed. This work widened 

the street which was really necessary and supported a 

substantial railing. The expense of this work was $981, 

and was paid for from the highway department appropri- 

ation. 

Two new road machines were necessary for efficient 

work on the roads and were purchased at $600. This 

amount was also taken from the highway funds. 

Block paving was laid in cement around the foun- 

tain in Tremont Square at an expense of $156.29. This 

makes an excellent and permanent foundation, that here- 

tofore has been muddy and badly torn up by horses feet. 

The cost of fitting up and equipping the new Central 

Fire Station was somewhat in excess of what was esti- 

mated. Made so, mostly by increased cost of labor, ma- 

terial and fixtures. The Central Fire Station of Clare- 

mont is classed as one of the best planned and equipped 

in the state, and will stand as a credit to the town and its. 

promoters, giving formidable protection against fire for 

years to come. 

There is need and room on the town land north of 

the station for the erection of a shed to house the steam 

road roller and carts and tools belonging to the Fire and 

Highway Departments, and we recommend the construc- 

tion of a shed for this purpose. 

September 3, 1918, our contract for lighting the 

streets expired and the Claremont Power Co. refused to 

renew the same, only from month to month, and that at 

a 25 per cent increase, which is the basis on which the 
lighting is being done and will necessitate a larger appro- 

priation the coming year. 

The Red Cross Society who had been conducting 

their work at Stevens High School building found the ac- 

commodations such that they wished a change, so early in 
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the season made application to the Selectmen for the free 

use of the town hall which was more centrally located and 

on the ground floor with better light and more room than 

their first location. 

The Selectmen appreciated the noble cause and pat- 

riotic work being accomplished by the members of the 

Red Cross society and granted their request. This neces- 

sitated an added expense, to heat and light the hall and 

greatly reduced the income from the hall to the town 

during the rush work of the Red Cross. But when we - 

realize the great aid and sucor their work was to our sol- 

diers and sailors, the sacrifice in rentals is not worthy 
of thought.

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PERMANENT IMPROVEMENT OF MAIN HIGHWAYS 

At the annual Town Meeting in March, 1917, the 
Town voted to set apart from the appropriation for High- 
ways the sum of $2,500, which with $2,500 contributed by 
the State made a joint fund of $5,000 for the construction 
of the Central Trunk Line running from Claremont to 
Newport, Concord, Rochester and Dover, N. H. 

Authority to issue notes or bonds amounting to 
$25,000: to meet further expenses of construction of said 
Trunk Line was also voted, $5,000 of which is to be paid 
each year commencing with 1918. Of the $25,000 so is- 
sued it is expected that the State will each year pay to 
the town $2,500 so that at the maturity of the last bond 
the State will have borne one-half the expense of con- 
structing said line.

Report - 1919 

To the Town of Claremont: 
Your committee undertook its labors this year in 

the hope that a budget might be presented that would 
provide for the reasonable requirements of the various 
departments without any increase of the tax rate over 
1918. 

Last year’s budget was very closely adhered to by 
the town meeting but the committee’s estimate of tax 
rate of $2.20 based on 1917 valuation was changed to 
$2.05 and a fiat increase of 10 per cent was made by the 
assessors on valuations, which reached substantially the 
same result. This year, however, it appears necessary 
to provide for a considerable increase in appropriations 
both for the Grade Schools and the High School and. for 
highway construction and maintenance and for street 
lights. These items with several other smaller increases 
will inevitably lead to an increase in the tax rate to ap- 
proximately $2.40, 

It is gratifying to know that through the operation 
of the Stowell Hospital bequest the Hospital is not apply- 
ing this year for any appropriation from the town.

PLEASANT AND MAIN STREET, 1918 

As early in the spring as possible the selectmen got 
the contractors to go ahead with the work on these 
streets. The work was done according to plans and speci- 
fications adopted in 1917, by the Robie Construction Co., 
and under the direction of Mr. George P. Winn, Engineer. 

A new curb was put in front of the Congregational 
Church 122 feet to Pine Street. From Pine Street to 
Green Street a 6 1-2 foot granolithic combination walk 
and curb was put in, a distance of 979 feet. Then the 
whole street from near the Jewett store to Prospect 
Street 4,000 sq. yards was brought up to a grade with 
crushed stone. This was sealed with a coat of asphalt 
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then a two inch asphalt top. thoroughly rolled on and 
finally a seal coat of asphalt applied. 

By direction and on advice of Mr.- Winn two rows of 
wood paving blocks were laid on each side of the rails on 
Pleasant Street. The section of street and side walk be- 
tween the bridge and Lafayette Street at the Lower Vil- 
lage not built in 1917 was completed this season. 678 
sq. yards of pavement and 258 feet of curb and sidewalk 
was built here. Also 463 yards of asphalt and stone was 
laid between the rails near the Sullivan Machine Co. 
buildings on Main Street at a cost of $694.50. This work 
and eighteen inches outside of each rail should have been 
paid by the Railway Co. But as they had no funds we 
were, unable to collect it of them. They did, however, pay 
for a section through the Square.

