studies and deportment. Wewere very sorry that the summer 
term in No. 2 should be cut short two weeks by the sickness and 
death of the teacher's father; but we were in hopes to obtain 
her services in the future, but failed, she having found employ- 
ment in more lucrative fields. 

We notice upon examining the registers of the different schools, 
that in some instances there is not a single record of a visit from 
one of the parents of scholars to the school room, which gives 
rather a bad showing of the interest manifested in the education 
of their children. 

The work of educating the boys and girls should enlist our 
undivided powers and calls upon everyone to exert every effort 
within their power to encourage them to a higher and nobler 
endeavor in the great work before them to become worthy citi- 
zens of our noble country.
