The Public Statutes require the School Board to file 

with the Board of Selectmen on or before the first of March a 

tabulation of school statistics for the year then ending, the pre- 

sumption being that the schools have by that time closed. The 

winter term of several schools has been iuterrupted by the epi- 

demic known as ‘‘the grip,” and they will be prolonged into the 

first week in March in order to keep the allotted time and ac- 

complish the allotted work. Any report submitted March first 

would therefore be incomplete, and such areport would be un- 

satisfactory and misleading, falling short of the: purpose for 

which it is required. It has accordingly been deemed advisable 

to defer it until the completion of these schools, as in compli- 

ance with the spirit if not the letter of the law, and to publish 

if in a separate pamphlet, which will be accessible to all at 

least a week before the annual meeting of the district. It is 

hoped that this course will commend itself to the Board of Se- 

leetmen and the public generally.
