THE STATE OF NEW HAMPSHIRE 

To the Inhabitants of the Town of Ossipee, Qualified 
to vote in Town Affairs: 

You are hereby notified to meet at the Hall of the 
Ossipee Group, Y. M. C. A., Inc., in said Town on the 
second Tuesday of March next, at nine-thirty o’clock 
in the forenoon, to act upon the following subjects: 

Article 1. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and appropriate for decorating the 
graves of soldiers. 

Article 2. To see if the Town will vote to recind 
the action previously taken with reference to the Town 
placing a bronze tablet on Pine River Bridge as a World 
War Memorial. 

Article 3. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and appropriate for placing bronze 
tablet on monument, in honor of World War veterans, 
and defraying expenses of exercises for same. 

Article 4. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and appropriate for the repair of 
highways in summer. 

Article 5. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and appropriate for breaking roads 
in winter. 

Article 6. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of Two Thousand Dollars 
($2000.) for the rental of tractor and snow-plow used 
in breaking roads, or the sum of Four Thousand Eight 
Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($4850.) for purchasing 
said tractor and snowplow. 
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Article 7. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of Two Hundred _ Dollars 
($200.) for repairs of that section of the Roland Park 
Road lying between Roland Park House and the end 
of the road, which sum if appropriated will be ex- 
pended under the direction of E. E. Neal. 

Article 8. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and appropriate for the destruction 
of gypsy moth and white pine blister. 

Article 9. To see if the Town will vote to appoint 
a committee to investigate the merits of a Town for- 
est, and pass any vote relating thereto. 

Article 10. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and appropriate for defraying Town 
expenses. 

Article 11. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of Two Thousand Seventeen 
Dollars and Fifty Cents ($2017.50) for State Aid Con- 
struction, in order to receive One Thousand Five Hun- 
dred Twelve Dollars and Seventy-Five Cents ($1512.75) 
from the State. 

Article 12. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of Three Thousand Four 
Hundred Dollars ($38400.) for State Aid Maintenance 
in order to receive Five Thousand One Hundred Dollars 
($5100) from the State. 

Article 13. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of Six Thousand Dollars 
($6000.) for road construction in order to _ receive 
Eighteen Thousand Dollars ($18000.) from the State 
and Federal government. 

Article 14. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of Three Thousand Dollars 
($3000.) for Trunk Line Maintenance in order to receive 
Twelve Thousand Dollars ($12,000.) from the State. 
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Article 15. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of Four Hundred Dollars 
($400.) in order to receive the sum of Six Hundred 
Dollars ($600.) from the State for State Aid Construc- 
tion on Water Village Bridge. 

Article 16. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and a: propriate for th: ::pairs and 
construction of bridges. 

Article 17. To see if tie Town will vote to au- 
thorize the Selectmen to hire money in anticipation of 
taxes and to allow them to make a discount for early 
payment of taxes. 

Article 18. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of One Hundred Dollars 
($100.) for the purchasing and erection of a blinker 
light at the corner near W. S. Welch Store. 

Article 19. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and appropriate for the salary of 
the Town Librarian. 

Article 20. To see what sum of money the Town 
will vote to raise and appropriate towards the support 
of a Health Nurse. 

Article 21. To see if the Town will vote to raise 
and appropriate the sum of One Hundred Fifty Dollars 
($150.) for maintenance of Community House. 

Article 22. To see if the Town will vote to extend 
the time for auditing accounts by the special commit- 
tee of five, appointed in March, 1926, for a period of 
one year. 

Article 28. To see if the Town of Ossipee will 
vote to waive, from and after December 31, 1926, all 
its rights to participate in the net earnings of the 
Ossipee Water & Electric Company, as acquired by 
vote of said Town at its annual Town Meeting holden 
March 8, 1921, under the provisions of Chapter 254, 
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Laws of 1921, in consideration of which said Town shall 
be relieved from any further obligations to exempt the 
property of said Company from taxation as provided 
under said vote, but which waiver shall in no way in- 
terfere with the right of said Town to audit said Com- 
pany’s books and accounts for the period ending De- 
cember 31, 1926, as heretofore authorized. 

Article 24. To choose a Selectman for three 
years, Town Clerk, Treasurer, Highway Agents, Aud- 
itors, and all other Officers and Agents for the ensuing 
year. 

Article 25. To transact any other business that 
may legally come before said meeting.

Superintendent’s Report 

To the School Board of Ossipee 

I herewith submit my first annual report as sup- 
erintendent of schools, it being the eighth in the series 
of such reports. 

