The State of New Hampshire 

To the Inhabitants of the Town of Lyndeborough in 

the County of Hillsborough in said State, 
qualified to vote in Town Affairs: 

You are hereby notified to meet at the Town Hall 
in said Lyndeborough on Tuesday, the tenth day of 
March, next, at ten of the clock in the forenoon, to act 
upon the following subjects: 

1. To choose all necessary Town Officers for the 

year ensuing. 

2. To see if the town will vote to accept State T. 

R. A. for construction of Class V roads and raise and 
appropriate or set aside the sum of $768.42 and the 
State will contribute $5,122.81. 

3. To see if the town will vote to raise and appro- 

priate the sum of $2,000.00 to re-tar black top roads, 
or take any vote relative thereto. 

4. To see if the town will vote to raise and appro- 
priate the sum of $300.00 for continuing the work on 
the new section of the South Cemetery, or take any 
vote relative thereto. 

5. To see if the town will vote to raise and appro- 
priate the sum of $2,000.00 for necessary repairs to 
the Kimball Bridge, or take any vote relative thereto. 

6. To see if the town will vote to raise and appro- 
riate the sum of $300.00 for special road repair on the 

hill beyond the Nelson place, or take any vote relative 
thereto. 

7. To see if the town will vote to adopt a plan for 
extending to employees of the town the benefits of 
Title II of the Federal Social Security Act, as author- 
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ized by Chapter 234 of the Laws of 1951 and to raise 
and appropriate the sum of $50.00 to defray the town’s 

share of the cost thereof. 

8. If the foregoing article is adopted, to see if the 
town will authorize the selectmen to execute on be- 
half of the town the necessary agreement with the 
State of New Hampshire to carry into effect the plan 
and to see if the town will designate the town treasurer 
as the official to be responsible for the administration 
of the plan.

13. To see if the town will vote to close (subject to 
gates and bars), the Dutton road leading from the 
Lyndeboro Center road to the Johnson Corner road, or 
take any vote relative thereto. 
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14. To see if the town will vote to authorize the 
selectmen to dispose of the town hearse, or take any 
vote relative thereto. 

15. To see if the town will vote to hold town meet- 
ings in the future in the evening, or take any vote rela- 
tive thereto. (By petition. ) 

16. To see if the town will vote to raise and appro- 
priate the sum of $65.00 (1/100 of 1% of the valuation ) 
to the Monadnock Region of Southern New Hampshire 
for the issuance and distribution of printed matter, 
newspaper and magazine advertising calling attention 
to the resources and natural advantages of the town, 
in cooperation with the other thirty-seven towns of the 
Monadnock Region, or take any vote relative thereto.

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SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT 

To the School Board and Citizens of Lyndeborough: 
I respectfully submit my sixth annual report as your 

Superintendent of Schools. 

Instruction 
I am pleased to again report that the education of 

your children is being capably handled by Mrs. Ade- 
laide Herrick and Mrs. Alice Smith. 

Mrs. Dorothy Paire has been employed to assist the 
teachers in carrying out a more extensive music pro- 
gram. New rhythm band instruments and new music 
books have been purchased. Emphasis is being placed 
upon the theory of music as well as music appreciation. 

We are still carrying on a complete testing program 
as explained last year, with the addition of the Cali- 
fornia Test of Personality. This test is administered 
each year to grade five youngsters. The function of 
the test is to reveal the degree to which each pupil is 
self-adjusted and socially adjusted. The teacher is there- 
by aided in understanding the child and his reactions 
to certain situations that may arise in the classroom and 
on the playground. The test acts as a guide for placing 
the pupil in activities and situations where he will be- 
come a well-rounded and adjusted individual. 

A new reporting system in the form of a revised re- 
port card was introduced this fall, which we feel af- 
fords the teacher a more adequate device for reporting 
the growth and achievement of a child, than was pre- 
viously used. All systems of reporting a child’s progress 
in school, by use of a Report Card are necessarily 
limited. Thus we attempt to supplement the report 
card by written notes, telephone conversations, and 
personal conferences. We are eager to have parents 
consult with us so that we may arrive at common under- 
standings and do the best work possible for your chil- 
dren. 
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The School Savings Program has become a definite 
part of the educational offerings of the school. One day 
each week is set aside for the children to purchase 
school savings stamps, ranging in price from 10c to 
$1.00. These stamps are placed in a book and when the 
book is filled ($18.75) it is turned in for a $25.00 Defense 
Bond. During the school year 1951-52, the Lynde- 
borough school children saved $426.50. The six towns 
in Supervisory Union No. 63, participating in this pro- 
gram, saved $3,323.50. 

