In accordance with a vote at our last annual meeting, re- 
committing the report of the selectmen_ to the old and new 
boards, we have in connection with Mr.-S. D. Green, chair- 
man of the old board, and Mr. D. J. Daley, treasurer for 
1886-7, attended to the duties imposed upon us and here- 
with respectfully submit this report: 

Although we ‘think the report will show substantially the 
financial condition of the town atthe present time, we are 
unable to show the exact cost of the different improvements 
made during the past. year. Only one, of the new street 

near ** Great Pitch Hill,” "was let out by bids, the others, 

“including the rebuilding of D. R. Bridge and the widening 
ot Main street. were done under the supervision of the 
selectmen, There is nothing on file except the receipts for 
orders.given to show for what the orders were drawn, and 

these have been our guide in making»this report, and from 
the minutes on these receipts it 1s impossible to accurately 
‘distribute the expense to the several heads. Mr. Green 
has rendered us all the assistance in his power?,but the Mack” 
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Ap sy stein ands gross pe alitbtos in the management ee 
_ placed it beyond the power of any man to show exactly ° 
how the money of the town has been expended. 

Mr. Green has received $2800 00 of money raised from 
town notes, and $121 10 on county order. This money 
was not turned over to the treasurer, as the law requires, 

but was used by Mr. Green. | It is all accounted for in town 
orders, treasurer receipts, etc., except $548 75. He claims 
that certain town orders that he has paid with.town funds, 
when the late Mr. E. B. Marston was treasurer and absent, 
have been mislaid, and he has already secured. duplicates 
of some, and agrees to produce town orders or cash to bal-
