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REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT 

OF SCHOOLS 

To the School Board and Citizens of the Town of 
Merrimack : 

I herewith submit my third annual report as 
Superintendent of Schools: 

All school work is still affected by war conditions. 
The teacher situation for the coming year may be 
much more difficult than the present school year. 

The enrollment at Reed’s Pond School promises to 
be much smaller next year. One family of three chil- 
dren moved away because the father was taken for 
military service. Before the school re-opens we may 
be able to combine the Reed’s Pond and South Merri- | 
mack schools. Since we can not be sure of this we are 
obliged to raise sufficient money to maintain the two 
schools. 

For the past two or three years there has been a 
tendency to overcrowd Thornton’s Ferry and the 
Merrimack Grammar schools. If this tendency con- 
tinues next year I recommend that a sufficient number 
of children be transported from the two larger schools 
to Reed’s Ferry, thus relieving the crowded conditions 
in two schools and giving Reed’s Ferry a sufficient 
number to form more interesting classes. 

The problem of teachers at McGaw Institute may be 
very great during the next year. The larger high 
schools are offering much more money for high school 
headmasters and teachers than a small school like 
McGaw can afford to pay. When the time comes it 
may be wise to suspend operations at McGaw until the 
teacher situation becomes more stabilized. 
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Through funds allotted to New Hampshire, from the 
Food Distribution Administration, milk has _ been 
supplied to the children of Thornton’s Ferry, Merri- 
mack Grammar, Reed’s Ferry and McGaw at two cents 
per half-pint bottle. This service is greatly appre- 
ciated and will mean a great deal to the general health 
of the pupils. | 

In closing I would like to express my appreciation 
for the fine cooperation of the School Board, teachers, 
pupils and all others who have helped to make a most 
successful school year.

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REPORT OF THE HEADMASTER OF 

McGAW NORMAL INSTITUTE 

McGaw opened for the ninety-fourth year on Sep- 
tember 8th, with an enrollment of forty-one. Since 
the beginning of school, five have left, one drafted into 
the armed forces and four have transferred to other 
schools. At present we have seventeen boys and nine- 
teen girls. 

A report of the Class of 1948 follows: 

One is employed in farm work, one in the Seabees, 
one in the Army Air Corps and the two girls are in 
industry. 

The Headmaster has contacted these pupils and has 
encouraged them to continue their education. When 
the war is over opportunities for employment will be 
at a premium and once we wait too long after gradu- 
ation from High School it is just that much harder to 
continue our education. 

Of all the former graduates of McGaw I ean find 
only two who are continuing their education in post- 
secondary institutions. 

During this school year we have had two boys 
drafted and two are in 4-F. Because of our limited 
athletic facilities I am not sure that the boys drafted 
enter on an equal footing with the boys of other schools. 
I wish that the townspeople would take some action 
relative to the use of the Town Hall for basketball. 
Twenty-two boys and girls, out of an enrollment of 
thirty-six, have practiced outdoors and we have 
played two games, one at. Pepperell and the other at 
Hudson. ; | 

There are at present nine members of our school 
orchestra and others are studying to take the places 
of those who graduate. Our appreciation is here ex- — 
‘pressed to Mr. Priske for his interest and extra time. 
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The School Lunch Program is being conducted this 
year under the direction of Mrs. Rizzi without help 
from the Surplus Food Commodities. This has made 
the lunches more expensive to the individual pupils, 
but a greater variety and better lunches are provided. 

With very little in the way of transportation facili- 
ties available the attendance has been remarkable. 
This is proof that the boys and girls are aware that 
the time for getting an education today is short and 
that days missed can hardly be made up. . 

I wish to express my thanks to all the people who 
have shown an interest in our school and hope that the 
parents who have not visited our school will stop in 
for a visit.
