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SCHOOL REPORT. 

Cutizens of Lrttleton :—It is somewhat encouraging at the close 

of the present school year, under the workings of the new school 

law, that we find less dissatisfaction in the several school depart- 

ments than at the opening of the year; more sympathy, and ex- 

pressions of a desire for its prosperity. 

The grand explanatory clause that—‘‘The said school board of 

each town shall provide schools within the limits of said town at 

such places and times as in their judgment shall best subserve the 

interests of education ; and shall give all the scholars of the town 

as nearly equal advantages as may be practicable’’—has been the 

basis for the efforts of your school board. 

By a careful consideration of the above clause it will readily be 

seen that the aim of the law is that the wealth of the entire town 

district is common stock, taxable, and responsible for the educa- 

tion of each scholar in the town. 

No change has been made or attempted arbitrarily. An effort 

has been made to unite the school interests of No. 13 with Union. 

School district and an offer of a very commendable plan, as we 

think, of union ef interests with said Union District is now await- 

ing the acceptance of the citizens of No. 13, which, when accept-- 
ed will greatly enhance their (No. 13’s) educational advantages. 

The uniting the school interests of No.’s 11, 18 and 19, and 

building a suitable school house is a matter to which your board 

most earnestly call the attention of the town district, and request 

the citizens of No.’s 11, 18 and 19 to~take proper measures to 

bring about its immediate consummation. By the report of 1886 

there were 32 scholars in the three districts. ‘This year 30 differ- 

ent pupils are enrolled, and the school houses in these districts are 

unfit for school purposes. 

No. 12 is also in deep distress and when we report the house as 

unsuitable, badly located, we only report the common saying of 

_ former superintendents as to its unfitness for school purposes. A 

small outlay in repairs may tide the thing over for a year or two. 

Tn the near future better provisions must be made for the scholars 

in this department. 
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In conclusion permit us to call your earnest attention to more 

home interest, more fireside instruction. A few moments each 

evening or morning, or both, devoted to assisting your child in 

spelling, reading, primary arithmetic, etc., when the pupil is com- 

mencing these branches and does not know how to study, will add 

much to the progress of the pupil and serve to kindle an unbound- 

ed interest in your pupil, your teacher and your school. 

Do not abandon your school to the management of others ; visit 

it, note its excellences, recommend plans for improvement, discuss . 

educational matters pro and con. See to it that you are having a 

good school; if it is not satisfactory make immediate complaint ; 

unite your effort with that of the proper officer of school to make 

the services of your teacher the most profitable. The educational 

interests of your community is one of your chief duties, your high- 

est obligations.

After Mr. Moses W. Hill’s service of two weeks, Leslie F. 

Bean completed a winter term of nine weeks with gratifying suc- 
cess. Scholars pleased, interested and earnest. ; 

No. 2. 

Summer term—nine weeks, taught by Mrs. Clide Pollard, who 

has had much experience in hing and labored: hang to make 

the school a success. 

Fall term—10 weeks, in care of Miss Nellie M. Curtis; teach- 

er earnest, scholars earnest, progress excellent. 

Winter term—nine weeks, taught by Miss Emma C, Flanders, 
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an able and experienced teacher, who reports—‘‘This school is 

the most agreeable and attractive of any I have ever taught.” 
| No. 3. 

Summer term—10 weeks, taught by Mrs. Alice Morris, a 

teacher of experience, who labored hard and made her school a 

success. [all term of five and one-half weeks, taught by Miss 

Annie E. French, who is one of our very best teachers, but ow- 

ing to ill health the school closed at that time, and the i8 weeks 

winter term was under the instruction of Miss Alice Powers, and 

was profitable in every particular. 

No. 4. 

Summer term of ten weeks was commenced by Miss Julia 

Poole, who, after one week’s effort, was succeeded by Miss Dulcie 

Frye, who completed the term in a most efficient manner. Fall 

term of ten weeks, taught by Miss Alice Powers. It is wholly 

unnecessary to comment upon her teaching, as she is well known 

to rank among the best teachers in town. Winter term of nine 

weeks in care of Mr Loren E. Patridge of Peacham, Vt. A 

teacher young in years but proved himself master of the situation. 

Good order and close attention to studies made the school a suc- 

cess. 
No. 5. 

Miss Evelyn A. Wells taught the summer term of nine weeks. 

A genial teacher; scholars interested, progress commendable. 

Fall term—ten weeks, Miss Belle Gates teacher. This was her 

first effort in teaching. She was not pleased with the calling, and 

although her scholarship ranks among the best, through lack of 

order the school was not generally profitable. | We found in her 

school the best.trained class in analysis and language of any in 

town, mainly the result of her work. 

No. 6. 

Miss Ardelle A. McIntire taught each of the three terms—total 

28 weeks—of the school year successfully. Average in attend- 

ance excellent the entire year. 
No. 7. 

Spring term taught by Miss Alice Powers. Sickness of the 

teacher necessitated a close of school after six weeks of excellent 
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work. Fall term of ten weeks, taught by Miss Blanche Bowman 
who labored to make her school a success. Winter term of eight 

weeks, taught by Mr. W. A. Allison. Good order, good instruc- 

tion, good progress the result of this terms work. 

SANG OED: 
Summer term—eight weeks, Miss Mary E. French, teacher ; 

well qualified, earnest, progress good. Winter term—eight 

weeks, taught by Miss Susie E. Russell. This was her first 

term. School small, four scholars, appeared well and orderly ; 

progress good. 

No. 11 and 18. 

These two districts were united. Summer term of ten weeks 

taught by Miss Katie Davis of Waterford. This was her first 

attempt at teaching. She was pleased with her school, the 

scholars interested in their work, and good progress was the re- 

sult. all and winter terms of 18 weeks were both taught by 

Miss Rose E. Freeman of Waterford. She labored hard to make 

her school profitable, and succeeded so far as her efforts were con- 

cerned. The school house being unfit for school purposes in cold 

weather, the attendance was irregular. 

‘No. 12. 

A summer term of eight weeks, taught by Miss Mary E. Car- 
penter. A very good school and very good progress, considering 

the many embarassments under which the teacher labored. Sec- 

ond term of twelve weeks, under the care of Miss Nellie M. 

Weeks, who appeared to consider her surroundings of the first 

class, her scholars perfect and capable of mastering the tasks as- 

signed. In fact Miss Weeks was successful in this school. 
No. 19.. . 

Summer term of ten weeks, taught by Miss Anna Cobleigh. 
This school was small and good progress made as could be ex- 

pected with the daily attendance. Fall term of six weeks, taught 

by Miss Helen Goss of Waterford, was satisfactory to parents and 
scholars.
