District No. 1. 

The summer term of school, six weeks in length, was taught 

by Miss Exra R. Purtiips, a young lady of energy and ability. 

The school appeared well and passed a good examination. 

Miss Lavra B. Sansorn taught a term of 7 weeks in the fall. 

This teacher has had many years of experience and the schol- 

ars made good progress in their studies. Whole number of 

scholars first term,9; average, 7; second term, 9; average, 6. 

Wages per month, board included, $20 both terms. 

E. C. Merrill, Prudential Committee. 

District No. 2. 

This district had one term of ten weeks, commencing Sept. 

15. Herpert E. Drake, teacher. Mr. Drake was careful to 

look after the interest of the school, and with firm decision 

for the right, performed his duties in a clear and. faithful man- 

ner, making the school a success. Whole number of scholars, 

16; average, 16. Roll of honor, Mary Taylor. Wages of 

teacher per month, including board, $26. 

Lewis Pattee, Prudential Committee. 
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District No. 3. 

Two terrns—6 wecks in summer and 12 in winter. First 

term taught by H. AMaAnpA WutbpEN; second by Miss Lizzie 

Nexvson. Faithful and earnest labor characterized both terms. 

The teachers were thoroughly educated, and each fiad a pleas- 

ant manner of instructing which gained the approbation of all, 

well sustaining the former reputation of the school. The pa- 

rents take a deep interest in the education of their children, 

and manifest it by being present at the close of each term.
