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In compliance with law, the School Committee of Rich- 

mond present to the citizens the Report of the common schools 

for the year ending March 1, 1883: 

Whole amount appropriated for the several districts, 

$984.07, including the literary fund, $64.07, and dog tax, 

$88.00. There was also a special tax in District No. 2 of 

$15.00, making in all $999.07. Whole amount expended for 

the same $906.97, including the appropriation for District 

No. 10, $31.66. The amount each district received, and the 

unexpended balance in the treasury of the town, may be seen 

in Table 1 of this Report. 

The aggregate number of weeks school, 180.6 ; whole num- 

ber of scholars, 152; cost per scholar, $5.76; average daily 

attendance, 140.53; cost per scholar based upon the average 

attendance, $6.23 ; total number of days’ absence, 400 ; tar- 

dies, 162; dismissals, 48; number of visits by Superintend- 

ing Committee, 46; number of visits by citizens and others, 

427. 

There have been twelve schools kept in town the past year ; 

most of which bave been successful. There have been no 

failures, yet a few were not what they should’ have been. A 

very important duty rests upon the parents towards the suc- 

cess of our schools. They should become acquainted with 

the teacher, and co-operate with her, thus lighten her 

labor, and assist in making the schools what they should be. 

In comparing the record of last year with this, it is found 

there is an increase in the average attendance as well as 

number of visits by parents and citizens. The Roll of Honor 
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also contains more names than last year. It is hoped this 

improvement will continue until a record equal to the highest 

is obtained. 

The Prudential Committees endeavored to provide good 

teachers for their several schools, but some have partially 

failed in the attempt. In some districts more benefit would 

have been derived if they had secured experienced ones. 

There are some who fit themselves for teachers that will never 

succeed. A good teacher is one that nature has prepared for 

the work. 

It is much to be regretted that so many of our scholars 

have left the schools, after attending a few weeks. It seems 

there is but little appreciation of school privileges. With the 

small amount of schooling, it should be the duty of parents 

to see that their children improve every opportunity. 

The registers in some districts present a sad appearance, 

especially in Nos. 6 and 13, showing that the interest mani- 

‘fested was not of a commendable order. May there be great 

improvement in the record of attendance in all our schools ; 

let each one do their duty, and tardy and absent marks will 

be among the things of the past. Teach the youth punctu- 

ality, as it is one of the most important duties in life. 

The completion of the introduction of Harper’s Geogra- 

phies has been made this year; also the old North American 

Spelling Book, which has been in use for many years, has 

been exchanged for Swinton’s Word Book of English Spell- 

ing. 

It has been desirable for several years to obtain a uniform 

system of books in our schools; it is nearly so, with the ex-_ 

ception of grammars and histories. 

The following is a list of books used and recommended for 

use in our schools: JFranklin’s Readers, Swinton’s Spellers, 

Greenleaf’s Arithmetics, Harper’s Geographies, Swinton’s 

Grammars, and Barnes’ History of the United States. 

Teachers have been somewhat negligent in returning their 

registers when they ought. This fault subjects the Commit- 
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tee to great annoyance and inconvenience in making out.the 

annual report. Teachers are also requested to write the real 

names (not the pet names) of scholars in their registers ; the 

first and last name in full, with the proper initials for the 

middle names. 

There has been little or no improvement in our school prop- 

erty or system the past year. Some districts have comforta- 

ble houses, while others are unfit for the purpose used. Will 

the people of this town arise to a sense of duty, and look to 

the interests of the youth by providing better means for fit- 

ting them for business life. In order to remedy this great 

evil, there should be a union of districts; until this or some 

other measures are taken, our schools will be constantly de- 

creasing. | .

SPECIAL REPORTS. 

District No. 1.—First term. An inexperienced teacher 

was engaged for this term, who endeavored to faithfully per- 

form her duties, but not fully understanding them, her labor 

was not so well rewarded as would otherwise have been, yet 

a fair progress was mace. 

Second term The teacher of this school, having had pre- 

vious experience as a governess, labored for the advancment 

of her pupils, making the school pleasant and profitable. 

~» Distr. No. 2.—Both terms in this district werein charge of the 

same teacher as last year, with praiseworthy success. ‘The 

interest of the parents as heretofore shown, was not lessened. 

All that has been said of this school in the past can be said 

now. 

Dist. No. 38.—First term. The teacher of this term made 

her first attempt in the work with good results. 

The teacher of the second term made her beginning here 

last fall. ‘Though young she labored faithfully and the 

school under her direction was very satisfactory. 

Dist. No. 4.—First term. A teacher of some experience 

was selected, with fair success. 

Second term was taught by a beginner, who showed an 

aptness for the work. ‘The pupils though young, made good 

progress. The exercises at the close were very interesting, 

especially those of the primmer class. 

Distr. No. 5.—Both terms were conducted by the same 

teacher, who labored with an untiring devotion for the ben- 

efit of her pupils. Much attention was given to reading and 

spelling, yet good progress was made in the other branches. 



There was also a class in drawing which presented some very 

fine specimens. 

Dist. No. 6.—First term. The teacher of this term proved 

to be an efficient one. As this is the largest and most diffi- 

cult school in town, it requires in its management a thorough 

disciplinarian. The closing exercises were very satisfactory. 

Second term. The instructor of this term was well quali- 

fied for the position, but owing to some mismanagement, she 

failed to make the school what it should be. 

Dist. No. 7. One term, which was conducted in a man- 

ner quite satisfactory. The pupils of this school seemed 

much interested in their work, and strove to make the best 

use of their time, which was clearly shown at the examina- 

tion. 

Dist. No. 8.—One term. This was an orderly and well 

governed school. ‘Though the term was short a fair progress 

was made. If the scholars had displayed more promptness 

in their recitations at the close, it would have been more sat- 

isfactory. 

Dist. No. 9.—The same teacher who has presided over 

this school the past few terms was again engaged. With 

much enthusiasm, this school has been made to rank with 

the best in town. ‘The closing exercises of each term were 

highly commendable to both teacher and pupils. 

Dist. No. 13.—First term. This was taught by a_be- 

ginner, who having had the advantages of a Normal School 

training, endeavored to set forth good principles, and to do 

justice to those under her charge. It was found at the close 

that some of the scholars had abandoned the school for some 

unknown cause. ‘The exercises at the examination were very 

interesting, especially those of the small scholars. 

The teacher of the second term was also a_ beginner, 

who seemed to manifest an interest for the work, but after 

keeping a few weeks, some difficulty arose between the teach- 

er and some of the large boys. Your committee was called, 

but the offenders had withdrawn from the school. The term 
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continued a few weeks, and closed with fair success. <A 

teacher of considerable experience is recommended for this 

school. 

Dist. No. 14.—Only one visit was made this school, which 

was found to be ina fair working order. On account of 

sickness, after keeping seven weeks, it was brought suddenly 

to a close, and owing to the inclemency of the weather, and 

the miserable condition of the school house, the term was 

not finished. 

Distr. No. 16.—The only term in two years, which was 

conducted ina manner quite satisfactory. If this district 

could be united with some other, much good might be derived 

therefrom.
