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There is nothing of special interest to be reported 

with reference to the court or its business in the past 

year. In the first year of service of the present justice 

47 cases on the criminal side cume before the court; last 

year, 28; and this year, 26. Very few civil actions are 

presented because an appeal lies in every instance to the 

Supreme Court and parties generally prefer to bring suit 

in the court of final jurisdiction. It is a subject which 

may well command the consideration of the next con- 

stitutional convention. The Supreme Court is now re- 

quired to consider a multitude of very trivial actions 

which might more advantageously be disposed of finally 

and without appeal by local courts. These are already 

provided in nearly all the large towns, and their territori- 

al jurisdiction is ample. The mischief is in the defect in 

the system which affords an appeal in too many cases 

which ought never to be taken to the Supreme Court. 

The usual statistical tables accompany this report 

and will afford all the information which the public 

would be presumed to care about. The town having 

voted to give the Selectmen authority to fix the compensa- 

tion of the officers of this court, action was accordingly 

taken, and, since April Ist, 1897, the fees of the court 

have gone to the town, and the officers of the court have 

been paid by fixed compensation. 

It has not been deemed necessary to carry out in the 

summaries the amounts which complainants and magis-: 

trates drawing warrants and officers having fees on com- 

plaints have been paid by the parties and not by the town. 

These matters all appear upon the records of the court, 

but are not of sufficient interest to the public to make it 

necessary to include them in detail in the fiscal reports.

The Public Library has continued in its unostenta- 

tious but effective cooperation with other educational 

agencies the past year on substantially the same lines 

and methods as heretofore pursued. 

The recommendations made to the town last year 

met with the approval of the people and the action of 

the voters in town meeting placed the institution on a re- 

liable financial basis sufficient for all the ordinary cur- 

rent requirements. 

The portrait of Mr. Bingham, which was substanti- 

ally completed for the library but not delivered at the 

time of the report for last year, has been received and 

given appropriate place on the south side of the reading 

room. The grateful acknowledgement of the Trustees 

has been tendered to Mr. Strain and a record of this ac- 
tion has been extended on the books of the secretary. 

This splendid work of art will serve the double purpose 

of keeping the artist and the subject of his brush in “per- 

petual remembrance.” The Trustees ventare in this con- 

nection the suggestion that this portrait may well be 

-regarded as a standard for similar memorials which may 

be placed in the custody of this institution. Others who 

have been identified with the town are worthy of this 

distinction. Art can be invoked to no better purpose 

and money can be devoted to but few uses that better 

commemorate men and women of character and emi- 

nence than in skilfully painted portraits.

The deep and growing iiterest taken in our library 

must be a constant delight to those who suggested the 

idea and advocated it, and who so wisely laid its 

broad ard sure foundation, such a foundation as we are 

able year by year to build upon. No one can sit an hour 

in the waiting room and watch the throngs of school 

children searching the catalogues and calling for books 

of reference to aid in preparing their school essays, and 

carrying home well selected novels to help pass the spare 

half hours between work and play, but must see the im- 

portant factor the library is in the child life and the home 

life of the people. 
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The chidren are not reading trash; the lighter liter- 

ature is most carefully selected and the best of its kind. 
It is the purpose of the committee to study the tastes, 

to consider the demands, and to select something in every 
line of thought, so our library shall not be a distortion, 

but a symmetrical, well developed whole. 

it is impossible with the appropriation to keep up 

with the new publications and to keep the library sup- 

plied with the standard works which are constantly 

wearing out. We may seem tardy in not placing on our 

shelves the books which at once catch the great reading 

public; we are simply subjecting them to the test. If 

they survive it they will be there. We have added this 

vear 156 books; 125 are new, 31 to replace the worn out. 

We have been filling out the magazine sets, having added 

55 bound volumes. 

During the year 14,400 books have been loaned, only 

71 per cent fiction, a gain of 9 per cent over last year. 

The reading room is better equipped than ever, and 

is splendidly patronized. 

The book committee have just this suggestion to 

offer to the friends of the library, and that is that there 

shall be small endowments made to the library, the inter- 

est of which shall every year be spent.for books on some - 

one subject: electricity, art, architecture, ete.

Voted that the sum of five thousand dollars be appro- — 

priated for the work of completing and the expense of

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FIRE ALARM SYSTEM. 

LOCATION OF FIRE ALARM BOXES. 

‘No. 42, corner Cottage and Mt. Eustis streets. 

No. 48, corner Cottage and South streets. 

No. 44, near West end of Union block. 

‘No. 45, corner High and School streets. 

No. 46, corner Main and Saranac streets. 

No. 47, corner Main and Meadow streets. : 

No. 48, front of Saranac Glove shop. 

No. 49, South St., near J. R. Jackson’s residence. 

No. 52, corner Union St. and Lafayette Ave. 

No. 53, corner Pleasant St. and Chiswick Ave. 

No. 54, Union St., near G. A. Edson’s residence. 

No. 55, front of E. H. Wells’ store, Apthorp. 

DIRECTIONS. 

‘The glass covered box on side of alarm boxes con- 

tains the key; get the key by breaking the glass, and open 

alarm box; pull down the hook, letting go at once. For 

second alarm, pull down the hook after first alarm has 
rung. 

The alarm will indicate the station from which the 

‘signal was given. Thus, a signal at Station No. 42 will 

be sounded by four strokes of the bell, followed by two 

strokes. This will be repeated, so that notice will be 

clearly given that fire has broken out in the vicinity of 

Station 42, if that be the case, because the alarm sounds 
a four, by four strokes of the bell, and a two by two 

strokes of the bell. In this way Station 42 is indicated. 

"The other stations will be indicated in a similar manner, 

the second number struck by the alarm bell correspond- 

ang to the number in unit’s place, either 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 or 7, 

ais the case may be.
