My Frrenps: For the third time I appear among yon, having, 

with you, a common interest in the welfare of our schools. 

The work of educating the young is not to be done wholly in 

the school-room. An important part of it must be done in the 

homes. Sometime in the past, perhaps, it has been necessary 

to speak of the value and need of education, and to prove by 

argument and illustration, that culture is valuable, and is worth 

what it costs. One day it was said, ‘Ignorance is bliss,” but 

this is not possible in our day. The sun needs not the fog and 

cloud to conceal its light. In no age of the world has there 

been expected more from the scholar than at the present, and 

never have teachers been more noted for their aptness to teach. 

It seems to me that our success depends upon the selection of 

proficient teachers. The influence a teacher exerts is wide- 

spread, and it is of the utmost importance that it be right. We 

believe it is as much a part of a teacher's duty to help form the 

moral character of his pupils as to instruct them from the text- 

books. We would say for our encouragement that never since 

your committee has been connected with our schools has greater 

harmony existed or more satisfactory progress been made than 

within the year now closed. And we trust that in the year to 

come; we shall make no retrograde movement, but that all will 

take hold of the work with increased vigor, determined that our 
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common schools shall be made potent for good to the rising gen- 

eration. Our school buildings are now most of them in tolera- 

bly good condition. There has been great improvement in text- 

books the past year, and still more should be done in this line. 

We have had a fine class of teachers the past year; they have 

done what they could, and when we have said this, what more 

can we say in their favor?
