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Some Laws and Decisions Relating to Exemptions from Taxation. 

CONSTITUTION OF NEW HAMPSHIRE, ARTICLE 82, PAGE 38, PUBLIC 

STATUTES. 

ENCOURAGEMENT OF LITERATURE, ETC. 

ArT. 82. “Knowledge and learning generally diffused through a 

community being essential to the preservation of a free government, 

and spreading the opportunities ‘and advantages of education through 

the various parts of the country being highly conducive to promote 

this end, it shall be the duty of legislators and magistrates, in all 

future periods of this government, to cherish the interests of litera- 

ture and the sciences, and all seminaries and public schools; to 

‘encourage private and public institutions, rewards, and immunities 

for the promotion of agriculture, arts, sciences, commerce, trades, 

manufactures, and natural history of the country; to countenance 

and inculcate the principles of humanity and general benevolence, 

public and private charity, industry and economy, honesty and 

punctuality, sincerity, sobriety, and all social affections and generous 

sentiments among the people; provided, nevertheless, that no money 

raised by taxation shall ever be granted or applied for the use of 

schools or institutions of any religious sect or denomination.” 

PUBLIC STATUTES, CHAPTER 55. 

“Sect. 2. Real estate, whether improved or unimproved, and 

whether owned by residents or others, is liable to be taxed, except 

houses of public worship, twenty-five hundred dollars of the value of 

parsonages owned by religious societies and occupied by their pas- 

tors, schoolhouses, seminaries of learning, real estate of the United 

States, state or town used for public purposes and almshouses on 

county farm.” 

“SEecT. 11. Towns may by vote exempt from taxation for a term 

not exceeding ten years any manufacturing establishment proposed 

to be erected or put in operation therein, and the capital to be used 

in operating the same, unless such establishment has been previously 

exempted from taxation by some towns; provided, however, that the 

assessors shall annually appraise such property and the valuation 

determined upon for the same shall be added to the valuation of all 

other property in the town to determine the total valuation for the 

purposes of state and county taxes.” 

OPINION OF THE SUPREME COURT. 

58 N. H. Rep., page 623. ‘‘The exemption in each case is limited to 

ten years. A perpetual alienation of the whole power of taxation 

would be the destruction of government; and the dangerous tendency 

of legislation suspending any part of that power, for any period, is 
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manifest. P. Bank vy. Billings, 4 Pet. 514, 561. So long as the existing 

laws remain unrepealed, and the constitutional construction hereto- 

fore adopted remains unchanged, contracts hereafter made under 

these laws and that construction will be valid. If the legislature for 

any reason wish to prevent the making of any more such contracts, 

their object can be accomplished by a repea] of the laws authorizing 

them.”

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IN MEMORIAM. 

Charles K. Walker, Superintendent of the Water-Works for thirty- 

seven years, died at his home in West Manchester September 9, 1912. 

Mr. Walker was born in Bedford on July 18, 1830, received instruc- 

tion in the district schools, and when a boy took up civil engineering. 

He was employed in the survey for the Concord & Montreal, Wilton, 

New York & Erie, Marietta & Cincinnati, and other railroads. When 

the Manchester Water-Works was completed in 1875 he was elected 

Superintendent and filled this position until April 1, 1912. 

The estimate placed upon his services by the Board of Water Com- 

' missioners is shown by the following resolutions, which were passed 

at the time of his retirement: 

“WHEREAS, the resignation of Charles K. Walker from the office of 
Superintendent of the Water-Works, a position which he has filled 
with uniform ability and faithfulness for a period of thirty-seven 
years, affords us an opportunity to express the esteem in which we 
hold him, also our appreciation of his long and valued.services; there- 
fore be it , 

“Resolved, That we, the members of the Board of Water Commis- 
sioners of the City of Manchester, N. H., take pleasure in placing 
upon the records of the Department our high estimation of his 
fidelity, loyalty, and absolute integrity in the conduct of the affairs 
of the Department. 

“The period of his service has been one of constant growth and 

expansion, but throughout it all Mr. Walker has been equal to every 

ordeal and emergency, and has never failed to meet the require- 

ments of his position. In his retirement he leaves behind a record 

of efficiency and duty well performed which has few if any equals 

in the municipal service of any community, and we congratulate him 

on his untarnished career and his ability to at this time retire to 

the quietude and comforts of his own fireside, carrying with him as 

he does the regard and good wishes of every member of the board.” 
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William Corey, who in 1892 was elected a member of the Board of 

Water Commissioners to fill the vacancy caused by the death of 

Alpheus Gay, died August 23, 1912, following an illness of but a few 

hours. Mr. Corey was born in Stanbridge, Que., January 31, 1841, 

and becoming interested in the manufacture of needles during his 

youth, came to Manchester in 1868 in order to extend the field of his 

operations. His business prospered, and in addition to the manufac- 

ture of needles he became largely interested in real estate, and in 

the raising of horses, and his success was pronounced along all lines 

to which he devoted his talents. In addition to serving as a member 

of this Board for twelve years he had represented Ward 3 as a 

member of the Board of Mayor and Aldermen, was his party’s can- 

didate for mayor in 1888, held membership in both the Derryfield and 

Calumet Clubs, and in the Masonic and Knights of Pythias fraterni- 

ties. He caused to be erected some of the city’s most notable resi- 

dential blocks, and many dwelling houses. The value placed upon 

his services by the Water Commissioners was given expression in the 

passage of the following resolutions: 

WHEREAS, in view of the loss which we as a body, and the city as a 
whole, have sustained in the death of our associate of many years, 
William Corey; therefore, be it 

Resolved, That it is but a just tribute to the memory of William 
Corey to spread upon our records the fact that he was a most useful 
member of this Board, ever zealous and loyal in rendering service, a 
man of ripe and sound judgment, who gave freely of his abilities for 
the benefit of the city. 

