To THE Scnvuot BOARD OF ORFORD: 

It was agreed in the last meeting of the joint supervisory hoard that 
Orford should take a slightly larger part of the superintendent’s time, 

or about 29°7,, instead of 27% as before. Warren, with about the same 

* valuation as Orford, takes the same amvount, and the rest is equally 

divided between Piermont and Hanover, both districts of less valuaticn. 

The new flocr in the upper stury of the Orfordville building and the 
repairs to the furnace are already paying for themselv es in the amount 

of wood sayed. ‘The supply needed to warm the building is much less 
than formerly. A complete system of running water, water closets, 

and sewers has been put in, making a very w ell-equipped building in 

these essential respects. ie new arranged the cloak rooms are very 

dark, but this can be easily corrected by ground glass panels in the 
inner doors. Lack of water in the new well during the very dry weather 

led some to fear that all this good work had been in vain, but the ex- 

cellent manner in which the system has acted for several weeks seems to 
show that the committee in charge are in the position of those whu laugh 

best because they laugh last. At Orford Street, a steel ceiling has been 

put in the large hall and the stage and plastering repaired. There is now 

running water, with water closets, in the basement. In regard to warm- 

ed halls, danger from fire, condition of the walls, and insufficient light, 

we are in no worse condition than a year ago. The outer walls have 

begun to crack in two plaecs. The roof water has been turned away 

from the foundations for the time being, but eave troughs would niak- 

their safety more satistactory and permanent. With prompt atten. 

tion, repairing or at least checking the present condition will probably 
not be a serious matter. The out building at the Upper Street is in 

need of thorough repair. 
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Acting under your direction and within the limits fixed by you, I 

have purchased bucks and supplies amounting to about $149. This in- 
cludes « small amount uf supplies but no text books since Sept. 24, when 

I was relieved of responsibility for that part uf the expenditures. New 
physiologies, a method of primary reading, and a system of teaching 

penmanship have been introduced. The teachers of first grades deserve 

great credit for the good werk they have done in teaching reading, es- 

pecially as they were without a sufficient supply of primers. Writing 

is rarely taught in common schools in any proper sense of the word 

teach. The new system, which requires thought and care and effort 

in instruction, is proving its worth, and is successful just so far as the 
teachers put into it that painstaking thoroughness which belongs to all 

zood teaching. 
The table of statistics will show some iinpruvement in regard to 

absence and tardiness. The general tone of the schools has been better 

during the past vear in regard to these things. We have had good 
weather conditions and freedom from epidemics until late in the winter 
term, and excepting a visitation of chicken pox at Orfordville. With 
very few-exceptiors parents and children evidently believe in prompt- 

ness and regularity, and many deserve commendation for the exer- 

tions they have made to be at school and on time.’ The people of this: 
town have « just pride and interest in their schools. These might be 

shown by more frequent visits to the school rooms. The interest 

shown and the knowledge gained in this way would be a help to both 

schools and people. 
For nearly two years the work of your schools has been carried on 

under the vote of your board which makes the program of studies t 

consist of the list known as Schedule I in the N. H. Program of Studies, 

together with such other subjects as the superintendent finds practicable. 

Schedule I, which may be seen in any school room, includes the ordinary 
studies such as can and must be taught in every schvol, and the last 

part of the vote ‘has always been understeod to cover such subjects 

as algebra, buokkeeping, singing, drawing, handwork, and nature 

study, all of which are as valuable in their places as the more common 
studies. No better plan could be devised hy your board than this, for 

it provides well for the essential work, and leaves some discretionary 
power in the hands of the officer who is presumably in the best position 

to use it. The superintendent is always ready to promote good use of 

these additional subjects whenever pupils are qualified and teachers: 
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able. As a result of your'liberal policy, and perhaps partly also as a 
result of encouragement given in suitable directions by the superin- 

tendent, a considerable amount of several of the above named topics. 

is being worked into the programs of various schools, very much to the 

benefit of the children. In all work the objects aimed at are thorough- 

ness and the greatest good to the child. It is always gratifying to note 

the prompt and able response of teachers to suggestions intended to 

promote these objects. J may also be permitted to express my grati- 
tude for the kindness and support given me by your board, and my hope 

that the best interests of the schools may constantly be promoted.
