Great thoroughness was manifested in mathematics, and 

remarkable progress was made in all branches taught. 

An excellent schoo!, having no superior either in method of 
instruction or discipline, and affording a marked illustration of 

the influence a bright enthusiastic teacher exerts over her 

pupils, causing them to acquit themselves nobly.

Spring term of eleven weeks. Miss Mabel I. Jenkins teacher, 

A graduate of the Gorham, Me., Normal school, and a young 

lady also having the advantage of three years study in Wellesley 

College, and some experience in teaching. A wide-awake, en- 

ergetic teacher, who was willing to devote herself wholly to her 

work. 
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Believing good order to be one of the first requisites of a 

good school she secured this and also inspired her pupils with 

a love for study. Good systematic work was the result. ‘The 

school was a success from the beginning to the close. 
Much to the regret of the Board of Education, Miss Jenkins 

tendered her resignation at the end of this term, to accept: a 

position in the Gorham Normal School. 

Fall and winter terms were taught by Miss Hattie L. Jewell, 

a graduate of Robinson Seminary and also of its Normal Dept. 
This was Miss Jewell’s first experience in teaching, and she 

came to the school when it was rapidly increasing in numbers 

and when much skill and tact were needed to maintain the high 

standard of the preceding term. 

Her anxiety for its success was evident from her faithful la- 

bor in the school-room. General harmony and good will be- 

tween teacher and scholars prevailed. Good progress was made 

in grammar and geography by the older pupils while the read- 

ing and spelling of the lower classes showed that these branches 

had received caretul attention, thus laying a sound foundation 

for future progress. This school contains good material which 

will develope with proper training. 

DIVISION NO. 3. 

Miss Alice W. Batchelder who had previously taught this 

school for several terms was re-engaged for the spring term, 

at the end of which time she resigned to accept a more perma- 

nent position. 

Additional comment on her work and its results is unneces- 

sary; as she maintained her former standing for superior work 

and acknowledged ability. 
Fall term commenced and continued for five weeks by Miss 

Mary B. Richards who was lacking in a marked degree the abil- 

ity to manage a school of such numbers combined with the ad- 

vanced scholarship of the older pupils. The term’s work was 
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finished by Miss Mary E. Church but was not up to the stand- 

ard we had a right to expect and another change was inevitable. 

The Board of Education were most fortunate in securing 

the services of a teacher both able and willing to cope with the 

45 bright active boys and girls of this school and lead them 

‘onward and upward.” 

It was no easy task to gather up the reins and steer through 

the chaos consequent upon the lax discipline of the preceding 

term, but Miss Tilton commenced the school with a full deter. 

mination to make it a success, and throughout the term labored 

assiduously leaving no duty undone. By such earnest endeav- 

ors she apparently mastered the situation and put the school 

on the track of improvement. Advanced pupils received their 

due share of attention without neglect to the smaller ones.

Miss Margie P. Green, a graduate of Robinson Seminary and 

also of its Normal Dept., has taught this school for five consec- 

utive terms and the scholars plainly show the advantage to be 

derived from continuous instruction by a teacher who is ambi- 
tious to excel. 

Prompt and decided in command of the school, the recita- 

tions have been characterized by a degree of confidence pleas- 

ing to note. ‘Thoroughness has been the order of the day, and. 

that degree of progress which it merited has been realized.

REMARKS. ri

tion naturally recur from year to year. There is no subject of 

such vital importance to the public at large, as the public edu-

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cation. Each citizen should be alive to his duty in this respect. 
Although some failures have occurred, the year has been one 

of general progress in our schools. Great care was exercised 

at the beginning of the year in the selection of teachers, not- 

withstanding this some changes have been unavoidable. 

When teachers come highly recommended by well known edu- 

cators, naturally that recommendation has some influence, and 

we have reason to expect, not complete failure. On the part of 

nearly all our teachers there seemed to be a desire for the best; 

yet it is not supposable that all would possess the tact in gov- 

erning andthe skill in imparting instruction which have crown- 

ed some with remarkable success. 

We would strongly impress on the minds of our teachers the 

necessity of good order in and out of the school-room, for in 

our opinion whenever a teacher is unsuccessful it is, in a large 

majority of cases, from lack of discipline. 

No teacher can do justice to a school or hope to reach the 

highest degree of success, who is willing to devote six hours 

only to her work, while her best energies are expended else- 

where. 
Let the teacher be wide-awake and enthusiastic in the school 

room and our town is not wanting in bright boys and girls who 

will emulate her example. 

It appears that some teachers practice more economy than 

others in the use of such supplies as pens, paper, pencils and 

crayons. ‘The town furnishes these for the proper use of schol- 

ars but they are not to be carelessly used or thrown away. 
In conclusion it affords us pleasure to mention the constantly 

increasing interest manifested by parents and citizens in the 

welfare of our schools, as Shown by the large number of visits 
reported in the different registers.
