REPORT OF SCHOOL BOARD. 

During the past year our schools have been in session 

twenty-seven weeks. We have had gocd teachers in all of the 

schools and the results have been most satisfactory. The 

teachers have been energetic and progressive in their work. 

There has been a good attendance of scholars. We only fecl 

sorry that there is not more money raised so as to have a win- 

ter term. \Our school houses are in good condition and there 

is no reason why the children could not get to the schools in 

the winter months, now, as well as they could in the years 

past. In that way we would be able to engage teachers for 

the year and the work would progress more rapidly than where 

there is a change of teachers each term. Under the super- 

vision of our Superintendent our schools have attained a good 

standard and we feel that they are on a level with other good 

schools. We feel that the town should continue with super- 

vision and that the parents should take a more active part in 

our schools and school system. At our school meetings, only 

the gentlemen attend, many of those have no children and do 

not consider that the children of the present day require more 

schooling than they did sixty or seventy years ago, when to be 

able to do a simple sum in addition and read the forecasts in 

Leavitt’s Almanac was all that was required. If the ladies of 

the town would come to the meetings and vote down these few 

we would have longer schools with a superintendent und up- 

to-date teachers.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT, 

During the spring term thirty-one visits were made; and 

in the fall, thirty-four. Other trips were made and _ schools 

found temporarily closed. ‘These were not counted. Besides 

the visits to the schools, the finding of suitable teachers, the 

teachers’ meetings, and much other work is necessary. 

Teachers’ meetings were held in the spring at Squam 

Bridge and Meredith Center. Theattendance at Squam 

Bridge averaged three out of seven teachers; while at Mere- 

dith the attendance was six and seven out of seven. The 

difference in attendance is not entirely an indication of the 

difference in progress of the schools; for where the teachers 

wished, the superintendent has done, as far as_ possible, the 

work of the meetings at recess and after school. This year 

the plan was tried of having meetings for both towns at Mer- 

edith village, as most of the teachers found that place more 

easily reached than Squam Bridge. The attendance has been 

better; and about two-thirds the teachers are preparing to 

take the State teachers’ examinations. ‘The interest has been 

so great that the meetings have been held all through the win- 

ter. The results to the schools in better trained teachers are 

‘worthy of consideration. 

The schools have made good progress for the most part. 

Most of the teachers have been earnest and intelligent in their 

work. What we need more than anything else is a short 

winter term. ‘The present arrangement of two terms with 

long vacations results in our pupils forgetting much; and it 

is impossible to hold some of our best teachers for the spring 

term with a long winter vacation intervening. 

Constant effort has been made to make the work thorough 

and practical and to train the children to reason much more, 

as well as to memorize. It requires well trained teachers 

to do this. 

The cost to Holderness of supervision is $225.00, or 

$1.24 a week in each schoo]. The results: 

1. Better teachers. Ambitious teachers prefer to work 
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where there are opportunities to advance. They almost inva- 

riably favor supervision. 

2. Better schools and a considerable saving of time 

required to get an education. This means much to the chil- 

dren and their parents, and the tax-payers as well. 

3. More money to the town from the state. This year 

we received $50.00 for one Normal graduate who would not 

have taught in town had there not been supervision. This 

amount will increase, making the net cost of the system less.