STATION 

To the Board of Selectmen: . 

After some delays due to war conditions the Central 
Fire Station was completed in accordance with contracts 
with Mr.~-Hira R. Beckwith and Mr. Fred A. Currier. 
On June 12, 1918, a joint meeting of the Board of Select- 
men, the Board of Fire Wardens and this Committee was 
held at the Central Fire Station when the work of the 
contractors was carefully inspected and approved and the 
building was accepted and turned over to the Fire De- 
partment for its use. 

The job was completed, so far as the work delegated 
to this Committee was concerned, for $25,000.00, the 
amount appropriated by the Town for the purpose, the 
old schoo! building formerly on the site of the new Fire 
Station being used by this Committee in its work. 

Appropriations made at the Town Meeting of 1918 
for grading, equipment, better light fixtures, ete., were 
not handled by this Committee. 

The old bell formerly in the schoo] building was sold 
to meet expenses of the Committee in advertising for 
bids, travel, etc. Members of the Committe who took 
trips to see other Fire Stations, however, made no 
charges on account of the expenses incurred by them on 
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such trips, The Committee therefore turns over to the 

Selectmen at this time the unexpended balance of $15.92.

The year just ending has been most unusual, the war 
causing conditions to arise, which have called for the free 
use of the town building, and which at the same time has 
curtailed the rentals to a marked degree. On May 6, the 
Lower Hall was given up to the exclusive use of the Red 
Cross, except at such times as had been voted at the 
annual town meeting to the Stevens High Schcol, Amer- 
ican Band, Ladies’ Union Aid Society and the Firemen 
for their free use. These conditions continued until Nov. 
28, when arrangements were made by which the Lower 
Hall was available for rental on the last three days of the 
week and are now in force at the present time. 

The basement has been used during the entire year 
for drill by the State Guard and the Firemen’s room was 
turned over to their use after their removal to their new 
quarters, no rental has been received. 

The building was closed for all purposes from Sept. 
28 to Oct. 26 inclusive, by the Board of Health on ac- 
count of the prevailing influenza. These conditions 
caused several bookings in the Opera House to be can- 
celled also the Lecture Course, which would have opened 
during this period. 

An upward revision of rentals went into effect on 
April 15, which are given in detail.

Seven signs have been posted. Six samples of water 
h:ve been sent from different sources in town to the 
State Laboratory of Hygiene for analysis. 

The contract for the collection of garbage from May 
1 to November 1 was made with the figure of $3845. Ow- 
ing to the increased number of private collectors this 
year it was more difficult to have the matter regularly 
attended to. | 

For the purpose of combating the influenza epidemic 
the Board of Health closed moving picture shows, dances, 
entertainments, and public social affairs September 27, 
1918. October 3, the order was extended to churches, 
schools, public funerals and other public gatherings; and 
October 18, pool rooms and bowling alleys were expressly 
included. These orders continued in force until October 
26, and public dances were not allowed for two weeks 
longer. 

October 5th, with the co-operation of the Ladies’ Union 
Aid Society acting through their President, an emergency 
hospital was established in the vacant tavern at Clare- 
mont Junction. The nursing staff of the Claremont Gen- — 
eral Hospital, with the assistance of what other help 
could be procured, looked after the patients. The volun- 
tary contributions of many citizens to the work were most 
gratifying. From a number of 59 patients cared for dur- 
ing the five weeks, five died, A small deficit of $363.31 
was paid by the Red Cross, so that the hospital was con- 
ducted with no expense to the town. Too much cannot 
be said of the value to the town of the Ladies’ Union Aid 
Society and their hospital at such a time as this. 

From the number of complaints received last year 

it is believed that a regulation forbidding the keeping 

of pigs within the compact part of the town would be a 

relief to many residents. 

RDN» oO O10 
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July 23, 1918 the State Board of Health voted that 
venereal diseases should be reported, although not neces- 
sarily by names of patients. Encouraged by the remark- 
able success with the American military forces the 
Federal Health Department and the state authorities are 
working together to see if something cannot be accom- 
plished with the civilian population. Dr. Weaver of the 
Federal service has been in town and will probably return. 

Under the directions of our new State Secretary, Dr. 
Duncan, State Inspector Duval has the health officer ac- 
company him on his periodical trips for the enforcement 
of the food and drug acts.

The library year was shortened twenty days, two on 
account of the excessive cold and eighteen during the 
illness from influenza. 