Schools and Teachers 

Ten schools were opened in September, this being 
two more than were open last year. It seemed need- 
ful to open the Water Village School again, as the 
number of pupils increased and the transportation to 
the Brown School was very difficult in the winter. It 
seemed wise, also, to open a special room at Ossipee 
Center which should relieve the crowded condition 
and give a better opportunity for children needing 
special help. Botn schools have proved successful and 
justified ther opening. In addition to teaching tke | 
special room, Mrs. Ridgway supervises the music in 
the elementary schools of the building. 

Following is a list of schools and teachers with 
aumber of pupils at present.

Medical Inspection 

Medical inspection this year is being conducted 
by Mrs. Jeannette A. Child, the Red Cross Nurse, who 
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devotes a portion of her time to work in the schools. 
Her inspections have discovered many defects which 
need remedying. Parents and all interested citizens 
should cooperate to secure necessary treatments. No 
child can do his best work when handicapped by phy- 
sical weakness or disease. The schools are trying 
through corrective exercises, warm lunches and _ in- 
struction in hygiene to give the pupils a healthful en- 
vironment. 

Repairs and Improvements 

During the summer vacation some much needed 
improvements were made on school property. The 
rocm at Granite was painted inside. The room at Os- 
sipee was painted inside and a new heater installed. 
The building at the Center was partly painted inside, a 
room arranged for the special school, and the grounds 
partially graded. There were other necessary minors 
repairs. 

For the coming year, I recommend painting the 
Granite schoolhouse outside and installing chemical 
toilets; at Ossipee Corner, installing chemical toilets; 
at Brown, painting inside and out; at the Center grad- 
ing the grounds and further painting inside. 

High School 

Our high school is now on its third year as a two- 
year school. We wish it might become a full four-year 
school. At present we have Juniors and Seniors away 
in schools of other places to the number of 16. If these 
could be added to our present number, it would make 
a school of approximately 40 pupils. Undoubtedly 
there would be more pupils who would complete the 
high school course if there were four years here at 
home. In addition to the extra amount of money 
needed for teachers and equipment, the special difficulty 
is lack of room in the already overcrowded building. 

Cost per Pupil 

The median cost per pupil of average membership 
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in the state is $78.94 in the elementary schools and 
$130.53 in the high schools. In Ossipee the former is 
$64.67 and the latter is $111.89. 

Attendance 

Our schools for the year ending June 30, 1926, 
showed an average attendnace of 198 and an average 
membership of 209. The total enrollment was 259. 
The percent of attendance was 94. I plead for regu- 
larity of attendance as the percent should ‘not be less 
than 95. 

Trained Teachers 

The time has come in New Hampshire when there 
is a trained teacher for every school. Normal School 
enrollment is now four times what it was ten years 
ago. The pupils generally attend regularly when a 
trained teacher is in charge. Every new teacher hired 
in Ossipee last fall was either a normal or training 
school graduate or is working summers to complete the , 
course. 

With a trained teacher and a learning pupil, the 
value of the school depends upon the length of the 
learning period in hours, days and weeks. It means 
that there must be daily unbroken sessions. Some 
districts are now having a year of 360 actual half days. 
Eleven districts in the state had 360 to 368 half days 
last year. Twelve had 354 to 359 half days. Ossipee 
had 345. 

Every school in New Hampshire had at least 36 
weeks last year, while in 1919 scores of towns had only 
30 weeks or less. Probably no other state in the Union 
can boast of every child having an opportunity to at- 
tend school 86 weeks during the year. 

In conclusion, I wish to thank school board, teach- 
ers, pupils and all citizens for cordial welcome and 
helpful cooperation.

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PARTIAL REPORT STATE TAX COMMISSION 

Mr. Frank S. Lord, Chairman, 
Special Auditing Committee, 

At your request I am sending the result of our 
audit to date. 

The Selectmen’s expenditures from 1920 to date 
were audited. The Treasurer’s receipts and expen- 
ditures for the same period were audited and found to 
balance with the cash in the bank. 

The Town Clerk’s account with auto permits was 
audited and found correct with the exception of Mr. E. 
D. Merrow’s term of office. Because a part of the per- 
mit cards were missing, the cards in possession of the 
Motor Vehicle Department of Concord were used. Dur- 
ing his term of office covering the period of auto per- 
mits, Jan. 1, 1920 to May 4, 1925 there was a total 
shortage of $6,001.40. From May 4 to June 1 a total 
of $4538.23 was paid back, which leaves a balance due 
of $1463.17. 

During Mr. E. D. Merrow’s term of office as Tax 
Collector of the Levy of 1923 there was a shortage of 
$3915.22. 

Mr. F. W. Bickford as Tax Collector of the Tax 
Levies of 1924 and 1925 shows a shortage of $1459.38.