Health Supervision 
Last year $50.00 was appropriated for the purpose 

of giving all children in the school physical examina- 
tions once a year. These were recently accomplished 
by Dr. Macomber, assisted by the school nurse, Miss 
Sybil Beatham. Parents are informed when any irregu- 
larities exist and they have been most cooperative. 
Certain communicable diseases are difficult to control 
once they get started. These can be kept within cer- 
tain bounds only by complete cooperation between the 
parents and school officials. 

No School Policy 
The “No School” policy as set forth by the Lynde- 

borough School Board is as follows. If the weather and 
road conditions are such that it is dangerous or im- 
possible for the school bus to operate, the school will 
be closed. Every effort will be made by the School 
Board to contact the parents in the outlying areas and 
along the bus route by telephone. Also arrangements 
have been made with the radio station WOTW in 
Nashua to broadcast the “No School” message. This 
information is usually available to the School Board 
between 7:00 and 7:15 a.m. On stormy days, parents 
are encouraged to use their own judgment and keep 
their children home if they feel that it is in the best 
interests of health and safety to do so.

Buildings and Grounds 
This past summer a number of improvements have 

been made to the buildings and grounds. 
A new slate board has been added to the upper 

grade room. New cabinets and sink enclosure were con- 
structed in the teachers’ room, primarily for the pur- 
pose of providing better facilities for the school lunch 
program. 

A “work bee” was conducted in June for the pur- 
pose of grading and re-seeding certain land areas sur- 
rounding the school. The road to the school grounds 
was tarred as well as a parking area adjacent to the 
school. This has helped greatly in protecting the floors 
from sand and dirt that was previously brought into the 
school on the feet of the children. The area in back 
of the school was covered with crushed rock which has 
helped to eliminate a severe drainage problem. The 
work of re-seeding and landscaping will be continued 
this spring and summer. 

I wish to thank all those who assisted us with this 
project. 

School Lunch Program 
The school lunch program this year is being very 

efficiently and economically managed by Mrs. Barbara 
Shinn. Many friends of the school have continued 
their interest in the program by contributing money, 
and various items of food. This help has made it pos- 
sible for the meals to be served at no increase in cost 
to the pupils. 
School Enrollments 

The greatest educational problem facing the citi- 
zens of Lyndebor ough in the near future is that of ex- 

panding enrollments in the elementary grades. Recent 
school census studies reveal that in 1954- 55, we will 
have approximately 84 pupils in grades 1 - 6. Present 
facilities were built to accommodate 70 pupils — 35 
pupils to a room. Next year it will be necessary to split 
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grade 3 so that the primary room will not be over- 
loaded. 

In 1955-57 we may expect 89 pupils in these grades 
and in 1956-57, 97. These figures do not include pupils 
who live in North Lyndeborough and attend the Fran- 
cestown School, or pupils who live in the Davisville 
area and attend the Wilton Schools. This number will 
vary from four to six. 

Thus it appears that at the annual district meeting 
in March 1954, serious consideration must be given to 
a program for taking care of this increasing number 
of school children. 

Finance 
The School Board’s Budget for 1953-54 calls for an 

appropriation of $25,214.87, an increase of $1,789.41 
over last year’s. However, the estimated assessment 
calls for an increase of $1,100.62. The reason for this 
reduction is that our income has increased by several 
hundred dollars, due largely to an increase in State 
Aid. In November 1952, the school board received 
$2,965.31 in state aid as compared to the estimated 
amount of $2,588.41. We are assuming that we will 

receive approximately $2,900.00 next year, dependent 
of course upon the action of the State Legislature. 

Conclusion 
I wish to again thank the Lyndeborough School 

Board and the citizens of Lyndeborough for their con- 
tinued support and assistance in supervising and admin- 
instering the educational program of the district.

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REPORT OF SCHOOL NURSE 

The year of 1952 in the Lyndeborough Public School 
had as its chief problem a great many cases of measles. 
The disease made its appearance just after Thanks- 
giving vacation and the last case was over in February. 
There was one suspected case of mumps which luckily 
did not develop. 

As School Nurse I made fourteen visits to Lynde- 
borough Public School to check the individual children 
for signs of communicable disease. I made three home 
visits to consult with parents about their children. 

Each child was weighed and measured twice during 
the year and most made a satisfactory gain. Each child 
was also tested by means of the group audiometer and 
those found in need of further tests are now being 
singly tested with the individual machine. I hope to 
complete this work soon. 

There are a great many colds among the children 
and this seems to prevail through most of the year. 
Cleanliness and general prevention of disease has been 
stressed through the year with the children in an effort 
to reduce the incidence of the common cold.