Resolved, That this heartfelt expression of our esteem and estimate 
of his career be spread upon the records of this Board, and a copy be 
forwarded to the widow.

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COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT. 

To the Honorable City Councils of the City of Manchester, N. H.: 

GENTLEMEN:—The Board of Water Commissioners herewith submit 

their forty-first annual report covering the year ending December 

31, 1912; also the report of the Registrar, and of the Superintendent. 

To the report of the Registrar and of the Superintendent you are re- 

ferred for special information as to the financial condition of the 

department, and for a detailed statement of the work performed 

during the year. 

Mr. Charles K. Walker was the first Superintendent, having been 

elected March 1, 1875; resigned April 1, 1912, after serving thirty- | 

seven years, and died September 9, 1912. 

Mr. A. E. Stearns, the oldest employee of the Water-Works Depart- 

ment, began his labors with the engineers, making the first surveys 

in the fall of 1871, and had charge of building the low-power reser- 

voir and laying the connecting mains. After the works were com- 

pleted he was elected to the position of Water Registrar, serving ~ 

the Board in this capacity until his retirement, April 1 of this year. 

He was also clerk of the Board for many years. 

Mr. E. J. Knowlton was elected clerk of the Board December 1, 

1911, and Mr. J. L. Wade, who has been in the Water-Works office for 

nineteen years, was advanced to Water Registrar. 

Mr. William Corey, who had been for several years one of the 

valued members of the Board, died August 24, 1912. Mr. Walter G. 

Africa was elected to fill the vacancy. 

The bonded indebtedness of this department is five hundred 

thousand dollars ($500,000), as follows:

It may be fitting at this time to look backward over the years since 

the Water-Works was established and set forth what has been 

accomplished during that period. 
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The City Councils appropriated for the construction of the Water- 

Works the following sums:

The cost of construction, including preliminary surveys for all the 

sources of supply examined, but not including service pipes and 

interest, was $614,009.83 to the fall of 1874. 

The appropriations for construction of the works up to this time 

were $600,000.00 and the moneys collected for water rents and for 

materials sold and paid over to the City Treasurer were $33,512.64. 

The expenditures for service pipes laid, for meters and operating 

expenses were $20,028.75. . 

The interest and discounts amounted to $40,678.51. 

The expenditures for lands and labors on new highways, and trans- 

ferred to highway account were $14,000.53. 

The work was begun in 1871 and the pumps were started July 4, 

1874. At that time there were 23.1 miles of main, 172 gates, 215 

hydrants, and 625 service pipes. These were supplied from July 4 

to September 24, when the new reservoir was ready for use, from 

the distribution pipes which were connected with the Amoskeag 

Company’s reservoir. 
The low power city reservoir is forty-five feet higher than the sur- 

face of the Amoskeag Company’s reservoir. All of the pumping was 

done from the low power station by two R. D. Wood turbine driven 

pumps, and, the record for the first month shows that there was 

pumped daily 998,295 gallons. The population in the census of 1870 

was given as 23,509, and in all probability it was not over 25,000 in 

1874. . 
These pumps were sufficient to supply the city with water until 

the year 1886, when two more pumps built by the Davidson Steam 

Pump Company of Brooklyn, N. Y., were installed. These pumps 

were started in December, 1886, and the record for the first full - 

month shows that there was pumped 47,023,704 gallons. 

In 1892 the water pumps were found insufficient to supply the 

growth of the city, and work was begun on the high power station 

at Massabesic, and completed with reservoir and mains in 1894. At 

this station was installed two steam Worthington high duty pumps 

with a capacity of 3,000,000 gallons per day, which pumped to a reser- 

voir built on Oak Hill near the Weston Observatory, and at that time 

the service was divided, the high power station taking the north end 

and the high locations in the city. 

In 1903 it was found necessary to increase the capacity at this 

station and one Snow pump was installed, with a daily capacity of 

6,000,000 gallons. 
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This station with its present equipment is able to supply both the 

low and the high power reservoirs at any time in case of accident or 

repairs at the low service station. 
In 1908 the power capacity was increased by installing two new 

Manning boilers of a much larger size than the old boilers. 

In 1910 there was an addition built at the low power station and a 

De Laval electric pump installed for the purpose of saving water 

when the lake was low. The power for this pump is supplied by the 

Manchester Traction, Light and Power Company. This equipment 

is all in good working order and should be sufficient for the need of 

the city for several years. 

While the meter rates have been changed several times, it is a 

singular coincidence that they were the same in the first report as 

they are at the present time, not less than $8.00 per annum. 

The past year has been a very busy one for the department. The 

old wooden penstock at the low power station has been replaced with 

a new steel one and a new concrete dam with copper wire screens ~ 

and a new gate-house. The old 20” cement-lined pipe leading from 

the station to the reservoir has been replaced with a new 24” cast- 

iron pipe, a distance of 7,187 feet, at a total expense of $23,989.12, 

less the cost of pipe which was bought in 1911. We have also laid, of 

different sizes, 6.192 miles of supply mains and 7086.6 feet of new 

services and 4289.1 of services relaid. 

All services laid now are 1” lead-lined pipe. 

While the city has increased largely in population in the last ten 

years the Water Department has more than kept pace with the 

growth. 

It has been the policy of the commissioners to buy all of the land 
around the lake shore from time to time, as it could be purchased 

at a reasonable figure, and the city owns today in land and water 

rights—