The daily average of magazines and books circulated 
was much higher than in any previous period, 139 2-3 for 
the 257 days the library was open. 
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Besides the routine work there was a book drive for 
books for soldiers use which brought about 1300 volumes. 
The work incident to this was done almost entirely by 
volunteers. Boxes for the packing of the books being 
furnished by the generosity of the Sullivan Machinery 
Co., through Mr. Officer. 

The New Hampshire Library Association held its an- 
nual meeting here June 13-14. The programme was a 
very attractive one and included a trip to the Saint Gau- 
dens studios. The trip was made by automobiles through 
the courtesy of several owners of automobiles in town. 

Mrs. Way has added to the Way Collection the World 
Book, an eight volume encyclopaedia, the New York 
Times European History to date and the two volumes 
of Simond’s History of the War just published. 

Mr. George 'B. Upham repeated his gift of 1917 of a 
check for. $30.00 for purchase of books. He has also com- 

‘ pleted the library’s set of Hemenway’s Gazeteer of Ver- 
mont by giving the last volume, an expensive and not 
easily attainable book and also bought many volumes for 
the historical library and secured rare maps. 

One of the three town reports lacking for a long 
time, that for 1859 has been given by Mr. Lawrence 
Tolles, who also deposited the diary of Linus Stevens 
covering many years of life in Claremont. 

Miss Ida C. Bracher of New York for the past 
eighteen months in charge of the American Red Cross 
papers at their Paris headquarters, has presented three 
French commemorative war medals. The events com- 
memorated are the first battle of the Marne, the battle 
of Verdun, 1916, and the entrance of the United States 
into the War. They are beautiful and already rare, 

Miss Lucile Lloyd has presented a very attractive 
and distinctive bookplate which she designed especially 
for the Library and which is now being used in the books. 

Thanks are due to many persons for their gifts and 
interest shown in the Library not mentioned in this nec- 
essarily brief report.

| Sievers High School Committee ~ 

In June a class of 24 was graduated. This was less 
than half the number to graduate this June, 1919. The 
total enrollment for the present year is 266, exceeding last 
year’s enrollment by 34. The alumni reunion last Spring 
commemorated the completion of the fiftieth school year 
since the founding of the Stevens High School. 

The unfortunate condition of Mr. Cummings’ health 
caused him to resign in April after having served as 
headmaster for nearly six years. Mr. H. L. Chase, who 
had served as acting head during Mr. Cummings’ illness, 
was continued in that position for the remainder of the 
year, and later was hired for the school year 1918-1919. 
Miss S. Abbie Spooner of Charlestown, N. H., was elected 
in April to complete the work of the classes formerly 
taught by Mr. Cummings. Mr. Pierce was hired on a full 
time basis and placed in charge of mechanical drawing in 
addition to the manual arts course. 

In June, Miss Denny resigned. Miss Helena C. War- 
ren, Smith College 1917, who had experience in the high 
school of Sudbury, Mass., as teacher of English, was 
chosen to fill the position. Mr. Gardner W. Hazen, for 
three years a teacher in Kimball Union Academy, was 
secured as submaster. He was also retained as athletic 
Coach of Stevens High School teams, by the money 
raised at the 50th anniversary amongst the alumni. 

In November, 1918, Miss Griffin resigned to accept 
a’position paying one-third more salary in a town smal- 
ler than Claremont. Miss Spooner was again secured as 
a substitute for the remainder of the year. In coopera- 
tion with the grade school system Miss Eleanor Elliott © 
was engaged as instructor of free hand drawing. 

The increase of 34 in attendance over the enrollment 
. for last year taxed the seating capacity of the building 
to the utmost, and the first day of school found several 
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of the students without desks. Room 25 was equipped 
as a classroom with tablet armchairs and blackboards. To 
accommodate the not less than 300 students who will 
attend next fall it will be necessary to open and equip 
still another room for classroom work. 

Special attempt has been made to cooperate with the 
grade schools in the work and methods. The courses in 
French, English and elementary mathematics in high 
school were laid out only after the degree of attainment 
of the grade schools had been ascertained in conference 
with the teachers in the J unior High School or the Super- 
intendent. 

_ During the summer and early fall every possible 
effort was made to offset the temptation to leave school 
because of temporary high wages. The best proof of the 
success of the efforts was seen in the fact that instead of 
a decrease in the number to enter in the fall term, as 
was the case in many schools throughout the state, 
Stevens High School exceeded even the expected normal 
attendance record for the first day of school, and has 
grown ever since. 

An unusually high percentage of those who grad- 
uated from the Junior High were enrolled either in this 
high school or in some other secondary institution. 

Following the directions of the National Govern- 
ment, emphasis was laid upon the importance of further 
instruction after four years of high school work, and a 
greater percentage than ever before of the senior class 
plan to enter some college or technical institute. 

The work has been handicapped here, as in all other 
schools by the prevailing illness among both teachers 
and students. It is doubtful if the high record, 95 per 
cent attendance for the year, that was ours for 1917-18 
can be duplicated this year because of this handicap, but 
in comparison with the high schools in other cities and 
towns, Stevens has been exceedingly fortunate in having 
but a few absences daily from illness. 

The Commercial Department enrolls fully 62 per cent 

of the total school membership for at least one of its sub- 

jects. This throws 165 students under the sole supervis- 

ion of one teacher and is a task impossible continuously 

to perform. 
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With French being required of all students in the 
grades, the overload on the one French teacher in the 
Stevens High School becomes apparent. Over 50 per cent 
of the total school enrollment are studying French. 

To maintain proper organization of the school, and 
in fact, even to care tor the classes, another teacher will 
be required for relief in these subjects and to assist in 
the science department.. 

In order to take advantage of the funds available 
under the Smith-Hughes Act for vocational instruction, 
it is planned to equip the manual training department for 
a four year course instead of the two now offered, by 
adding machinery for metal working. This has been a 
want, seriously noticeable for several years. It is ex- 
pected that the income from this fund will take care of 
the additional expense during the first year and will, there- 
after be available to care for one-half the annual cost 
for giving instruction in this department. 

A very successful and well attended demonstration 
of the work in all departments of the school was held in 
June. In addition to the usual exhibit of completed work, 
the processes were shown in actual operation in the shop, 
kitchen, offices and laboratories. 

Three new courses, Spanish, Advanced Mathematics 
and Business English, have been added to the course of 
study, to meet modern-day demands. 

The alumni have equipped the old assembly hall with 
banquet tables, made by the manual arts departments, 
and the trophy cabinet is to be placed in this room. The 
cabinet was the gift of the class of 1917. 

The interest of townspeople and alumni has been 
definitely shown by the large number of visitors who 
have favored the school this year, No better way can be 
suggested for a close linking up of town and school than 
by the frequent use of the school for public meetings, 
as has been the case this year. In addition, the high 
school building has been used for Americanization classes 
in the evenings. 

At the request of the State Superintendent of Public 

Instruction the high school building was used for the Sul- 

livan County Teachers’ Institute, which has formerly been 

held elsewhere in the county. The school districts of 
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Hanover, Lebanon, Newport, Charlestown, Cornish and 
Claremont were represented. 

The school has entered heartily into all authorized 
war projects, has heartily subscribed to each bond issue, 
and given enthusiastically to the various relief projects.

The record of the fire department for the year ending 

January 31, 1919, consisted of ten bell alarms and 49 

still alarms, not including brush fires, the report of which 

can be found under the report of the State Forestry Com- 

missioners agent.

The efficiency of the department has been greatly 

improved by the use of the telephone for still alarms and 

has greatly facilitated matters, secured a ready response 

by the chemical, saved much property and the town ex- 

pense of bell alarms. 
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HYDRANTS 

No new hydrants were added to the system this year. , 

FIRE ALARM SYSTEM 

The fire alarm system has been radically changed 

for the better, The old system installed in the basement 
of the town building*has been discarded. At the Central 

Fire Station a new and modern fire alarm equipment has 

been installed. The new system comprises new electrical 

machines, storage batteries, motor and switchboard that 

places the system in fine condition. The arrangement is 

such that it is possible to get alarms, even if one or more 

lines of the system were out of order. There is also an 

automatic instrument installed on the first floor that 

enables the firemen to ring in any box on the system from 

the Central station. This is used where telephone calls 

announce fires and greatly assists the getting away of 

the department. 

The only thing to make the system perfect would 

be the installation of an automatic alarm at the central 

station. This would be a great saving to the town in the 

way of maintenance costs and would have the whole 

system at the central station. 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

I recommend that there be purchased 1,000 feet of 

hose, as a number of feet of the old hose has become use- 

less, and a fire alarm box at corner of Shannon and Han- 

over streets as there is a consistent call for one at this 

location. After the period of reconstruction has passed, it 

would be wise to install an automatic alarm at the Central 

station and purchase a motor driven hook and ladder 

truck. 
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REMARKS 
The Central Fire Station was completed in June and 

‘we occupied it as soon as possible. The station is one the 
_towns people can well feel proud of, for its arrangements 

and equipment are such that very efficient work can be 

accomplished, At present there are five men stationed 

there, which makes it possible for the department to re- 

pond to an alarm even without the aid of the call men.

The work of the department this year has been very 

efficient and the above enumerations practically cover the 

work accomplished. Although there has been no serious 

fires in the way of great losses or damages, it reflects 
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credit on the department for there were a number of 
cases wherein the fire, if not stopped, might have been 

more serious, but for the quickness of the response of 

the department made possible by having the auto chemi- . 

cal. | 

The department and men are appreciative of the 

kindly interest shown by the people and their kind words 

of approval and feel that with their cooperation the de- 

partment will become more efficient each year.
